BEREAN BAND

The Berean Band was an international and inter-denominational movement, whose headquarters were in London, to encourage young people to memorize at least one verse of the Bible every week, based on Acts 17:11. For the Chapel’s first involvement with the Band, in January 1912, see chapter 19, when a branch was formed in the Chapel. By April it had 106 members. Miss Mary Aitken, aged 14, was the secretary in the Chapel, and enrolment fee was One Penny. Berean Sunday was observed throughout many churches on Sunday 8 December 1912. There were over one hundred members in the Chapel.
