CHRISTOPHER ANDERSON’S HYMNBOOK

Christopher Anderson published A Selection of Hymns adapted for Divine Worship in 1818, with a second edition in 1823. The former had 769 hymns, and the latter reproduced these, in larger type, up to number 750; it omitted the doxologies, numbered 751–69 in the first edition. Both have an index of first lines, and index of Scriptures quoted and an index of subjects. Both are in the National Library of Scotland, references L.35.h and L.7.f respectively.

Those common to Christopher Anderson’s hymnal and Mission Praise, used widely in the Chapel in the last part of the twentieth century (and still used in 2007 when PowerPoint was not available) are:

All hail the power of Jesus’ name

Bless’d be the tie that binds

Come let us join our cheerful songs

Come, thou long expected Jesus

Forth in thy name, O Lord, I go

Give to our God immortal praise

God moves in a mysterious way

Great God of wonders, all thy ways

Guide me, O thou great Jehovah

Hark the glad sound, the Saviour comes

I’ll praise my maker with my breath

I’m not asham’d to own my Lord

Jesus! And shall it ever be

Jesus shall reign where’er the sun

Join all the glorious names

Joy to the world, the Lord is come

(by oversight, titles m–n not copied and so not available for comparison)

Praise God, from whom all blessings flow

Rejoice, the Lord is King

Sweet is the work, my God, my King

The God of Abr’am praise

There is a fountain fill’d with blood

Through all the changing scenes of life

When I survey the wond’rous cross
