The 53 who supported Christopher Anderson in the unhappy events of July 1851, and who still regarded themselves as the true Charlotte Chapel under his pastoral care (even although they were meeting elsewhere), went through the roll of members and deleted ‘the names of those who adhered to Mr. Thomas’.
 Unfortunately neither that roll nor any other list of members has survived from Christopher Anderson’s years.

Alfred Thomas started a new Roll – he had to, because the dissenting two-fifths had the old one – and this is in the church archives. It contains (first) a complete alphabetical index of names only of members between 1851 and 1884 [not reproduced here], listed on different pages by letter. Numbers beside the names appear to refer to the numbers on the register itself, called the ‘Church Account’; however, anyone referring to the alphabetical index now is warned that the reference numbers in the index sometimes bear no relation to the location of the names. 

The second section of the Register, called the ‘Church Account’, is divided into columns as follows: Number [not reproduced here],  Name, Residence, Baptized, Received by Letter or Experience, Restored, Dismissed by Letter, Resigned or Removed, Excluded, Died, Observations. 

This list includes the date of joining of those who adhered to Alfred Thomas in 1851 (the earliest of these being 1813) and, later in the book, the original date of joining of the dissenters who came back in about 1862. Additions to the membership after 1884 have to be traced through the minutes of the elders. When Mr Woodrow became pastor in 1885, he asked the elders for authority to purchase a new Register of Members, and there is no trace of it now.

Two aspects of the Roll are analysed in the fist part of this section:

 
the 79 who stayed with Alfred Thomas,
 and

 
the 51 dissenters who rejoined Charlotte Chapel about 1862.
 

Fifty-three left with Anderson in 1851, but they added some to their number over the decade of separation and they lost some through death or departure over the decade, so the relationship of the 51 who rejoined to the 53 who left is not known, except in so far as there is a list of members in January 1863, giving the dates of joining, so by comparing that with the list of those who adhered to Thomas and those who rejoined in 1862, one can see how many of those who left, lived to rejoin in 1863.

Details of admissions and departures between 1855 and 1884 are commented on under the ministry of the pastor concerned. 

Alfred Thomas kept statistics from July to July, because that is when his pastorate started, and the opening figure was 79 members at 1 August 1851. There is no record of the number of ‘hearers’ – those who attended without joining. In his first year, to July 1852, 27 new members were received by baptism, 8 more by transfer and 1 by restoration – a net gain, after deaths and resignations, of 31. In the following year, 1852–3, 2 were baptised, 3 joined by transfer and 3 were restored, giving a net increase of 7 and a membership of 117. The corresponding figures for 1853–4 were 8, 9 and nil, and in Alfred Thomas’ final year (1854–5), 19 were baptised and 7 transferred in, raising the total membership to 132. Considering the tensions surrounding his pastorate, these were remarkable figures and illustrate his concern for evangelism, as expressed in his obituary.

As this is the first extant list where street addresses are given, it is worth glancing at the 79 who adhered to Alfred Thomas’ ministry, and seeing what happened to them. In the order of joining, they were:  (# indicates married couples)

Miss Christine Lumsden, secretary of the Bristo Baptist Church, Edinburgh, transcribed some of the Register in 2006 as part of her Ph. D. studies into the social standing of Baptists in the nineteenth century. Her work is reproduced below, with two variations. (1) The pages in the register are unnumbered, but she added numbers for ease of reference, but her numbers are not reproduced here. (2) Every page (below) has its own column settings, to accommodate the spacing of information on that particular page.

The writer is puzzled by the basis of her selection. She said that she had not included names of those who had been deleted in the register where (1) the deletion was before 1850 or (2) there was little information. Her first entry is number 4 in the register, someone who resigned in 1854; but the first three names are of people who also resigned in 1954 or who died in 1855. Puzzle?

In her list, reproduced below, those not deleted, so continuing members, are in bold type. Her additional notes, from other sources, are in italics.

As Christine Lumsden has omitted so many names, the number in the register is given before the name, in case anyone wishes to look up the original register.

�  Of the 132 members at the end of Christopher Anderson’s ministry, 103 were women and 29 were men. There is no difficulty with 79 of these, because the Register gives exact figures at 30 July 1851 for those who remained in Charlotte Chapel.  For the 53 who left with Christopher Anderson, we have no names and details until the dissenters re-joined a decade later. However, since 50 re-joined, of whom 41 were women and 9 were men, it seems not unreasonable to assume that the proportion was broadly as it had been a decade earlier.


�  The Summary of Increase and Decrease in the Roll opens with the statement that ‘On 30th July 1851 when Mr. Anderson left the Church there remained in it under the Pastoral care of Mr. Thomas, Seventy Nine Members’. The note appears to be contemporaneous and is accepted as accurate, although it is difficult to reconcile with the list. The list names 75 members in order of admission up to May 1851, and there is then a note, interleaved, that five members, numbered 104, 105, 106, 107 and 163 were omitted at this point. The list then continues from 76 to 103 with admissions between August 1851 and April 1852. As number 163 was Thomas himself, the other four would make up the 79, but number 108 seems on the face of it to have been received in February 1843 (also out of numerical order). In the case of 31 others, their date of baptism is given as 1833, 1834 or 1835, and their names suddenly appear in the Roll in 1855 without comment. The inference is that these folk had been baptised elsewhere on the dates given and had come to the Chapel, perhaps en bloc after some disagreement with their original church, in 1855. The number 79 is accepted on the basis that the author of the note seems to have known what he was doing, even if his list is difficult to follow.


�  The Register does not give the date, and says that the block of names was ‘omitted in their proper order’. Since the death of one of them, who died in 1862, is recorded, they must have rejoined by then. Up to 1 January 1858, there is an analysis of members, and they do not appear in it. From then until James Martin left in October 1858, there is no hint of reunion.  The Register then runs fairly neatly through to February 1862, after which we have the list of those who rejoined. They could therefore have rejoined any time between late 1858 and February 1862, although it seems unlikely to have been during the short ministry of William Chapman (1859–60) or he would surely have been remembered for it. Where it was in the vacancy between 1860 and 1862, we simply do not know. For convenience, 1862 is taken as the date.


� In November 1853 Dr. G.T. Beilby, a Doctor of Medicine, changed his views completely about supporting Alfred Thomas and resigned from the church along with nine others, whose names are also marked with an asterisk.
