KESWICK CONVENTION

(reports on 1908-1916 only)

Favourable report of July 1908 Convention in the Record 1908, p. 136.

Lengthy and favourable report of missionary meetings and then of general meetings at July 1909 Convention in the Record 1909, pp. 143, 144.

Although deeply involved in the World Missionary Conference in Edinburgh in June 1910, Joseph Kemp and a number of Chapel members were also at the Thirty-Sixth Keswick Convention in July. He reported fully and enthusiastically on it – between six and seven thousand in attendance.  At a meeting in the Chapel on Thursday 28 July, in the Chapel, reports of and testimonies to blessings received at the Convention were given. (Record 1910, pp. 129, 112, 144).

Full page and very enthusiastic report by Joseph Kemp and his assistant, James Scott, in Record 1911, p. 129. Scott had been for the first time, and was invited to report on his visit on Sunday morning 30 July, following which Mr. Kemp preached on the ‘teaching of Keswick’. He devoted the evening service to the theme of ‘Life more abundant’ and ‘many were awakened to their true condition before God, and sought from Him power to live on a higher plane. (p. 129) Joseph Kemp’s enthusiastic commendation of Keswick teaching concluded with a series of suggestions for daily consecration of life. Kemp was there for the week, if not for the Sunday – not stated on p. 129, but on p. 130 have name of pulpit supply for the week-night service during the pastor’s absence at Keswick.

Final reference to it in Record 1911, p. 144 – features were large proportion of young and large number of men.

Warm commendation of 1912 meetings – Kemp was there – 10,000 in all – Episcopalians denominate  - what about other denominations? (Record 1912, pp. 129, 144) 

Details of 1913 Convention – many Chapel members attended and it was ‘one of the very best’.  Special mention of 7 a.m. Prayer Meeting, attended by 3000. Lengthy description of the 1913 Keswick, (Record 1913, pp. 129-30)

In August 1914, ‘as in previous years we had a ‘Keswick Night’, when some of our friends, who enjoyed the privilege of being at the Convention, gave us some account of their experiences.’ Details. Keswick hymns sung, and message, etc. (Record 1914, p 130.)

Numbers down through War; number of C.C. members there, Record 1915, p. 114.

Hardly a young man present in 1916, but enthusiastic report in Record 1916, p. 131. 3000 present. Half attenders were newcomers. Scroggie spoke.
