LADS’ BIBLE CLASS

It is not clear from the limited information available whether the Sunday Bible class or the Friday recreational class started first. The 1907 Report (below) implies the latter, but the 1908 Report (also below) implies the former. 

Annual Report for 1907

‘The Lads’ Class, conducted by Mr Wilson, has continued its meetings during the year with satisfactory results. The membership is not large, but the teacher is hopeful that as the class is only in its infancy, a bright future is in store. As the lads are almost all Christians, a special spirit of brotherliness should pervade them, which should lead them to strong individual effort to convince other lads of the advantages of membership and get them to enrol.’

‘A new departure has been made with the Lads’ Class, held on the Friday night.  Classes have been formed for physical culture and ambulance work. A Lads’ Bible Class has been arranged on Lord’s Day afternoons.  Other things will follow.
 The Friday Class broke up in May 1908 for the summer – to be resumed. Leader, Mr. Wilson.’

Annual Report for 1908

‘This class meets on Sunday afternoons at 3.15, and the work continues hopeful and encouraging.  With a view to reaching the lads in the neighbourhood a class has been formed on Friday evenings for physical culture and ambulance work; the former under the leadership of Mr Cormack, and the latter under the tuition of Mr Jack, and it is hoped that these useful agencies may induce many lads to join the Bible Class.’
