In 1883, a member suggested that a Sale of Ladies’ Work should be held in aid of the general funds of the Church, which were then in overdraft by £100.  The pastor disapproved in principle, saying that such a Sale would produce only a temporary solution to the deficit in revenue, whereas long-term commitment was required, but that he had no objection to a Bazaar of funds to provide a manse for the church. The member who had proposed the Sale was not enthusiastic about the suggestion but said he would go along with it. However, several of the deacons were unhappy at the concept and the suggestion was dropped

Alan Redpath (1964–1968)


The Redpaths did not want 23 Cluny Gardens, which they thought was too big, so they expected to rent for a month pending delivery of their furniture. This turned into six months, during which they and the Chapel agreed that the Chapel should purchase 11 Midmar Gardens. It was let out during the vacancy that followed.

Derek James Prime (1969–1987)



Inspected 11 Midmar Gardens and liked it; this was the manse throughout his time, and on leaving the pastorate he and his wife moved into a flat in Marchmont that they had already purchased in their own name with a view to retirement. Midmar Gardens was used or let out during the vacancy that followed.

Peter James Grainger (1992–date)


11 Midmar Gardens. As the family grew up, the Graingers wished to move to a smaller house, but nothing mutually acceptable was found. In November 2006, by mutual agreement, they purchased their own house at 15 Park Road, Newtongrange, Midlothian, EH22 4JW. Midmar Gardens was used temporarily by Colin and Vicky Adams and their two children, as they were expecting a third child (born June 2007) and the flat at Sylvan Place was too small. They bought their own property in Cramond, with a date of entry in August, and Midmar Gardens was sold, with a date of entry in September.

�  Owen Campbell suggested in June 1883 that if a special effort could be made to purchase a manse, there would be ‘permanent relief to the Annual Expenditure’ (i.e., the rent). The deacons considered this but did not proceed. (Deacons’ Minutes, 13 and 20 June 1883)
