MARCUS SCROGGIE’S OBITUARY
‘A Man Strong in Faith’: Marcus Graham Scroggie.

Marcus Scroggie, who died aged 87, came from forebears strong in faith and evangelical fervour and he used to feel that he fell far short of their example. In fact he did them credit. Baptised by his father at 17, in Charlotte Chapel, Edinburgh, Christian service became an integral part of his life.

He helped to form the Young People's Circle at Elm Road, Beckenham, and was instrumental in opening 'Woodlands', a residential centre for girls in Croydon. He was closely identified with the Baptist Men's Movement and the London Baptist Association, as well as being on the council and, subsequently, the executive of Spurgeon's College.

Marcus Scroggie was a deacon of Beckenham Church from 1937 until 1972, when he moved to Bexhill and became a loyal member of Beulah Church. In all his Christian work, strength and faith and sound judgment were combined with an unassuming attitude and considerable independence of mind.

He graduated in electrical engineering at Edinburgh in 1922, and went on to become a freelance consultant and technical writer. At the outbreak of World War II he joined the RAF Technical Branch, and was in command of the front-line radar station at Pevensey, moving on eventually to the Air Ministry. By 1945 he had been elected a Fellow of the Institution of Electrical Engineers and resumed his writing and consultancy work.

In his seventies he was busier than ever until illness laid him low. His recreations included climbing and walking, and he loved music and poetry. He also had a passionate interest in powerful motorcycles, and loved the Isle of Man TT races.

He leaves a wife and three daughters. A thanksgiving service was held at Bexhill on 4 September.
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
