� Married couples joining together - already included in totals in men or women columns.


� Transfer or ‘Deputation’ or ‘Congregational Vote’.


� 24 January 1808, date of the constitution of the church. The number of men and women is taken from an article in the Scottish Baptist Year Book, 1907, page 158. For the number added ‘by baptism’, see the section Christopher Anderson’s Ordination.


� March 1809.


� 26 of the 40 were converts of Anderson’s ministry - Life and Letters, p 89.


� Incomplete because extant details are only of those who (1) adhered to Alfred Thomas and (2) were still in membership when the first extant Church Register was written up in August 1851. Records prior to that (if any existed) were presumably taken by the dissenting fifty-three who left the Chapel in that month. This figure ‘20’ is composed of one survivor from each of 1813, ‘14, ‘18, ‘21, ‘22, ‘23, ‘24, ‘26 and ‘28, two from 1833 and ‘34, three from 1820 and four from1835.

� See footnote 6. This figure is composed of six in 1841, four in 1842 and seven in 1843.


� In 1842, the expression ‘By experience’ is used about a woman, the first time it appears, so there were 4 ‘Transfers’ and this other addition. Presumably it means someone who had been baptised elsewhere and who was not in membership at the present time with a church, so ‘transfer’ was not possible. This became much commoner later, and was normally then described as being ‘on profession of faith’.


� First Yearly Report of the Baptist Union of Scotland, Cupar, 1844.


�  See footnote 6. This figure is composed of three in 1845 and 1848 and four in 1847.


� Three-fifths supported Alfred Thomas and they totalled 79. Assuming that the fraction was stated exactly, that means that 53 left with Christopher Anderson, a total of 132.


� Another 53 - see previous footnote - regarded themselves as the true Charlotte Chapel, although they met in a hall at 5 Queen Street until 1861. The details in the remaining columns from now until 1861 relate only to those who stayed in Charlotte Chapel, because we have no records from the Queen Street meeting. These details are for the calendar year, taken from the Church Register of the Baptised Believers Worshipping in Charlotte Chapel.


� Alfred Thomas counted from July to July, the anniversary of his pastorate, but we have a year-end figure for 1855 of 129, against a mid-year figure of 132, so the difference between the figures given and the true ‘year totals’ for 1852 to 1854 is minimal.


�  Since the compiler of the Church Register added Mr. and Mrs. Thomas to the membership only in June 1855, in order to transfer them out again to Islington, the figures for joining should not be relied on.


�  The figures for 1859 to 1865 inclusive are no more than informed guesses, because the Church Register, which was meticulous in noting baptisms and transfers into the Chapel, often has the single word ‘died’ as the reason for leaving, with no date. For example, three were baptised and three more joined by transfer in 1859, but there is no indication how many left. Likewise, seven were baptised and three more joined by transfer in 1860, but again it is not clear how many left. That is the pattern until 1866.


�  This figure is a puzzle. 17 joined the church in the ordinary way, and 47 rejoined from the breakaway group in Queen Street. Even allowing for some leaving in a vacancy, the membership should have increased substantially before John Dovey arrived, and he had a good pastorate, yet the number at the end of it was only 170. He may have trimmed a lot of dead wood.


�  That is, 17 previously unconnected with the church. In addition, 47 re-joined from the breakaway group in Queen Street, of whom 9 were male, 38 were female and these figures included 7 married couples.


� The official return was 160, but in January 1863, John Dovey published a list of members, by name and date of joining, and there are 169 names.


�  12 of the 16 came from the Tabernacle via Queen Street, and, having made one move from the Tabernacle, seem to have taken longer than the 47 to make up their minds about whether to settle in the Chapel. 


� From now on, the figures are from the Scottish Baptist Year Books. Until 1897, Year Books were not printed until statistics for the previous calendar year were available. From 1898, Year Books appear to give the figures ‘returned’ for the Assembly in the previous October. The Year Book notes from 1921 make clear that the figures used are for the September of the previous year, prepared for presentation to the October Assembly. Some of these figures cannot be reconciled with an additional column in the Year Book (not quoted here) which is headed ‘clear increase’. For example, membership in 1880 was given as 232 and in 1881 as 226 (a mathematical drop of 6), and yet the Year Book gave a ‘clear increase of 15’.


