� William Park was employed by the Chapel on 1 November 1920 as the Chapel Evangelist, in connection with its Evangelistic Association. His wife seems to have been appointed as well. Record, 1920, p. 179. There are many reports about him in the Record – samples at Record, 1922, p. 19, 28; 1923, p. 64.


� Rev. David Melville Simpson joined the Chapel in 1942 and was available as required until 1955. He had been minister at Tullymet (1905–9), Buckhaven (1909–19), Maybole (1919–27) and Alva (1927–42), then lived at 19 Gillespie Crescent until moving to Prestwick in 1956. During his fourteen years in Edinburgh, he visited the sick, took weddings and funerals, did a bit of preaching and occasionally led the Bible School, etc, when Sidlow Baxter was unwell or away. However, when Mr Baxter resigned in 1953, it was pointed out that Mr. Simpson was now 79 and could not be expected to take all the weddings and funerals during the vacancy. He moved, with his daughter and son-in-law, to New Prestwick in 1956 and died there in 1958. Elders’ Minute, 11 February 1953; Record, 1954, p. 24; 1958, p. 124.


� Kenneth Armstrong was a schoolteacher, a member of the congregation and a deacon. On his feeling a call to pastoral ministry, as Alistair Begg was leaving, the elders gave him three choices, (1) to go for full theological training, with the Chapel meeting his fees and support, (2) to become the Pastor’s salaried Assistant and devote the mornings to theological study or (3) to become a part–time assistant and to study as time allowed. Encouraged by Derek Prime, he chose the second option and started on 1 January 1978.Elders’ Minutes, 5 and 17 October, 2 November, 7 December 1977.


� Ordained in May 1985, at the same time as the other assistant, Jim Murdock. Emigrated to New Zealand, March 1997.


�  He came as a trainee but in the spring of 1985 he was invited to stay on for one or two years with specific responsibility for evangelism. He was ordained in May 1985, at the same time as the other assistant, Jim Neilson, but in October 1985 he accepted a call to the Lincoln Baptist church and left Edinburgh in December 1985. In Lincoln for 12 years, then to Lisburn, Northern Ireland, in 1997.


� John Smuts, the assistant pastor, accepted a call to the Cambray Baptist Church in Cheltenham. He finished at the Chapel on 25 June 2000 and was inducted in Cheltenham on 9 September.


� John Percival was invited to serve as assistant pastor for the three years, commencing on 1 October 2000. He was aged 26, had studied medieval history at St Andrews university and Cambridge, and had been a ‘trainee’ at Eden Baptist Church, Cambridge.

�  The Charlotte Chapel Evangelistic Association, who employed Mr. Park, responded to a request from the Shetland Association to second him to Shetland for three months in the spring of 1925. While there, he decided to stay and left the Chapel Association on 30 April 1925. As the summer programme in Edinburgh was about to start, they hastily engaged William Cottingham and another B.T.I. student on a temporary basis. He was then asked to continue and stayed until 1928. The Parks later went to Annathill and then, in 1931, to Blantyre. Record, 1925, pp. 75, 91, 105; 1927, p. 72; 1929, p. 88; 1931, p. 86.