� The Chapel’s Centennial Brochure in 1908 gives ‘the numerical strength of the Church ... from 1866 to the close of 1907’ (page 14). The brochure figures are for the ensuing year, i,e. January of the year just started, while the figures sent by the Church to the Baptist Union of Scotland for their Year Book are to October - there is often a marginal comment in the Church Register against the month of October, ‘Report sent to the Baptist Union’.  Even allowing for the fact that the Brochure figures and the Union figures are nine months apart (the former for January and the latter for October of that year), some of the figures are irreconcilable, e.g., for 1878, 1879, 1880, 1881, 1882, 1883, 1884 and 1885, the figures (Year Book/Brochure) are 183/285, 212/305, 232/232, 226/226, 230 /226, 226/226 and 176/117. The figures in the Year Book have been preferred in the above table.


�    This figure is not from the Scottish Baptist Year Book, because no copy of the 1901 Year Book, giving the 1900 statistics, can be found. There is no copy in the Baptist Union of Scotland nor in the National Library of Scotland. John Barclay also searched for it in vain. It must, however, have been printed, because A.B. Thomson, in his series ‘Baptist Pioneers’ in the Year Books, says in the 1902 edition, at page 8, that his previous articles were in the 1901 Year Book at pages 9 – 14 and 145 – 154. 


�  Mrs. Kemp states in her husband’s biography that the nominal membership was 100 when he was inducted in February 1902, although only 35 attended, (page 20), and that 195 were added in his first year.  This must be from memory, because the figures of 108 and 142 in the Year Book are confirmed by the Centenary Brochure (provided the basis set out in the earlier footnote is accepted).


�  The first edition of the Record gives the membership in January 1907 (which must include those admitted at the January Communion) as 594, and states that there had been a net gain over the previous year of 114, so the membership in January 1906 must have been 480. The figure returned to the Baptist Union of Scotland for 1905, 472, therefore excludes those admitted at the January 1906 Communion. The fact that the Centenary Brochure reads, ‘1905, 319; 1906, 472’ confirms that the Brochure gave ‘year-commencing’ figures, not ‘year-end’ figures.


�  The figure in the Chapel’s internal records is 594, but, to be consistent, the figure used is the one returned to the Baptist Union of Scotland in October for their Year Book. The Chapel’s Annual Report for 1905, counting from March to March, gave net increases for the last four years as: 1902-3, 96; 1903-4, 117; 1904-5, 134; 1905-6, 175. This reconciles with the figure of 609 given for Mr. Kemp’s fifth anniversary on 24th February 1907, (Record for 1907, pages 42 and 54) because 10 were admitted on 6/1/07 and 5 more on 3/2/07. 594, the figure in the Chapel records for the year end + 15 = 609, so the internal figures are consistent.


� In the Handbook, printed in April 1908, there is a full list of names and addresses, which totals 603, of whom 84 had addresses away from Edinburgh, or (8) no address at all.


26. The figure in the Chapel’s internal records is 632, but, to be consistent, the figure used is again the one returned to the Baptist Union of Scotland in October for their Year Book.


�  Again, the figure printed in the Chapel ‘Record’ for 31/12/09 is 618, but the Year Book figure is taken for the sake of consistency.


�  At the closing of the old building in May 1911, membership was 686 and at the opening of the new building in October 1912 it was 640  (1911 Memento and also Mrs. Kemp’s book, pp 54 and 61.)


The 1911 Scottish Baptist Year Book states explicitly for the first time, on its cover page, that the figures in the 1911 Year Book are for the year October 1909 to October 1910.  This is reflected in these columns, and so do not square with the Chapel’s own figures to Year End or to date of Annual General meeting. For example, at the Annual Meeting in (check March) 1912, numbers had gone up from 659 to 687 (+28), with 69 baptisms, 11 transfers in, and 7 by deputation, 7 deaths, 29 transfers away, 2 resignations and 21 roll revision. This was expressly stated to be from Annual Meeting to Annual Meeting. The Chapel worked on this basis until 1968, when figures were taken for the first time for the calendar year; A.G.M. 8/5/68.


�  As mentioned in the previous note, the church roll stood at 640 when the new building was opened in October 1912. A year later, October 1913, it was 747, with 20 waiting for the right hand of welcome. The net increase for the year was 107.  (Mrs. Kemp’s book, p 61.)


�  784 in the Chapel’s Annual Report, and it says + 79 from previous year.


�  830 in the Chapel’s Annual Report, but it says + 51 from previous year, and 784+51=835; the figure printed above is the one in the Year Book; the two must be ‘out of sync.’, because 830 is the correct figure returned for the following year.


�  Year Book figure is confirmed in the Chapel’s own Annual Report. Likewise for 1924, 1925 1927, 1928. In 1926, the Chapel annual report brings out 838, against 880 for the Year Book, and in 1929 949 against 981.


�  Another example of an inexplicable figure in the Year Book, or a misprint, because the net gain of 2 is described in the ‘Clear Increase’ column in the Year Book as ‘44’. The Chapel’s own (Spring) figure is 882, based on 31 baptisms and 29 transfers, = 60, less 44 (8 transfers away and eight deaths).


�  The Year Book from now on has a column ‘Confession of Faith’, as well as ‘Baptism’ and ‘Transfer’. The Chapel sometimes returned only two figures, ‘Baptism’ and ‘Transfer’, but where the Chapel gave a figure for ‘Confession of Faith’, it is shown.


�  Although this is the highest figure ever published, the elders acknowledged in 1945 that they had not carried out a proper roll revision since before Sidlow Baxter came in 1935, and that ‘many of the names’ among the 95 whom they deleted in 1945 could not have been traced even then. The figures given at the Chapel’s annual meeting in March cover a different period from the returns to the Union for October, but in March 1945 the roll was pruned from 1108 to an accurate figure of 1013, a reduction of 95. (Record, 1945, p. 77.)


� At the AGM on 8 May 1968, it was intimated that figures were now taken for the calendar year and not from April to March.  The reasons for the drop into three figures are given in chapter 48. 


� From this year, and possibly earlier, the Chapel took the figures to 31 December (e.g., 31 December 1969) and returned them to the Union in the autumn of the following year (1970), so that it appeared in the 1971Yearbook (as the figure for a date in the autumn of 1970). The figure given to the members’ meeting in the spring of 1970, for 31 December 1969, was 856, with the comment that there had been a drop from the previous year of 105, ‘85 of which was due to a miscalculation at some unknown point in recent years’ (AGM, 1970). 961 – 105 = 856.


� The figure 853 was returned to the Union for 1974, not 1972.


� The figure returned to the Union for 1975 was 775. Chapel AGM figures, not the figures returned to the Union, are given here from now on.


� At 31 December 1986, 881 (788 full and 93 associate). 51 new during year 1987, 18 full through baptism, 30 (10 full, 20 associate) through confession of faith, 3 by transfer. 121 deleted, 42 transferred to the new work in Barnton, 20 died, 33 transferred elsewhere, 1 resigned, 25 names were removed. At 31 December 1987, 811 (733 full, 78 associate), net loss (excluding transfer to Barnton) of 28.


� Some of the figures in the Yearbook cannot be reconciled with the Chapel’s records for some of the years 1985 to 1993; where they differ, the Chapel’s figures have been used here, not the Yearbook figures.


� At 1 January 1988, 811 (733 full, 78 associate). 30 new during year 1988, 7 full through baptism, 20 through confession of faith and 3 by rejoining. 55 deleted, 14 died, 31 transferred elsewhere, 10 names were removed. At 31 December 1988, 786 (714 full, 72 associate), net loss of 25.


� At 1 January 1989, 786 (714 full, 72 associate). 47 new during year 1989. 20 full through baptism, 13 (3 full, 10 associate) through confession of faith, 10 by transfer and 4 by rejoining. 79 deleted, 34 moving away; 16 died, 29 names were removed. At 31 December 1989, 754 (682 full, 72 associate), net loss of 32.


� At 1 January 1990, 754 (682 full, 72 associate). 27 new during year 1990 (21 full  and 6 associate); 12 full through baptism, 10 (4 full, 6 associate) through confession of faith, 5 by transfer. 46 deleted, 19 died (10 full, 2 associate), 18 transferred elsewhere, 8 names were removed. At 31 December 1990, 735 (668 full, 67 associate), net loss of 19.


� At 1 January 1991, 735 (668 full, 67 associate). 37 new during year 1991. 16 full through baptism, 15 through confession of faith, 6 by transfer. 49 deleted, 17  moving away), 20 died, 12 names were removed. At 31 December 1991, 722 (661 full, 61 associate), net loss of 13.


� At 1 January 1993, 663 (616 full, 47 associate). 56 new during year 1993. 13 full through baptism, 25 (11 full, 14 associate) through confession of faith, 17 by transfer and 1 by rejoining. 42 deleted, 32 full and 10 associate (all moving away); 12 died (10 full, 2 associate), 9 full transferred elsewhere, 8 associate moved on.. At 31 December 1993, 690 (639 full, 51 associate).


� At 1 January 1994, total 690 (639 full, 51 associate). 46 new during year 1994, 37 full, 9 associate. 17 full through baptism, 11 through confession of faith, 2 by transfer and 7 by rejoining. 42 deleted, 32 full and 10 associate (all moving away); of the full, 8 died, 9 transferred elsewhere, 4 moved without joining other churches, 4 resigned and 7 names were removed. At 31 December 1994, 694 (644 full, 50 associate), net gain of 4.


� At 1 January 1995, 694 (644 full, 50 associate). During 1995, there were 52 new members, of whom 45 were full and 7 associate, and 43 were deleted (34 full and 9 associate). Of the full members, 11 died, 7 moved away from Edinburgh, 9 resigned to worship elsewhere, 6 were transferred to other churches, and one withdrew from the Chapel. Of the associate members, 7 dropped off the roll on moving away from Edinburgh, 1 died, and trace was lost of one. 52 – 43 = an increase of 9, so 1995 ended with 703 members (655 full and 48 associate). .


� 1996 started with 703 members (655 full and 48 associate). 17 full members died during the year. 8 transferred to other Baptist churches and 18 more moved away from Edinburgh without formal transfer. One resigned and the elders removed the names of 8 others who had ceased to attend or with whom they had lost touch. 57 joined as full members and 2 others, who had been associate members, came into full membership. There was a gain of 7 new full members. On the associate membership roll, one was transferred away, six others moved from Edinburgh and two transferred to full membership, but 16 joined the associate roll, a net gain of 7. That brought the membership at 31 December 1996 to 717 (662 full and 55 associate).


� 1997 started with 717 members (662 full and 55 associate) and ended with 729 (671 full and 58 associate), a net gain of 12. 13 members died during the year, 4 moved away front Edinburgh, 5 transferred to other churches and 9 others were removed from the roll, some at their own request and some through the elders’ regular revision of the roll. Against that, 43 new members welcomed at the monthly communion services.


� Started the year 1998 with 729 members (671 full and 58 associate) and ended it with 735 (666 full and 69 associate). During the year, 40 joined (24 + 16 - in these breakdowns the first figure is full and the second figure is associate), 15 died (14 + 1). 4 were transferred to other Baptist churches (4 + 0), 6 moved away from Edinburgh (4 + 2), 4 resigned (3 + 1), trace was lost of 4 (3 + 1) and 1 was removed from the Roll.  Net gain of 6.


� 1999 started with 735 members (666 full and 69 associate). During the year, 37 joined (29 + 8), 15 died (15 +0), 14 transferred to other Baptist churches (13 + 1), 12 moved away from Edinburgh (10 + 2), 5 resigned (3 + 2), we lost trace of 4 (3 + 1) and 2 were removed from the Roll. Two associate members became full members on being baptized, so the year-end totals are 720 (651 + 69). 


� The Baptist Union of Scotland started a new style of listing in 2000 – it now gives figures at 31 May, so the 2001 Yearbook has the 31 May 2000 figures. The Yearbook figures are not listed here, only the Chapel’s own figures at the last day of the year mentioned.. 2000 again saw a small reduction in the number of members over the year. 2000 started with 720 members (651 full and 69 associate and student link). In the course of the year 40 new members joined (26+14), 11 died (10+1), 18 were removed from the roll on leaving Edinburgh or for other reasons (1+17), 19 were transferred to other churches (all full) and 1 resigned (full). At the end of the year the membership stood at 711 (646+65).


� At the beginning of the year 2001 there were 711 members (646 full and 65 associate and student link). In the course of the year 42 new members joined (30 + 12), 11 members died, 9 were transferred to other churches and 21 either resigned or were removed from the roll. At the end of the year there were 712 in membership (see next note for the reason that 718 is shown) (638 full and 74 associate and student link). In addition there were 16 Niddrie members who are not in membership at the Chapel.


� Although the closing figure for 2001 is given as 712, the opening figure for 2002 is given in the next Annual Report as 718, and the additional 6 are needed to balance the statistics. Accordingly, the opening figure for 2002, 718, consisted of  647  full and 71 associate or student link, is given for the end of 2001. During the year there were 28 new members (15 + 13), 7 members died (6 + 1) and 76 were removed because they had left Edinburgh or for other reasons. The membership at the end of 2002 was therefore 663 (590 plus 73).


� With very few exceptions the roll now represents those who are actively involved in the life of the Chapel. At the beginning of 2003 there were 663 in membership (590 full + 73 associate or student link members). In the course of the year there were 31 new members (20 full + 11 others), 10 members died (all full members) and 23 names were removed. Of these, 8 were transferred to other places of worship, 7 left Edinburgh after a temporary residence and the elders removed 8 names for other reasons. There were thus 661 members (581 full, 62 associate and 18 student link) at the end of 2003.


� At the beginning of 2004 there were 661 members (581 full and 80 associate or student link). During the year, there were 26 new members, 4 died and 30 names were removed for other reasons, including 11 who transferred to other fellowships. At the end of 2004 there were thus 653 members (572 full, 64 associate and 17 student link).


� 2005 statistics. 45 joined, 15 died, 66 removed, giving 617 at 2005 year end (547 + 70).
