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MISSIONARIES, DETAILS OF ALL CHAPEL MISSIONARIES
Explanation of title 
Until 1955, the word ‘missionary’ was used only for people working abroad with a missionary society. It was then extended to include Christian service in ‘missionary’ countries, by individuals who received a salary from non-mission organisations. Until 1990, work had to be overseas to count as ‘missionary’ work. Those in full-time Christian service in Great Britain were then given the same designation, and by 2006, the phrase ‘our missionaries’ included short-time assignments at home and abroad and also those in training for any kind of Christian service.
This section opens with an alphabetical list of everyone connected with the Chapel who has been ‘called’ into Christian service of any category (including ‘gap-years’, which were recognized in cbcOnline from the early 2000s, but not including summer-holiday placements at home or abroad; for them, see editions of the Record), followed a chronological list of Chapel overseas missionaries (whether financially supported or employed by government).
Details of those ‘called’ to pastoral ministry are in a separate section entitled ‘Ministry’; details of other full-time workers, not overseas, are in a separate section entitled ‘Home Mission’. Details of those who do not fit easily into any of these categories are given in a footnote to the alphabetical list.
Biographical details are not complete – they consist only of the information in the Chapel records. References in the footnotes to letters in the Record are generally only to up to December 1988 – there has not been an opportunity to continue the analysis beyond that.

* means they were listed in the Ter-Jubilee Conference brochure in 1958. (Gerald Griffiths was among the first to appreciate the changing needs of overseas mission and of the 30 missionaries on the Chapel’s prayer list in 1958, 7 were in secular employment for missionary ends.
)
The first four names on the Roll of Honour which used to hang in the lounge of Charlotte Chapel (now in storage above the organ) are of missionaries who went to Serampore during the ministry of Christopher Anderson. John Mack was pastor of the Baptist church at Serampore and tutor at the College from 1821 to 1845 and later a professor. He was a graduate of Edinburgh University and studied theology under Dr. Ryland at Bristol Baptist College.  He died of cholera in 1845. Thomas Swan went to Serampore as Professor of Theology in 1825 but died after only two years of service.  In 1828 Miss Helen Mack went to the Serampore Mission Station but she too died after only two years there.  Then in 1852 John Leechman, Ll.B., went to India and served for five years with the Serampore Mission. There were others but unfortunately their names have not been recorded.

� Lynne Ager, who had recently qualified in opthalmics, went in January 1991 for six months to Kano Eye Hospital, Nigeria, with the Sudan Interior Mission, and a new phrase was coined – ‘short-term missionary service’. Reports in the Record every month of her six months. She married John McCurry in Mull on 22 July 1991, then reports of being at Bible School in Austria, and together they went to Ghana in June 1995 with the German Christ. Blinden. Mission for at least a year. Report from there (no longer a Chapel member) in the Record, February 1996, p.14.


� Dr. R. Douglas Aitken, D.Sc., M.D., Ch. B., on Ter-Jubilee Missionary Roll of Honour in 1958 as having served in Palestine and then South Africa from 1928 to date. No other reference to him as a missionary has been picked up.


� Wife of Norman. Only he is mentioned as going to the post, and she was not in the 1964 list, but then she appeared on the 1965 list and onward. 


� Son of missionary parents, Thomas and Caroline Allan (in list). ‘Medical student definitely going abroad’, (Record, 1951, p. 76.) M.B. Ch. (1952, pp.109, 178), National Service in Africa (1954, p. 11) employment here (1956, p. 68), impressions of Nigeria, written from Edinburgh (1957, p. 140), appointed senior registrar in hematology at the University College Hospital, Ibaden, Nigeria, so sailed with his wife and daughter, Bronwen, in June 1960. (1960, pp. 53, 58), not valedicted as he was going to a salaried government post, not  a missionary society. Full report (1960, p. 141), in Edinburgh on holiday, dedication of Ruth (1961, p. 138), returned to Africa, (1962, p.141), home, (1966, pp. 3, 21). He told the writer that he was embarrassed at being included in the Roll of Honour boards in the Chapel, as he regarded his appointment to a hospital overseas, not a missionary role. On return to Edinburgh, he was a consultant in hematology at the Western General Hospital, 1967, and retired to Church Stretton in Herefordshire.


� See husband.


� Report, January 2007. Richard is on the Associate Scheme at St Helen’s Bishopsgate in London. We are members of Charlotte Chapel, having been part of the church family during 2001–6 while working in Edinburgh (as an actuary and accountant respectively). Richard joined the Associate Scheme at St Helen’s from August 2006. The Scheme aims to help develop the next generation of servant-leaders of the church. In particular, it seeks to help us grow in Christian maturity: in theology and knowledge of the Bible; in our ability to study and teach the Bible: and in our servant-heartedness and ministry-mindedness. Training takes place in 4 ways: in the classroom, on the job as we do ministry, in practical jobs like moving furniture and administration, and through a large amount of contact with the St Helen’s staff team. My ministry area is mainly with workers in the banking sector who are part of the midweek church family, at lunchtime talks, small group Bible studies and lunchtime Christianity Explored courses. Further report, June 2007:  We've had a good second term at St Helen's. A particular highlight was our mission week in February - St Helen's was transformed into a restaurant for a week of evening candlelit dinners followed by a short talk and questions to the speaker. We were able to bring guests on a couple of the evenings. We've also had the privilege of witnessing God's word at work in the lives of individuals whom we've been working with over the year. Last term training sessions included one morning a week doing exegesis of Galatians and one afternoon a week considering contemporary theological issues such as the place of Social Concern. Women's Ministry and Worship. We also had several preaching practice sessions and in addition. Rich had several opportunities to give talks at various events over last term. We enjoyed a really good Easter break skiing in Switzerland and are now well into the swing of the final term of the year. Richard is going to be staying on for the second year of the Scheme. 


� At Sidlow Baxter’s tenth anniversary in the Chapel, in October 1945, described as ‘in training’ – Record, 1945, p. 173. He had discussed future missionary service with Sidlow Baxter, but had severe asthma at the time. Baxter encouraged him to consider missionary service if and when the asthma could be controlled. It was never possible to take this further, but as his name is on the 1945 list, it is only proper to mention him here. He became a deacon and an elder and spent the remainder of his life as an active member of the Chapel. Much given to hospitality – father of Kenneth Armstrong, the name abouve his in the list. 


� Nurse. At Sidlow Baxter’s tenth anniversary in the Chapel, in October 1945, described as ‘in training’ – Record, 1945, p. 173.


� Dr Robin Balfour and his wife, Frances, went in August 1991 for six months to Chogoria Hospital, Kenya – Record, October 1991. 


� Alexander W. Balfour and his Norwegian wife, Christina, were commissioned by the Lutheran Norwegian Missionary Society to teach English for two years (summer 1996 to summer 1998) in Longyan in Fuijan Province in China. The Mission had a long-term arrangement to supply a couple, every two years, to the school there. They attended the local church. Report in the Chapel Record, May 1999, pp. 16-18.


� In theYPM report of April 2007 as a YPM missionary (presumably short-term) in the Democratic Republic of Congo.


� In 1991, Steve Begarnie offered to work with Scripture Union in Dundee for a year, June 1991-June 1992, and the Young Peoples Meeting regarded him as one of ‘our missionaries’. This was a completely new concept in Chapel thinking for two reasons: (1) he was in Scotland, not overseas, and (2) it was for a year, not for life. His reports appeared in the Record, again unheard of for short-time Christian service, in 1992, March, pp. 5-7, June pp. 4-5. He was supported by the Chapel’s Home Mission Committee.  


� ‘Connected with Charlotte Chapel’ (The Scotsman, 7 December 1912), which reported his death at the age of 19, while a divinity student for the Baptist ministry at Stepney College, London, after three years at the Edinburgh Academy. 


� Hospital sister, Ceylon and Nigeria. BMS, as employee so not a Chapel missionary because employed by the Overseas Nursing Association, not by a missionary society. Kandy (government) Hospital, Ceylon, 1925, for three and a half years, welcomed back 1929, then to Nigeria, 1929, furlough in February 1931, vacation here in 1932. Back to Nigeria, then home in 1934 and married in the Chapel.  Record, 1925, pp. 135, 150,166, 185; 1926, p. 134; 1929, pp. 90, 148, 154; 1931, p.44; 1932, p. 154; 1934, pp. 20, 69.


� Serving with International Fellowship of Evangelical Students (IFES) in France. Introduction in Online in 2006: ‘I was born in the beautiful country of Wales in 1982, something I am very proud of. I think I have probably been a Christian all my life, but the Lord has blessed me with a really wonderful Christian family and close group of friends who have encouraged, challenged and guided me through everything. I studied History of Art, Edinburgh University 2001-2005 and became a Student Link member of Charlotte the Chapel and was baptised there in Feb 2003. This year I am working for the `International Fellowship of Evangelical Students’ in Nice, France. The French national Student group (GBL) specifically requested a team to assist local students in their ministry and evangelistic efforts. Nice has a population of 400,000, very similar to Edinburgh, and a comparable student population. The first 3 months out here have been very encouraging. 4 new Bible groups have been started at all of the key university faculties. Regular evangelistic film debates and dinner events have also been established.


� Joined the Chapel in July 1995. Christian home, parents with OMF at one time. Had completed a BD, and in 1995 was training as a nurse. In 2003, wanted to work with Wycliffe Bible Translators, but family commitments kept her at home. Accordingly, started M Th (part time) at International Christian College, Glasgow in 2003. In January 2007, sent to Afghanistan as reservist (nursing) with British army.


� Gap-year April to August 2002 with WEC mission team at Cuernavacao, Mexico.


� Bryce Crawford, Junior, spent the year spring 1992 to summer 1993 in Uganda, nursing with the Africa Inland Mission. Reports in the Record, June 1992. p.1, missionary, October, missionary, November, missionary; January 1993.


� Last summer [2006] I graduated from Edinburgh University with a Masters in Fine Art. During this time I was privileged to attend the Chapel. In January after a Getting into Gear conference in Germany I moved to North Africa for 2 years. I hope to use my skills in art, to build bridges in order to share and be a resource to my colleagues. I've been living here for a month now and am settling into life. As the Women's Travelling Team (WTT), we will spend around 10 days every month travelling. Last week we completed our first trip. Our aim: to feel comfortable (as 2 single ladies) travelling around the country using Arabic, to meet locals and share, giving gifts of good literature, praying for people and places we visit some of which have no longer term workers. We follow up on the work of the men’s TT, by visiting women and families whom culturally men have little contact with. Eventually we hope to visit remote villages considered unreached, establishing contacts which can be followed up by long-termers. At home, time is spent studying Arabic, making local friends and meeting with brothers and sisters. Last week I visited a centre for disabled children and did some painting with them. There are many exciting opportunities to use art here and we're in the process of consolidating vision for the arts. In March [2007] we plan a trip to the mountains, staying with a Berber family.


�  Asked on 4 October 1888 for ordination as a missionary to South America. The elders knew so little about him that they were unable to recommend to the church to take on this responsibility. (Elders’ Minute, 4 October 1888.)


� M.B. Ch. B. Not a member of the church but a member of the congregation (i.e., attended regularly). Her parents, missionaries in India, were closely connected with the Chapel. She was brought up in India and came to Edinburgh to study medicine. On graduating, she was valedicted on 18 October 1923 to the Women’s Christian Medical College in Ludhiana, North India; she gave her testimony at the valediction; letters were published in the Record, but she was never a ‘Chapel missionary’ (not supported financially as she was ‘employed’), although she is on Missionary List in the 1958 Ter-jubilee booklet.  (Record, 1923, pp. 74, 78; 1924, 5, 13, 32, 86, 88, 1926, p. 132; 1927, p. 157.)


� Short-term service in the Philippines in August and September 2002.


� At Sidlow Baxter’s tenth anniversary in the Chapel, in October 1945, described as ‘in training’ – Record, 1945, p. 173.


� Colin and Karen Finlayson worked in an orphanage in Bucharest, Romania, from 1990, but were not described as ‘missionaries’ at that time. By the time they went back to Bucharest in the summer of 1992, definitions had changed and they were recognized in the missionary section of the Record, November 1992.


� At Sidlow Baxter’s tenth anniversary in the Chapel, in October 1945, described as ‘in training’ – Record, 1945, p. 173.


�Joined the Chapel on 4 February 1990 and baptized on 8 April 1990. Interested in overseas mission while a member of the Chapel, and encouraged to go to Bible College. Left Edinburgh and ceased membership in 1991; married Jonathan Rowe in 1992 and lived in Yorkshire, then spent time in a hospital in Pakistan and then to All Nations Bible College in October 1994 – letters, Record, December 1992, p, 11, and, four years after she left Edinburgh, in the Record, March 1995, p. 15. 


� Catriona Fulton joined the Chapel on 2 June 1991 and worked with Inter-Serve in 1992.


� In training, Record, 1957, p. 155.


� Dr. George W. Gale was ‘employed’. Associate member in 1922, while a student at the Edinburgh Medical Missionary Society. From there, he went with the Church of Scotland Mission to Tugela Ferry, South Africa, and did pioneer medical work; he was Medical Superintendent there from 1928 to 1936. He opened the Gordon Memorial Hospital of the Church of Scotland at Umsinga, near the Zululand border with Natal. Record, 1930, p. 37; 1931, p. 13. He wrote a letter, published in the Record in 1931, that he received the Record, remembered his time in the Chapel, and obviously had written before. Later he became the first Dean of the Durban Medical School in Natal. Wife, Audrey, two boys, one born last June. Listed in Ter-Jubilee Missionary Roll of Honour in 1958 as ‘Member of Charlotte Chapel in Overseas Missionary Service’, continuing. M.B., Ch. B., D.T.M.& H., D.P.H. Died in Surrey in 1976, aged 76. Missionary Record, September 1976, p. 1.


� Gail Gaston, baptized in the Chapel on 13 November 1994, then a member for six years, went to Malawi from May 2001 until the end of 2002, placed by Scottish Churches World Exchange to manage the Grace Bendawi Centre in Blantyre, a residential conference centre. Full report in Record, 2001, vol. 4.


� Summer 2007 - has been appointed to work with UCCF in Edinburgh.


� Shirley Glendinning went as a midwife to Kenya with the Africa Inland Mission in 1991, and a new phrase was coined – ‘short-term missionary service’; missionary section of Record, March 1991.


� Gap year with YWAM in Atlanta and elsewhere, autumn 2002 for 8 months.


� Dr Jack Gray, FRCS at age 24, December 1947, in Stornoway, hopes to go to Congo, Record, 1948, p. 11. Membership seems to have been in Kelso, not in the Chapel, but letter from him in the Record, 1949, p. 122 (three and a half years in Bolobo, Belgian Congo). Furlough mentioned in Record, 1951, p. 22. Showed films of Bolobo, (Record, 1952, pp. 41, 61, 93, 154 and 1957, p. 154.) 


� They are mentioned in the Record in May 1994, August 1995 and January 1998, p. 14, as engaged in church and youth work in Massy, France, with the Home Mission Committee of the French Baptist Union, he as minister of the Massy Baptist Church. No other mention has been noted, and since the Record not infrequently printed news of people known to the Chapel but not members of it, nor even attending it, it may be that they were not Chapel people at all.


� Diane Harry worked for three months in 1993 with TEAR Fund in South Africa; report in Record, September 1993, p. 18.


� Members. Left for Singapore in January 1957, to relieve two missionaries of the National Bible Society of Scotland there. He served for over 20 years with the Bible Society in China and they and their son were interned by the Japanese during the war. He had been at home for the last ten years. Record, 1957, p. 26. In Singapore, Record, 58/58. Another note says that Rev. George Henderson joined the Chapel in 1958, while Eastern secretary for the National Bible Society of Scotland.


� John Henderson appeared on the February 1965 missionary list, not financially supported, at Dr. Graham’s Homes, Kalimpong. He had gone to Kalimpong in 1964 and taught engineering subjects. He had a Sunday School and Bible Class ministry. He was also deputy organist and church treasurer. Mr Henderson left India and was back in Edinburgh about August 1963. He was not on the July 1963 list, but then he appeared regularly again on the list and in ‘Flashes from the Fields’, in the Record, January 1966, p. 23, June, p. 23, June 1967, p. 21. On furlough from Kalimpong in 1969, staying in Dunfermline, ‘one of our missionaries’. Record, July 1969, p. 7. He was here between June and November 1970. He retired in May 1973, but does not appear on the retired missionary list in 1973. In March 1975 he made his home in South Africa. Record, March 1975, p. 9.


� In training, Elders’ Minute, 30/6/1965

� Member of the Chapel, left in June 1932 for important work in Kenya as ‘employed’. Record, 1932, p. 110.


� ‘Katy Inglis is a student Physiotherapist, who has an elective placement as part of her BSc Hons Physiotherapy course. The plan, God willing, is to go to Bangladesh with BMS World Mission. She will be leaving at the end of April, flying to Bangkok for a couple of days, then on to Chittagong in Bangladesh, before transferring by road to the Christian Hospital in Chandraghona. She will be staying at the hospital in the nurse's accommodation and working alongside an English Physiotherapist who has been at the hospital for a number of years. The placement will be for just over four weeks.’ (Record, 2007, issue 2, p.25).


� ‘Student associate member’ for three or four years while in Edinburgh, [mid 1980s], is now studying at All Nations Bible College for missionary service.


� At E.M.M.S., 1929, re-transferred to home church, 1934, not CC missionary. Grant from Memorial Fund.


�  At Sidlow Baxter’s tenth anniversary in the Chapel, in October 1945, described as ‘in training’ – Record, 1945, p. 173. In Syria as a doctor, 1948. No further information in Record.


� Autumn 2006, Studying for a BA in Theology at International Christian College in Glasgow. Originally I come from Latvia. After finishing high school in Riga, I came to do a year out with Scripture Union Scotland. One thing led to another and this is my fourth year in Scotland. I joined Charlotte Chapel last year but was brought here for my first service the very day I arrived in Edinburgh in August 2002 by Norrie Wilson. I’ve been blessed by friendships and fellowship at this church ever since. You might have seen me singing or playing the violin. At the moment, I’m in my 1st year at ICC. I was recently elected to be Vice President of the student council of ICC - extra responsibility and work! Student placement in the Chapel in winter 2006/7.To marry Luke Wilson in Latvia on 24 March 2007. Report, May 2007: has just finished her second year at International Christian College, Glasgow. Recently married Luke in Latvia and they are now resident at Lendrick Muir where Luke is responsible for the Maintenance of the site. Dace will also be helping with the work there over the summer with the many camps.


� Operation Mobilisation in 2000,2 months on Logos, then went to Germany, seeking further guidance.


� Training at EMMS, Record, 1929, p. 140


� January 2007. I’ve been serving with Agape (also known as Campus Crusade for Christ) in Edinburgh for 2 1/2 years now, ever since completing a marine biology degree in Newcastle in 2004. Shortly after arriving in the city, I settled at the Chapel, started playing for the football team and have been here ever since. Agape is primarily a student ministry and a lot of our work involves partnering with other student ministries, such as UCCF and the Navigators. We work closely with the Christian Unions in Scotland, helping them with practical training in evangelism and discipling some of the key student leaders. We also run short-term mission trips to un-reached people groups (such as the Middle East and parts of Russia) to give students a taste of global mission and help equip them with skills they can bring back to their student community. Personally, I currently co-lead the team in Edinburgh and am responsible for some aspects of the ministry partnerships, leading short-term mission trips to Lithuania and Russia and developing creative evangelism initiatives that specifically target non-seekers. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – June 2007: Serving with Agape UK in Edinburgh. In February we hosted a team of Canadian students who came to Scotland to share the gospel and get a vision for the country, with a view to staffing a team in Glasgow in the near future. This was a fantastically encouraging time for both the Canadian and Scottish students who got involved in the project and we saw several students come to faith during the time, giving us the exciting challenge of follow up since! We also had our biggest National Student Conference yet, where 333 staff and students hit the streets and student houses of Manchester and Liverpool to talk to students about Jesus and what they believe! This was an extremely exciting weekend and we saw many students get a fresh vision and make commitments to a life of mission. Some of the fruit I'm going to directly experience as I lead a project to St Petersburg, Russia, with 17 of these guys in June. In July I am going to Honduras for work-experience as preparation for my Masters.


� George E. McCabe was the son of George and Lysbeth McCabe and the brother of Andrew, all of whom are mentioned in detail in the missionary list, below. He was married at Kalimpong, India, in 1949, to Molly (same name as his mother), was home for furlough in 1954, returned to India in 1955, had a daughter at Kalimpong in 1956, resigned in protest in 1956 and went into the Scottish pastorate in 1956, pastor of Islay Baptist Church, Record, 1956, p. 41, Elders’ Minute 11 January 1959. Further details under ‘Ministry’. Reports in the Record, 1949, p. 169; 1951, pp. 13, 142; 1952, p. 122; 1953, pp. 49, 65, 125, 161; 1954, pp. 28, 124; 1955, pp. 8, 42, 108 (intended to sail on 8 January 1955, delayed by illness of their infant son, sailed on 4 February 1955, arrived in Kalimpong on 27 February); 1956, p. 155; 1957, pp. 44, 93 (photo), 173; 1958, pp. 46, 185; 1960, 74.


� To Uganda with the Africa Inland Mission in July and August 2002.


� The elders’ court was told on 23 April 1995 that they were shortly leaving for missionary service and wished to apply for membership. There were no financial support implications, so interviews were held quickly to enable them to be admitted to membership before going abroad.  No further news.


� Susan MacDonald ‘I am going to teach in Almaty, Kazakstan, which used to be part of the U.S.S.R., directly north of the Indian peninsula and close to the western Chinese border. Operation Mobilisation has a school there with about eighty children. Their parents are all working in Almaty and I hope to spend the months of November and December 2000 teaching there.’ (Record, November 2000, p. 21)


� Dr David P McGowran. Postgraduate experience in Gloucester, having married Chapel missionary Winnie Tunnah. He was never a Chapel missionary.


� To America (various references), Billy Sunday’s solo singer (Record 1913, page 98), then, because strain of being one of Mr. Sunday’s Evangelistic Party was too much, to Los Angeles, to be on the staff of Dr. Torrey’s Bible Institute (Record 1913, page 162, 1914, page 2), where she settled and joined the Presbyterian Church. (Record 1915, p. 50.) With YWCA at Ryde, August 1918. (Record 1918, p. 131.)


� Medical graduate Edinburgh, 1947, BMS India for 6 years, mentioned in Record 1956, p. 13, but not mentioned again.


� A six week medical elective in Indonesia, as an OMF short-term SPOT worker, leaving Edinburgh on2 July 1996 for orientation in Jakarta and then working in Tomohon in Sulawesi from July 6. (Record, September 1996, p. 17)


� See Alex McLellan (husband) under Home Mission. Details about her in Record, 2001, vol. 1.


� To Faith Mission, 1937


� To Addis Ababa in 1966 and 1970 – CD Agnes McPhail.


� Short-term placement (one year) with Mother’s Choice in Hong Kong. I am 22 years old. I have been involved for several years with YPM and served as mission rep on the YPM Committee in 2005. Currently I am taking a year out in Hong Kong to work in an orphanage here. I have been here for a few weeks now but it feels a lot longer! The orphanage is called Mother’s Choice and takes care of babies up to 6/7 months and also has a separate unit for children with special needs, ranging from Downs Syndrome to cerebral palsy. I am currently working with the babies and will more than likely spend most of my time there. It has been brilliant so far and my confidence has really shot up with the babies so thanks for all your prayers already! The more time I spend here the more I can see God really working in this place through the staff and all the local volunteers (up to 15 per day!). I live with one other girl at the minute from Sweden and I have my own room which is spacious. Further report in CBCOnline 2/07 – on her first three months. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – June 2007: Serving with Mother's Choice in Hong Kong. I can't quite believe that I am coming to the end of my time here in Hong Kong (ending in July 2007). Looking back - it really has been a roller coaster ride with lots of big ',, changes within Mothers Choice and also emotionally and spiritually. The Hong Kong government has recently brought in a lot of rules and regulations which have to be met. This has meant lots of things that you can't do now, e.g.: you can't kiss the babies or show them too much affection as this could cause colds and flu. You have to wear masks a lot of the time when they have runny noses (which is nearly all the time). It is a different place than when I first came. We as volunteers are coming together to pray about the situation as the children are being affected by all the rules, that the Chinese people follow so strictly. But it has forced me to keep my eyes on Jesus and trust Him that He has not abandoned the place. He is ultimately looking out for the children's well being. Good news! Leo has been fostered and my precious boy Eric is getting matched with a family and adopted soon! As they get older they really need a normal lifestyle and a family environment. Thank you for all your prayers throughout this year! God has really used them!


� To All Nations for missionary training, not on 12/36 list. Record, 1936, pp. 27, 70, 170.


� Nurse - at Sidlow Baxter’s tenth anniversary in the Chapel, in October 1945, described as ‘in training’ – Record, 1945, p. 173.


� I have been coming to the Chapel as a student, hugely benefiting from the solid Bible teaching. I am originally from Enfield in North London and have just graduated from Edinburgh University with a degree in English Literature and Russian Studies. I became a Christian in my first year at University when I was invited to a discussion group about Christianity run by the C.U. called ‘ Just looking’. This year after much prayer and reading about guidance, plus some encouragement from key people, I decided to apply to I.F.E.S. (International Fellowship of Evangelical Students) to work with students in Yekaterinburg, Russia. I will also be teaching English part-time at the local University while I am there. (Record, September 2000, p. 20).


� Attended the Chapel as a student, then to Leipzig and then to the USSR (Record, August 1991). To Minsk, Belarus, Russia, with IFES in 1992 and 1993, short furlough here. Full member. Engaged to Sergei, a Russian, in summer 1993, returned to Russia in autumn 1994 for six months, then they both hope to return to Britain for further study. Living in Brighton, March 1997, and transferred membership to Bromley Baptist Church, September 1997.


� Worked with HCJB Christian broadcasting in Quito from September to November 2001; no other information noted from Record until May 2007, when (presumably the same person) reported that he plans to start a course of study this autumn at International Christian College, Glasgow.


� Born in Hong Kong, boarder at Dollar Academy, attended the Chapel for a year to October 2003 while studying architecture at Napier University, baptized, left Edinburgh in September 2003 to work with Young Life in Colorado, initially for one year. 


� Kirsty left Edinburgh in mid-February for Nigeria, where she will be for the next six months. She is a qualified Physiotherapist, who will be based at Holley Memorial Hospital, as she works among the people there. This is a placement organised by Mission Africa, formerly the Qua Iboe Mission. (Record, 2007, issue 2, p.25.). Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – June 2007: I've been at Charlotte for over 2 years and help lead FBI with Chris, Pip and the team. In February 2007 I moved to Nigeria to work, as a physiotherapist at Holley Memorial Hospital, Ochadamu; a rural, mission hospital. It has been very difficult right from the start. Before I came I had no idea how different this country would be! The food, weather and living conditions are completely bearable. It's the selfishness and corruption that are difficult to deal with. Even Christians are fighting over trivial issues, and when I say fighting I mean; witchcraft, lynching, arson; right in the hospital! I worked in the hospital (HMH. Ochadamu) for 2 1/2 months but, after much prayer and consultation with Mission Africa, have moved up to the city (Jos) to be with other missionaries. I am hoping to be able to work with the physiotherapy team at Evangel Mission Hospital in the city but am currently just settling in and spending some time healing. It's not all bad! I have seen so much hard work and faith in God at HMH that I've been humbled many times by the Nigerians there. The church in Nigeria is only just over 100 years old and is experiencing many of the issues Paul describes in his letters to the early church. It is however, growing very fast and many pastors are seeking God faithfully and honestly. I am hoping to benefit from working closely with experienced missionaries while here in Jos with the intention of returning to Ochadamu at the end of June to continue the work there. (Home at end of July 2007).


� Summer 2007, part of the Scripture Union ‘Year Team’ at Lendrick Muir.


� Leon Murray is ‘employed’. Not a member of the church but a CSC student who went to Nyassaland on full-time Christian service in 1923; never treated as a Chapel missionary. (Record, 1923, p. 66; 1924, pp. 13, 88).


� Teaching English in Madagascar. I am 18 years old, left Royal High School in June 2006 and have a place to study geography at St Andrews University in September 2007. Since leaving school I have worked in a cafe to help finance this short term mission opportunity. I was brought up in the Chapel and became a Christian in my teens. I served for a year on YPM Committee and have also been a young leader in Beavers. I have also taken part in one of the singing groups on a Sunday evening. I am in Madagascar with AIM Synergy for 6 months where I will be teaching English as a foreign language in a school for missionary children. I arrived here on 15 January 2007 along with Katherine from Wimbledon, who is the same age as me. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – June 2007: Teaching English in Madagascar. It is near impossible for me to choose what to write in this extremely short update as so much has happened over the past few months. I have now been in Madagascar for exactly 4 months and have around 2 months left here. I continue to work at Madagascar Christian Academy, Monday - Friday, and today we enjoyed a farewell ceremony/party for the AIM team leaders who are leaving this month to start a new ministry in North Africa. At the orphanage in Ivato, there have been some problems recently, with the family running the orphanage not distributing money and food fairly between the orphans, but rather keeping it for themselves. It is tragic to see this injustice coming from a Christian family. After much prayer, the situation seems to be rectifying itself. Although there is still a major language barrier between the orphans and me, I have realised that even my being there and giving up my time to teach them simple songs etc, could be such a good witness to them. It has been so exciting for me to even see some of the girls there turning up to our church on Sunday mornings! (Home at end of July 2007).


� Training with Ambassadors in Sport in Leeds in December 2006. ‘Hello everyone, my name is Graham Penman and I have just completed my first 2 months with Ambassadors in Sport. I’ve grown up in the Chapel, where my parents have brought me since I was born. At the beginning of the year I felt a calling to have a gap year and work, using my love of football and combining it with my love for God. My whole job in Leeds is a football-based ministry. Evangelising through football, getting involved in the communities to impact them with the Gospel message. It’s been a great start in Leeds. God is doing some amazing work where we are and it’s a privilege to be involved in the work there. My week consists of primary school football coaching, high school coaching and various youth clubs. A lot of different projects have been started, which I and the rest of the Leeds team are continuing to build up and progress.’ Update, CBCOnline, 4/07, very involved, off to USA in summer 2007. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Training with Ambassadors in Sport in Leeds. I've just finished my internship with Ambassadors in Sport. If you would like more info on my year email me for my news letter. I am writing this from the USA where I am currently serving with AIS on a 5 week tour. Before I left for the US 1 had just returned from Italy where I had also been on a 2 week mission trip to Rome and Naples. Just to clarify, these were not holidays - I just landed up going to nice destinations on missions!! In the same letter as I have mentioned there is a lot of information about the tours both Italy and the US. At the moment I have just started my first soccer school of the summer with Parkside Church Ohio. We have just over 190 kids here to coach and to whom to minister the Gospel. In September, coming home to study at Napier University and that I would be able to continue football ministry in whatever way God wants to use me.


� To All Nations College in 1928, for training for full-time service. Record, 1928, pp. 118, 167.


� Ecuador for 3 weeks in September/October 2002, then school for deaf and blind children in the Middle East in summer 2003.


� Working as an Apprentice at Enfield Evangelical Free Church.  Thank you to those who have prayed for me since starting at EEFC on Sept 1 2005. It has been a busy and challenging time. My week is split between involvement in the activities of the church - building relationships, teaching God’s Word and 1-1 work. Another third is studying & attending the Cornhill Training course. It has been great joining with the many other apprentices on Tuesday & Friday mornings for training in Christian service. We each take turns in preparing talks (gobbets) which the others give us feedback on. The rest of my time involves practical tasks - preparing rooms, the sound system and anything else that needs done. I also work one day in a local Dept store. I am in the Toy Department (great fun at Christmas)! Some of you know I was excited at the opportunity for a football outreach among children on a local estate. As I start my 2nd year in Enfield it looks like being an exiting and challenging one so your prayers are greatly appreciated. We have a few new things starting which I will be involved in. We are starting up an after school Bible study group for teenage boys. Many of you have prayed (& given thanks) for the football outreach which we started this time last year. We hope to build on that and start some kind of after school club in the Bush Hill area of Enfield. This year I will also be doing the Moore College Bible Correspondence Course. Report, May 2007: just finishing his time of placement at Enfield Evangelical Free Church and will be starting a course in Theology and Pastoral Care at Oak Hill Theological College in September. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – June 2007: Working as an apprentice at Enfield Evangelical Free Church. Thank you all for your prayers over my last 2 years at Enfield. I am now entering my final few months as an apprentice in Enfield - it's amazing how time flies. The last months look like they will be as busy as ever. The Moore Course Module this term is looking at the Old Testament, particularly the Pentateuch. The last few exams have gone fine but this one will be harder work with more reading. I am looking forward to starting at Oakhill College in September.


� Working in Newcastle as a Parish Assistant at Jesmond Parish Church. Earlier reports do not seem to have been copied here. This is April 2007 cbcOnline: The last few months have been exciting and busy for many reasons! The highlight was definitely Tom asking me to marry him! Wedding plans are in full swing as we plan to get married on July 20 [2007]. Being involved with the Newcastle Christian Union in February was a real privilege and I was reminded again by the countless opportunities we have to reach international students, many of whom have never heard of our Lord Jesus. Globe Cafe is going well this term and by the time you read this we will have returned from the Easter Weekend Trips. These have been really encouraging times in the past where friendships are developed and students have the chance to read the Bible, sometimes for the first time. It is always exciting to see God at work in the lives of individuals as they begin to understand the gospel.’ Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Working as a Parish Assistant at Jesmond Parish Church. By the time you read this Tom and I will have been married, God willing, on the July 20! I am finishing my current post at church at the end of Aug and I am starting teacher training (secondary maths) at Newcastle University in September. Tom will continue to work at Jesmond Parish Church (JPC) in the role of Student Worker. We have a lot of changes to get used to in the coming months! I look back over the past 2 years with thankfulness to God for all that he has taught me and for the privilege of seeing him at work in the lives of international students he has brought to Newcastle. I thank God for your partnership in the gospel over these past 2 years and for your prayers.


� In training in 1965, but he disagreed with the suggestions made by the Chapel elders about the course he should follow; he was at the BTI, Glasgow, from September 1964 (Elders Minute 5 March 1964, Deacons Minute, 1 April 1964) and apparently still there in 1967 (Record, May 1967, p.8), where he met and married Mary. He went to the Regions Beyond Missionary Union (Record, March 1967, p. 21) and he transferred membership to Carey Baptist Church, Reading, (Elders’ Minutes 30/6/1965, 7/2/68.)


� Graduated from St Andrews University in June 2001, spend his gap year, before going to Moray House, with Latin Link in Ecuador and Nicaragua from March to July 2002.


� Resigned her teaching post in Edinburgh in August 2000 to study for one year at Regents College, Vancouver, obtained post-graduate diploma in July 2001, spent another year gaining work experience in a Christian school until November 2002, meantime married a Canadian, Ebbers in July 2002, and applied for permanent residence in Canada, granted in June 2003.


� Active here, to Christian service in Australia, January 1937. (Record, 1937, p. 41)


� G. Ian M. Ross and his wife (formerly Ena Ritchie), he in surgical posts in Gibraltar, Malaya, Kenya, Persian Gulf, then senior surgeon in Pietermaritzburg, South Africa, awarded O.B.E. January 1970; working with missionaries and active in Christian service.  (Record, 1948, p. 57; 1952, pp. 28, 42, 120 (son); 1957, p. 73; February 1970, p. 8–9.)


� Joined the Youth With A Mission mercy ship Anastasis in 1993 and was with them until August 1995, on the ship in the spring and then in Latvia; he is not mentioned on any of the support lists, so he may not have been a member or not working through the Chapel’s auspices. Reports in the Record, 1995, January, p.6, March, p.23., 


� Probably not in Christian work, went as steward to Nigeria in 1936. (Record, 1936, p. 48.)


� Nurse, Mount Hermon, hoped to go abroad but meantime CSSM, Scotland, Record, 1943, p. 169; 1944, p. 184 (full report); grant, Deacons’ Minutes, 6 May 1942, 3 March 1943, still CSSM summer 1945, Record, 1945, p. 106; 1948, p. 141. At Sidlow Baxter’s tenth anniversary in the Chapel, in October 1945, described as ‘in training’ – Record, 1945, p. 173. Dr and Mrs Roworth have some missionary connection with the Chapel, but not specified - ? same person, Record, 1949, p. 106.


� Was in membership, went to Australia, working in 1933 with the Brisbane City Mission, Queensland, became Sister at a Mission in the bush region. (Record, 1933, p. 86; 1938, p. 159.)


� Mrs Ann Samuel is 59 [written in December 1996] and came to faith just over a year ago. She attended church as a young woman, but had no real faith, so stopped going. For 33 years she was happily married, and knew real despair when her beloved husband died. At that time one of her ex pupils came to visit her and spoke to her of his Saviour and of her need of salvation and comfort. She began to read the Bible and attend church, where she found that the Lord was speaking directly to her again and again. Coming to faith was not easy, but in July 1995, she knew she had no choice and surrendered her life to Christ. Joined the Chapel in December 1996. As a retired schoolteacher, she volunteered to go out under the auspices of OMF to teach in the Cheefoo School for missionaries’ children in Malaysia, in January 1997, for a period of time. Supported by the Mission Committee (prayer support, not financial support) in April 1997. One of her pupils was Peter Prescott. Anne is due home in December 1997


� Colin Saunders, from Liverpool but studying computer science in Edinburgh, spent the summer of 1993 on a placement in Nepal (Record, August 1993, p. 16; September, p. 21).


� In Online, December 2006, ‘in training’, preparing for a Masters in Theology at ICC, Glasgow in December 2006. ‘I came from London to Edinburgh University in 2000 to study Philosophy and Politics. In Nov 2002 I became a Christian and began attending CBC regularly in 2003. Since then I have been involved with music and prayer ministries and am on the IF committee. I have been working in Child Protection since June after completing 6 courses at ICC last year. I have just been accepted by Aberdeen University to do their Masters of Theology by Research from January and will be studying this with ICC while remaining resident in Edinburgh.’ Report, May 2006:a part-time student at International Christian College, Glasgow this past year, but plans to be full-time starting in September.  Update, March 2007: ‘I started my research in January and so far it has been an exciting time of uncovering material in various libraries and taking a lot of notes! I have only been a little frustrated by some unsuccessful attempts to find a job and a flatmate and sort out practical things. My subject. George MacLeod, founder of the Iona Community and one of most famous Church of Scotland ministers, is set in the historical context of the interwar period. I am looking at his approach to social justice in the social, political and theological context of the time. The issues are very, relevant today, e.g. in the role of faith and the church in political debate and the church's relationship with the state.’ Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Studying for a Masters in Theology at ICC, Glasgow. I am thankful to God for answered prayer as I have started a part time job as Church Officer at St Anne's Church of Scotland, which will provide practical experience and also essential income for me to continue to study Sadly, however, my applications for funding have not been successful and I am having to review whether it will be possible for me to continue and upgrade to MPhil for the second year. I am considering a number of possibilities about where and how to serve.


� Gap year 2001/2 to work with SIM, initially not knowing where. Induction training from October 2001 in England, then to Sachel Academy for missionary children in Niamay, capital of Niger, from January to June 2002.


� In Online, December 2006, as ‘in training’ at Riverside School of Performing Arts in Birmingham. ‘I am 18 years old. I’ve recently started a 9 month course at a school called Riverside School of Performing Arts. This school is linked with Riverside Church in Birmingham and we’re tutored in acting, singing, dancing and discipleship. We combine our discipleship and performance skills and take sketches and productions into schools. We’re studying Physical Story Theatre at the moment and our tour of primary schools runs from Dec 4-15 culminating in a public performance on the 16th. We’re all encouraged to get involved in church life and fm already involved with the children’s ministry. I’m living with a host, Christine, and will be with her for the 9 months that I am here. I have settled in well although still feeling homesick at times.’ Update, cbcOnline, 4/07. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Training at Riverside School of Performing Arts in Birmingham. I finished at RSPA at the end of June with a final evangelistic performance in Birmingham's Midlands Art Centre. Over the past 9 months I have had the amazing opportunity to perform. lead workshops. youth events. church services and many other community events. Through each of these 1 have been privileged to share something of the Christian faith with over 25.000 children. young people and adults. I now believe God has led me on to an Events Management course at Queen Margaret University and trust that He will enable me to transfer the skills I've learnt in the future.


�  Dr John (Jack) B. Stafford. Had been converted prior coming to the Chapel, started medical training for mission field, (Deacons’ Minutes, 9/5/34, 3/6/36, 3/2/37) and received training grants; then on war service in Burmah, wife and children.At Sidlow Baxter’s tenth anniversary in the Chapel, in October 1945, described as ‘in training’ – Record, 1945, p. 173. Applied to BMS, 1948, (Record, 1948, p. 87), accepted, (Deacons’ Minute 5 May 1948).Valedicted on 6 February 1949 for BMS India. Testimony at valediction. Wife was also ‘commended’, but not clear if she was designated as a Chapel missionary (Record, 1949, p. 41). Reports in  the Record, 1949, pp. 76, 106, 158; 1950, p. 62; 1951, p. 14. Returned through ill-health, collapsed, Record, 1951, pp. 74, 106 – family was home already. Became a ship’s surgeon.


� Accepted as a student at International Christian College, Glasgow, starting in September 2007, for a three or four year course in Youth Ministry. To work on placement for three days a week with the Chapel pastoral team for the first year.


� Applied to the Overseas Missionary Fellowship (Record, January 1969, p. 23, August, p, 22) but then married in New Zealand in December 1971, and as her husband was engaged in Home Mission, the OMF application did not proceed.


� Nurse Florence Stein, nurse, midwife, finished Mount Hermon, ready for missionary service; Record, 1944, p. 120; grant from Memorial Training Fund to Mount Hermon, Deacons’ Minutes, 4/11/42, 29/9/43, 5/7/44. At Sidlow Baxter’s tenth anniversary in the Chapel, in October 1945, described as ‘in training’ – Record, 1945, p. 173.


� No reference to her picked up at the time, but at Missionary ‘At Homes’ in November 1952 and November 1955, she was present as having gone to China with the CIM in 1949, but was withdrawn in 1951, and now taking nursing training with a view to returning. She ‘joined our fellowship after a short period of service with the CIM [and] is awaiting an opportunity for further service overseas.’ Record, 1952, p. 178; 1954, p. 21; 1955, p. 197.


� Julie Steele, came from New Zealand, intended missionary service overseas, joined the Chapel in May 1966, (Record 1967/6/9, 11/9, 1969/1/23, 8/22) – not clear what happened next.


� Cathie Tait, married Dr MacQueen, who was ‘employed’. Long and trying illness, but able to sail with her husband to Uganda in December 1929; both here on furlough for a year to May 1933 while he gained D.P.H, he returned to Nigeria, she stayed for longer. She return. ? ever members, not classed as such. Never on the missionary support list. Record, 1930, p. 4; 1933, p. 106.


� Miss Becky Todd did her medical elective in Thailand in 1992 (Record, October 1992, missionary section) and engaged in mission work during her vacations. She joined Operation Mobilisation in autumn 1994 for a year, initially in Germany.  On overseas missionary list in 1994 – in Berlin in October 1994 and early1995, then on Home Mission, in training, went to Glasgow Bible College, October 1995 to June 1997. Accident and Emergency unit at the Glasgow Western Infirmary for six months after finished GBC. Married Donald McFarlane, 26 June 1999.


� Thomas Trotter had led open-airs, to training for full-time, 1937.


� Norman Wallace spent his medical elective at the EMMS hospital in Nazareth and went back with his wife, Miriam, for the year July 1978–July 1979 as a doctor.


� In Online in December 2006, training with Ambassadors in Sport in Bolton. ‘19 years old and I am currently doing a Football Ministry course in Bolton with Ambassadors in Sport. I will be in Bolton as an intern for a year. The year is 2 months old, and our week is very busy. Living on Johnson Fold estate where the majority of our work is being done really helps things, because you get to know the kids and the people living on the estate. We are trying to pour prayer into Johnson Fold in everything we do. The kids and the parents pick up the negatives straight away, so we have to focus on God in all we do. This course involves a good amount of Bible teaching, also working as a youth worker for the church and doing football coaching in the school on the estate. I have chosen the player stream, which involves getting to know the non Christians on the team, being an example to the guys on and off the pitch. We will have chances to go to other countries to coach and play football while trying to spread the love of Jesus Christ by doing, again being an example to the other players and children. This to me is not a `year out’ of any sort, but the start of everything I feel I have been called to do. One day I want to set up an Ambassadors office in Edinburgh.’


� Joined the Chapel in October 1998 with her husband, after attending for some months. In Papua New Guinea with Wycliffe from 1964-83, translating the New Testament for the Iduna people. Home in July 1983 to marry Alex Watt, Wycliffe Scottish Committee chairman, and to work in the Scottish Wycliffe office. He had no prior mission involvement of his own, but facilitated the Iduna Old Testament project in Papua New Guinea from Edinburgh. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: ‘Facilitating the Iduna Old Testament project in Papua New Guinea. Three of the Iduna team have met with Bill Callister who has laid out work for them to get on with over the next months. Furniture for setting up a translation office on Goodenough Island has been despatched. Meantime here much was accomplished by Joyce's week in the Western General by wav of tests/scans that made clear the primary was an adenocarcinoma of the lung. The cancer has spread to liver and brain as well as spine and ribs. Why God allowed this to remain hidden so long in spite of valiant efforts by our GP to discover the root of the problem is a mystery we keep having to put in the Lord's hands. He has held us in a peace we couldn't possibly have manufactured - a yes answer to your prayers. Our living room resembles a card shop - we are astonished, humbled and uplifted by the outpouring of love and prayer going up from all over the world. Treatment has included one strong dose of radiotherapy to relieve bone pain, daily cocktails of painkillers, and granting of a new, very expensive drug (tablet) called tarceva, which targets all the cancer cells to stop them growing and dividing. It's unlike chemotherapy which hits healthy cells as well. However. I am getting increasingly weak and breathless and it would appear that the tarceva may not be working. The oncologist is giving it a further 5 weeks' trial. So we are much in need of our heavenly Father's intervention. A blood test showed that I was very anaemic and I have received a blood transfusion which we trust will give increased strength. Quite a heavy burden has fallen on Alex as 'carer'. He is doing a terrific job!’ In September, her condition deteriorated rapidly, and only palliative care could be given; Joyce died on Monday 17 September 2007. The October issue of cbcOnLine carried this note: ‘When we began to plan this edition of cbcOnLine we hoped that Joyce would remain sufficiently strong to see it through - something that gave her great pleasure. Sadly, her condition deteriorated more rapidly than any of us expected and it has had to be completed without her. I'm afraid we haven't been able to include some new faces this time.’


� Miss Jean Wightman went to train with the Worldwide Evangelisation Crusade in January 1952 (Record, 1952, pp. 28, 178, 180). She finished her general nursing training, had two years with WEC in Glasgow, and then planned to go with the Soldiers and Gospel Mission of South America to Chile. She had further training at the Belfast Bible College (Record, 1955, pp. 106, 198) and was given a Chapel grant to go to Chile (Deacons’ Minutes, 1 February and 7 March 1956). Details of the Mission in Record, 1956, p. 29, and of her plans to go in September 1956 (Record, 1956, p. 61). Fare was £148, the deacons contributed £74 (Deacons’ Minutes, 4 April 1956). The Mission were not going to support her in the field, so she cancelled her passage and resigned from the Mission on 4 July 1956 (Deacons’ Minutes, 6 June 1956).  A Jean Wightman (? the same person) married in the Chapel (Record, 1956, p. 169) and settled here.

� The concept of the 1950s, namely missionary work by Christian men and women seeking secular employment in lands overseas, was no new pattern, for William Carey was an indigo planter from 1794 to 1800. He wrote: ‘I now inform the Society that I can subsist without any further monetary assistance from them’.   Then, as happened in the 1950s also, he was misunderstood at home and the prayer support, which he so much needed, was withdrawn.  He and modern missionaries follow the steps of the first missionary to the Gentiles, who worked at his craft of tent-making in Corinth with Aquilla and Priscilla.

� The surname on the Chapel board is ‘Collard’ and in the 1911 ‘Momento of the Closing Service’ in the old building it is ‘Coillard, Madame, (nee Chris. M’Intosh)’. The Chapel board says ‘Africa’ and the 1911 list says ‘Upper Zambesi’. These details are repeated in the Ter-Jubilee booklet in 1958, p. 19.


� Robert John Ellis joined the Chapel by baptism on 20th June 1850, and his position in the Church Register (entry 59) shows that he was one of those who adhered to Alfred Thomas and not one of those who left with Christopher Anderson. He transferred to the Hope Street Baptist Church in Glasgow on 28th November 1854, and there is no trace in extant Chapel records of his having any further connection with the Chapel. His place on the Chapel board is presumably to indicate that he was converted in the Chapel, not commissioned or supported by the Chapel for missionary service in India.


�  The Church Register states that a Christina Anderson joined the Chapel on 15th March 1871 by baptism and on 5th February 1873 married E.T.G. (?)Holwell - the first three letters are difficult to read but the last four are plainly ‘well’, so she is not the same person as ‘Coillard’. In the column for ceasing membership, there is no date but only the word ‘China’. There is no further reference in extant Chapel records and the writer has not followed up her identity through the records of the China Inland Mission.


�  She came to the Chapel by transfer from Penge on 24th October 1870, and lived at 140 Rose Street. Presumably she came to Edinburgh for study or training, because she returned to ‘Penge Tabernacle near London’ on 12th January 1873, and the Church register notes ‘Gone to China, 1877’.


� He transferred into the Chapel from the Baptist Church in Peckham on 14th March 1880, in order to study in Edinburgh, and his address was given as Dr. Louis, George Square, (presumably the E.M.M.S.), with the comment that he was a Medical Missionary. His departure from the Chapel was given simply as ‘To Congo’. The Ter-Jubilee list describes him as an Associate Member.


�  She is not on the Chapel Roll of Honour. She was received into membership by baptism on 9 November 1879, along with Helen Brock, and their address was Buckingham Terrace Lane. Their parents were in Edinburgh in June 1883, because the elders called on them over a disciplinary matter involving Helen, postponed until ‘after the departure of her sister to China’. The elders reported back in October 1883. Elders’ Minutes, 3 June and 8 October 1883. The reason for dropping off the Chapel Roll is, in the case of Helen, ‘absent for a long time’, and in the case of Mary, ‘To China’. Her career has not been followed up here.

Ter-Jubilee gives her termination date as 1918, but Record entry implies 1921.


�  Went to West Africa in 1914 with the Sudan Interior Mission. Not a member of Charlotte Chapel until 1944/5 furlough from Nigeria. First mention of him when he spoke in 1938, (Record, p. 159.) Home on furlough in July 1944 (description of cramped conditions on voyage). He spoke at the YPM in late 1944. In late October 1945 he suddenly got the opportunity of a berth for Nigeria and he only went; description of journey. Home, June 1949. (Record, 1945, pp. 10, 169; 1946, p. 93. 1947 p. 126; 1948, p. 190; 1949, pp. 60, 110; 1949, pp. 137, 170; 1950, pp.68, 105; 1951, p. 124; 1952, pp. 14, 47; Home for good, in May 1952 but undertaking service here (1952, pp. 66, 103, 121; 1953, p. 50, 81; 1954, pp. 122; 1955, p. 198. Ter-Jubilee pamphlet includes him as a Chapel missionary. Died, December 1963, (1964, p. 10). Wife, Caroline, is listed separately; father of Norman, also in missionary list.


�  Wife of Thomas Allan, mentioned as ‘recently associated with the Chapel’ in 1940, Record, p. 109; 1941, p. 281; 1943, p. 40. She was nee C.M.B. Colvin; qualification C.M.B. Home from Nigeria in 1937 to look after their children, while he continued there. That is termination date on Chapel Roll, although she was not (apparently) a member of C.C. until October 1945. (Record, 1945, pp. 10, 169, 182.) 1947 Record and Ter-Jubilee pamphlet includes her as a Chapel missionary. On the list of ‘missionaries from the Chapel who have retired from overseas service’ in 1973, 1975, 1980, but not financially supported. Mother of Norman Allan, also on missionary list. Died 20 March (?)1985.


�  S.R.N. Valedictory, 17 July 1919, held early, jointly with Douglas Robertson, in case they could sail but she did not get away until 8 December 1919; details of the farewell at the Caledonian Station; cost of passage was £50; decided as a child to go to China as a nurse, inspired by Hudson Taylor’s life; her detailed log of her journey across the Atlantic, Canada and the Pacific to Shanghai and the start of her work in the Nanning Hospital in Kwangsi is the fullest account of a missionary ‘passage’ anywhere in the Chapel archives; early furlough in 1923 because ill; wanted to return in 1923 but not on missionary list in 1924; then shown as ‘former Chapel missionary’. �  North Africa Mission, Algeria, 1919. Reports at Record, 1920, pp. 3, 14; 1921, pp. 23, 91; 1922, p. 16; 1923, pp. 16, 58,  67, 72, furlough after four years; 1924, p. 24, back in North Africa, full description of work; 1925, pp. 44, 150, furlough; 1927, p. 25; 1928, p.13, new station in Algeria; 1929, p. 12; 1930, p. 27; 1931, p. 28; 1932, p. 97; 1933, pp. 12-3 (in Algeria); 1935, pp. 25, 62; 1936, p. 30; 1937, p. 161 (furlough in England, now returned). Not mentioned again; retired in 1939, worn out by ill-health after 20 years in Algeria. Ter-Jubilee pamphlet has her termination date as 1939.


�  Heard the call in Bible Class, fifteen years before his Valedictory, held on 17 July 1919, jointly with Nurse Cowie, in case they could sail. He left Edinburgh on 20 October, with a large send-off at the station, and arrived in China on 13 December 1919. Went to Yencheng, then in Shanghai for summer of 1923, but his wife, H. Evelyn, was not there, as she had son John, seven weeks old on 9 July 1923. Infant Katherine in 1926. His wife, whom he called ‘Anuei’ in 1928, was not a member, as so not a Chapel missionary, until April 1941, but from the beginning she wrote long letters for the Record. Furlough in Edinburgh from October 1927 to February 1929, but busy on deputation. Returned via Siberia as quicker than ship. Another daughter born in 1930. Both on 1944 list. Sailed to China at short notice, Record, 1945, p. 109. He is not on the list of ‘Our Own Missionaries’ in the Record, 1947, p. 168. In Ter-Jubilee list, described as A.R.I.B.A. Died 18 March 1865 – no details given. Record, May 1965, p. 19.


  In Ter-Jubilee leaflet, listed as a missionary for the same years as her husband, 1921–51, but  not obvious from Record when she became a member or when she was regarded as a Chapel missionary. She was described as ‘one of the eight who, having already served as missionaries, have joined us and gone out from us during the first ten years of Sidlow Baxter’s pastorate.’� Maiden name, Evelyn Lachlan. Status, as far as the Chapel is concerned, was in 1945, not home-grown as a Chapel member, confirmed by Sidlow Baxter in Record, 1945, p. 173. She was home in Spring 1947 from China to see the children, who had stayed in this country. Mr. Baxter also met her in Philadelphia just before that. Record, 1947, p. 85. She is not on the list of ‘Our Own Missionaries’ in the Record, 1947, p. 168.


�  Was at Atholl Crescent when offered for missionary service in February 1920. (Record, 1920, p. 100) Valedictory 8 November 1920, left Waverley Station, Edinburgh, 12 November (Record, 1920, p. 180). At the Ter-Jubilee in 1958, she was described in the Conference brochure as: ‘Miss Lydia Garriock first went to Kenya in 1920 with the Church of Scotland. After many years’ work among women and children she retired in 1952, but set out again in 1957 to undertake the training of Christian social welfare workers for the Presbyterian Church of East Africa.’


�  She joined the Chapel in 1911, challenged during the Chapman-Alexander mission in 1914, qualified as a nurse, and was accepted by the Baptist Missionary Society in June 1920, to sail for China as soon as a passage could be arranged. She left Edinburgh on 26 November 1920. Regular reports, home on furlough from January 1926 to January 1927, during which she completed her training to become a fully-qualified nurse, which there had been no time to finalize before she first sailed. She was not on the Chapel on missionary lists in the Record in 1928, p. 148, nor 1929, p. 58, nor 1930. Her resignation from the Society in 1928 was her termination date on the Chapel Roll. She joined the Colonial Nursing Service in Hong Kong, where she served until the end of the war with Japan.  She was highly regarded in the community.  When the Japanese took Hong Kong, she was interned, but did a great deal to make conditions easier for others in the camp.  She retired in 1946, and settled in her native Edinburgh, looking after students and sick people. Her indifferent health prevented her from attending the Chapel, but she did what she could to help.  She died on 12th June 1965.  Obituary in the Record, August 1965, p. 15.


�  Sister of Mrs. Theo Danson-Smith. She had trained in America, then went to Jerusalem in April 1920; her mother’s visit in 1923 is fully reported; furloughs in 1925 and 1928; she was sent by her Society for deputation in America from April to July 1929; she was re-validated on Sunday 29 September 1929 and her testimony is in the Record. �  He was in the Army for the duration of the Great War, three years of it in the Black Watch, during which he was converted and he was baptised in Greece. He returned home full of missionary zeal, and went to the Bible Training Institute in Glasgow and then to Nigeria as a missionary in 1922. After a term there, he returned to the United Kingdom and offered his services to the Baptist Missionary Society. They accepted him for the Congo, but asked him to take some further training. He had a student-pastorate in Norfolk, then went to Spurgeon’s College in 1925. When he completed his studies there, the BMS had no funds to send him to Africa. Son of John Edward Dovey; qualified as doctor in June 1924, married a doctor in 1924 (Congregationalist from Sheffield), accepted by London Missionary Society for Hong Kong, gave his testimony at Valediction in the Chapel for himself and his wife in 1925, to Shanghai hospital 1925, son died there in September, due home in  March 1927 but took up a Colonial appointment in Hong Kong in May 1927, so no longer on missionary list; wife Lilias (not Chapel member) home for health, in Chapel in November 1927 with daughter of ten weeks before sailing in October for China. �  Eldest daughter of Mr Tait, an office-bearer in the Chapel.  She was converted early in life and was baptized at a children’s baptismal service during Dr Scroggie’s ministry. Trained as a doctor at the University of Edinburgh, M.B., Ch.B., valedictory and testimony, Sunday evening 31 July 1927, father now an elder, farewell at station. Reports from Damascus; came home for a time and married Dr. Emrys Thomas in the Chapel on 1 September 1931, went with him to Nazareth. In 1941, she couldn’t get permission to return although he went back in July 1941 as a key worker; she returned early 1943. Both on 1944 list, although he was not a member. Reports from Nazareth, then Damascus, (Record, 1945, pp. 42, 61, 110). Spoke in the Chapel in December 1946. (Record, 1947, pp. 22, 61, 105 (both in Chapel); 125 (full report), 173.) In 1947 Record list, but her husband is not included, as he was not a member, nor in the Christmas mail for 1956 (she only). In a 1957 list, both are named but only she has an asterisk as ‘our own missionary’; (Record, 1957, p. 28). For other entries, see note on her husband, Emrys Thomas, next entry. At the Ter-Jubilee in 1958, they were described in the Conference brochure as: ‘Dr and Mrs Dr E. Thomas have been at the E.M.M.S. Victoria Hospital, Damascus, since 1927. They have seen many changes, politically and socially, and not a few changed lives.’ In 1964 list, at Molepolele (both of them listed – see his entry for details). On the list of ‘missionaries from the Chapel who have retired from overseas service’ in 1973 and 1975, still supported, but he was not mentioned. She died in 1975 and her obituary is in the Record, January 1976, pp. 8-9. .


�  Emrys was born in Arthog, near Barmouth, in 1905; he qualified in medicine in Edinburgh in 1929. After qualifying, he had to learn Arabic before going to Nazareth and then to Damascus to work. He married Dr Margaret (‘Peggy’) Tait in the Chapel soon after qualifying, and she joined in his work both in Damascus and Botswana as obstetrician and gynaecologist. He had an adventurous time during the Second World War, having to flee from Damascus disguised as an Arab when the Vichy French took over the city. On returning to Damascus in 1945, he kept the hospital open when the city was shelled. For this achievement he became, he said, what he always thought he had been, a Member of the British Empire. Both at Damascus, (Record, 1950, pp. 14, 36, 110; 1951, pp. 29, 60, 76 (home briefly), 94, 110; 1952, p. 62; 1953, p. 32, 109 (OBE in addition to existing MBE); 1953, p. 130; 1954, pp. 54 (home), 92, 137; 1955, pp. 58, 123, 155; 1956, pp. 126, 185; 1957, pp. 13, 141 (photo). In a 1957 list, both are named but only she has an asterisk as ‘our own missionary’; (Record, 1957, p. 28.) At the Ter-Jubilee in 1958, he was described in the Conference brochure as: ‘Dr and Mrs Dr E. Thomas have been at the E.M.M.S. Victoria Hospital, Damascus, since 1927. They have seen many changes, politically and socially, and not a few changed lives.’ Further reports in the Record, 1958, pp. 29 (Damascus closed), 61, 141; 1959, pp. 110, 124, 156 (home in October); 1960, pp. 123, 158, 172. After nearly 30 years' service in Damascus with the EMMS, in 1959, when they were prevented from remaining in Syria, they were seconded by the EMMS to the United� Free Church of Scotland Mission Hospital in Molepolole, Botswana (? Bechuanaland) (she was supported by the Chapel, he was not), where they served in the mission hospital until retirement. They sailed in November 1960; (Record, 1960, p. 158; 1961, pp. 45, 62, 141; 1962, pp. 29, 82, 126, 141, 190; 1963, p. 141; 1964, April, p. 23, May, p. 21, August, p. 21; 1965, February, March and October; 1966, March and July; 1968, February, p. 23, July, p. 23, September, p, 22, November, p. 21; 1969, February, p. 22, June, p. 22 (home). Retired to Edinburgh in May 1969, where, sadly, Peggy died in 1975. Emrys continued to live in Edinburgh, supported by a host of friends, and he maintained his interest in life to the end. He remained fluent in Welsh and would often surprise visitors from the Middle East by addressing them in Arabic. He worshipped regularly at Charlotte Chapel where he had married more than 60 years before. 90th birthday on 25 June 1995. He died in Edinburgh on 19 March 2002, and his funeral service was held in the Chapel. He was survived by his younger brother, Dr Alun Thomas, of Vancouver, Canada. Obituary: ‘Former medical missionary with the Edinburgh Medical Missionary Society, serving in Damascus 1934-59 and Botswana 1960-70.’


� Paul and Mrs Maida Contento, BA and MA respectively. She was brought up in the Chapel by Chapel members, Mr and Mrs George Bolster and was always financially supported by the Chapel; Paul was an American and was never a member. They were members of the Overseas Missionary Fellowship (formerly China Inland Mission) from 1928. She graduated MA in 1924, in training, London HQ, CIM, 1926; valedictory, Sunday 25 December 1928, and testimony; left 31 December. Originally she worked in China among University students, see section ‘Maida Contento’ on  the CD. (Reports. Record, 1924, p. 58; 1926, p. 134; 1928, pp. 23, 53; 1929, pp. 13, 60; 1930, pp. 90-1; 1931 pp.61, 93; 1932, p. 95; 1933, pp. 56, 119 (married Paul Contento in China, 10 June 1933, he was never a member of the Chapel and so never received financial support); 1934, p. 119 (called Mary here and elsewhere); 1935, pp. 74-5; 1936, pp. 58, 71, 91-2, 172, 198; 1937, p. 15; 1938, pp. 44, 59; 1939, p. 128, 171; 1940, pp. 45, 185 (daughter), nothing else because of war until 1944, p. 186.) On 1944 list, with husband; although he was not a member, he was referred to as one of ‘our own’ missionaries in China when he was seriously ill in 1945. (Record, 1945, p. 10.) She came home in August 1946, after 9 years, he went to USA, she joined him there, and met Mr Baxter, and then on to China, March 1947. (Record, 1946, pp. 78, 136, 141, 154, 183; 1947, pp. 11, 42; 1948, pp. 109, 157, 190; 1949, pp. 59 126, 169-170.). He was in the USA until October 1949, and when he returned to China he could have no communication with his wife because she had returned to Sian, China, while he was away, and he went to a different part and there was no link between them; he had still not communicated with his wife and daughter by 1950. (Record, 1950, pp, 14, 25, 68, 136.) They got together in November1950 (Record, 1951, pp. 28, 73-4). They were then in Hong Kong and went to Singapore in 1952 (Record, 1951, p. 124; 1952, pp. 31, 34; 1953, p. 81.) At the Ter-Jubilee in 1958, they were described in the Conference brochure as: ‘The Rev. Paul Contento, B A., with his wife, Maida (nee Bolster), M.A., have been with the CIM, OMF, since 1928.  Originally in China working among University students, they are now in Singapore doing similar work. Both at Nanyang University and at Singapore Theological Seminary, there are tremendous opportunities for strategic Christian training.’ (Record, 1956, p. 13; 1957, p. 125; 1958, pp. 45, 146, 158; 1959, p. 126; 1960, pp. 29, 78, 110, 140, 189; 1961, pp. 30, 62, 110, 157, 190; 1962, pp. 13, 34, 94, 126, 174; 1963, pp. 14, 93, 157; 1964, March p. 22, May, p. 21, August, p. 21, September, p. 21; 1965,  May, p. 22, June, p. 22, October, p. 22, November, p. 22; 1966, March, p. 22, May, p. 23, November, p. 21; 1967, February, p. 23, April, p. 22, June, p. 21, November, p. 21.) In the 1964 list, both of them were in Saigon, Vietnam. The next letters noted are from Saigon in 1968, March p. 23, May p.22, October, p. 21. In 1969 they were seconded to the International Fellowship of Evangelical Students to evangelise and train University and High School students in Vietnam. (Record, 1969, February, p. 22, May, p. 22, July, p.15, November, p.22; 1970, June; 1971, February, August, September, 1972, he was aged 65 in May but wanted to stay in Saigon; Record, September;1973, May, October, December; still in Saigon, two letters in 1974 Record; . Their one daughter, Isobel, married and lived in America – details on the CD section ‘Maida Contento’. Events at the beginning of 1975 compelled them to leave Vietnam, and they worked in the Bible Seminary of the Philippines and also helped to develop youth leadership in the Chinese Churches.(Five letters in the Record, 1975, five in 1976, five in 1977, four in 1978, four in 1979, two in 1980, and then letters right through to 1986.) In California, letters in 1987 and 1988. They retired in 1982 and worked with Chinese students in California. She was still on the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. She died in California on 14 November 1985, after lecturing to students. Obituary in the Record, January 1986, p. 5. Her husband’s obituary of her is at ‘Maida Contento’ on the CD. At the Ter-Jubilee in 1958, they were described in the Conference brochure as: ‘Rev. and Mrs Gerald Block (new spelling) have been with the RBMU in India for 30 years. Their most recent and dramatic advance has been in leprosy work at Muzaffarpur. With hundreds under their care, they have seen many respond to the love of Christ.’ In 1964 list, with her husband. On the list of ‘missionaries from the Chapel who have retired from overseas service’ in 1973, 1975, 1980, supported. On the financial support list, half- support (i.e., £50 personal and £100 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. She died in Edinburgh on 25 August 1985.

However, his obituary (Record, July 1991, p. 3) says he was ‘a former Chapel missionary to China (1942-66)’. The opening date presumably means when he first went as a Chapel member, not his first time in China. They were both in Edinburgh in the summer of 1942 (the first reference which the writer has picked to her) and although they were accredited to C.I.M, they were valedicted from the Chapel on the Sunday morning before he went as Red Cross workers, not as missionaries. Was this in order to get them travel permits? They sailed for China in the summer of 1942, but their departure was fairly low-key – no valedictory service, just a farewell word from the pulpit. Nevertheless, their letters were printed along with others ‘From Our Own Missionaries’. Mr Ward then visited the Chapel briefly for two Sundays in August 1945 as ‘one of our own missionaries working with a Red Cross team in China’. He was on a short visit to Britain by ‘plane, and hoped to complete his Red Cross work within a year, and, after a short period, to return to his mission work in China with Mrs Ward. She was with UNRRA on the same basis as he was with the Red Cross. They went back to Shanghai, leaving the children (apparently young) in Bournemouth until they could join them for school in China. In 1947, he was ‘one of our missionaries who has been working during the war under the auspices of the Red Cross Society, [now] appointed  Secretary and Treasurer for the whole of China of the Methodist Mission at Shanghai.’ Mrs Ward was to return to this country for furlough and might take the children back with her. Record, 1942, pp. 73, 90, 157; 1944, pp. 58-9; 1945, pp. 158, 189-90; 1947, p. 39. He was not on the 1944 list of missionaries in the Record. He is not on the list of ‘Our Own Missionaries’ in the Record, 1947, p. 168. He remained in membership and was described in the 1960s by the Missionary Committee as ‘late of CIM, now in government service in Malaya’ and he and his wife had been seen in the Chapel recently. He died in Australia on 3 June 1991 (reference to obituary, above.)


�  Younger brother of Rev. Angus McNaughton, BMS missionary in Jamaica, who asked Alexander to come to Jamaica in 1932 at his expense, because the local churches could not maintain one missionary, let alone two. Farewell from Charlotte Chapel and testimony on Sunday morning, 17 July 1932, when he acknowledged that he had no training. To All Nations College, 1933, sailed to Bolivia with WEC in January 1936, then in Columbia. Otherwise described as ‘Heart of Andes Mission, 1936-1945. Both on 1944 list. Furlough in 1944 after nine years, left Columbia in December 1944, started trip by plane, to USA to await ship, arrived Edinburgh in September 1945. Confirmed by Sidlow Baxter in Record, 1945, p. 173.  Obtained a year’s extension of furlough, decided in October 1946 not to return but to seek service in U.K. (Record, 1945, pp. 29, 61, 154; 1946, pp. 29, 174.)  Seriously ill in Edinburgh Royal Infirmary, Record, January 1948, better in Record, 1948, pp 29, 47, not able to return, 1952, p. 178. Wife gave talk on his behalf, 1958, p. 76. The Ter-Jubilee booklet in 1958 includes them both in the Missionary Roll of Honour, he as Jamaica, Colombia, South America from 1932 (not 1935), with a termination date of 1945. Cross-check with Jessie McNaughton, below, who appears to be his wife and whose story is on the CD.


�  Chapel member, sister of James Ballantyne, went to London for training, home for Christmas 1931, accepted by CIM and valedicted 3 August 1933. Still there in 1965 and when Donald Fleming came to work at OMF HQ and was fully supported, the deacons realized this was illogical and put her back onto full missionary support; but she was not on the spring 1965 list of ‘Your Missionaries’. She died in 1979 and her obituary read, ‘one of our former missionaries, Mrs. Pateman was with the CIM in China from 1933-1940. Until she retired two years ago she worked in OMF headquarters in London.’ Record, March 1979, p. 5.

Nevertheless, in autumn 1947, she and her husband (he was never a member) were welcomed as ‘our esteemed missionary friends’, still RBMU, spoke at the Monday meeting on their way back to Belgian Congo. They were on leave in Scotland when the Second World War broke out, he was allowed to return to Sana but the British Government would not allow her and the two children (boys) to return to Yemen under war conditions. Sister of Annie. For further details, see Adam Wilson. She is on the list of ‘Our Own Missionaries’ in the Record, 1947, p. 168.


�  Formerly a member of the Portobello and Dublin Street Baptist churches, she became actively involved for nine years with the Chapel’s High Street Mission, where for six years she was head of the Primary Department and for two years Girl Guide Captain. Record, 1935, pp. 36, 147 (Mount Hermon Bible College, London, for training), grant from Training Fund, 11/7/34, 25/9/35, and accepted as missionary in 6/11/35, photo under her maiden name in album. (‘One of the eleven of our younger people who have gone out into full-time Christian service during the first ten years of Sidlow Baxter’s pastorate.’ Sidlow Baxter’s review of 1935-45, Record, 1945, pp. 165–6, 173.) Valedicted from the Chapel for missionary service in Bolivia in 1935. Record, 1935, 117 (sailed 11/35), 132, 135 147 (testimony), 149; 1936, pp. 30, 172; 1937, pp. 14 (married Alexander Clark, 7/1/37, who had served in Bolivia since 1933), 22, 112. For entries after that, see note about him. She joined (must mean rejoined) the Chapel by transfer in February 1971, along with  her daughter Morag (now Mrs. Norton) . She died in May 1987, obituary in the Record, August 1987, p. 12. Morag has researched her parents’ missionary service, including a return visit to Bolivia in 2005.


� Rev, Robert and Dr. Chris Martin worked in India and Pakistan from 1936. Following several years’ service in the United Christian Hospital at Lahore, in Pakistan, they worked in Delhi Gate Clinic in that city. Robert worked in hospital administration and chaplaincy work until 1969. Chris died and he retired to Scotland and took up a business appointment here. Neither was ever supported financially by the Chapel. Robert was born in 1912 in East Calder. At an early age he committed his life to Jesus Christ through a Summer Tent Campaign led by the Faith Mission. Called of God to missionary service, he attended Emmanuel Bible College in Swansea. He went to northern India from 1936–39 under the auspices of the Worldwide Evangelisation Crusade. Due to severe illness, he returned to Scotland and then the door to India was firmly closed due to the Second World War. He attended the Baptist College with a view to further studies and pastoral ministry. In India he had met, at Language School, Dr Christina Mactaggart, who came from Charlotte Chapel. On his return to Edinburgh in 1939, he started attending the Chapel and was active in Sunday School and YPM. He did not join the Chapel until 1944 (Record, 1945, p. 173). First mention in the Record is as a temporary Sunday School teacher in 1943, reporting on his work among boys and girls in India, but he was described as a Chapel missionary when he married Christina McTaggart in 1944 (‘both members of Charlotte Chapel, both missionaries home on furlough’). In 1941, Dr McTaggart had come home on furlough and for further studies. Chris and Bob were asked to take a meeting in Glasgow and that was the turning point in their relationship. After their marriage they went to Shetland, Chris to be GP in Lerwick and Bob to be Pastor of the Burra Isle Baptist Church. He was ordained and was always known, after that, as the Rev. Bob Martin, even although his work was in hospital administration. He, not she was described as ‘one of the eight who, having already served as missionaries, have joined us and gone out from us during the first ten years of Sidlow Baxter’s pastorate.’ From 1945–1969 they were back in their beloved India, to work with the Ludhiana Hospital, Chris as the gynaecologist and Bob as Hospital Administrator. While at Ludhiana they were approached by the American Presbyterian Church who wished to support them. This meant a period of work in the States, for Chris to study and do medical work and for Bob to do Hospital Administration and take the examinations. They were offered lucrative permanent positions in the United States, which they turned down. ‘No problem’, said Bob, ‘We were called by God for our working life to India and Pakistan – money did not feature in our decision.’ Report 1946 from Ludhiana, where wife was at the Women’s Christian Med. College, three months after leaving Edinburgh. They had so little retirement together as she died in 1971. Bob said, ‘A perfect marriage and a wonderful life - all given to us by God. Bob had another twenty-two years of life, and filled them actively. (This from the Record, July 1993, pp. 6-7). Not mentioned in the Record from1971 until August 1977, more letters in 1977 (3), 1978 (1), no more letters and he was not on the 1978 missionary list. He himself was diagnosed with cancer, but in talking at the Marie Curie Hospice, he never once questioned God about it. ‘He gave me a wonderful life, a perfect marriage, and would see me through this crisis.’ He never knew fear again. He died in June 1993. The four meaningful things in his life were, the Faith Mission, Charlotte Chapel, the American Presbyterians and the Salvation Army. The Salvation Army provided him a home at Sunnyside in 1988, for which he was enormously grateful. He became a Salvationist, and proved himself to be a first class Soldier of the Army. (Record, July 1993, pp 6–7.  Ter-Jubilee booklet gives his starting date as 1936. Both were valedicted on 16 September 1945, but he still awaited a passage (?perhaps doctors had a higher priority). Status, as far as the Chapel is concerned, was in 1945, not home-grown as a Chapel member but ‘having already served as a missionary, has joined us and gone out from us’ (Record, 1945, p. 173). Regular reports, but not on financial support list in spring 1965. On the list of ‘missionaries from the Chapel who have retired from overseas service’ in 1973, 1975, 1980, but not supported. In 1985 he was attending the Gorgie Salvation Army in Edinburgh, although a member of the Chapel, and transferred his membership to them in December 1985.He died in June 1993 and the service was in the Gorgie Salvation Army citadel.

In November 1989, she handed the writer a 24 page typed autobiography, which is in the Sidlow Baxter box of papers in the archives, because it relates mostly to the years that he was at the Chapel. Died 16 August 1990; her obituary in the Record, October 1990, pp. 4-5, read: ‘No-one who heard Bessie pray at the prayer meeting could be unaware of the missionary fire that still burned brightly in her heart after many years of ‘retirement’. In spite of a losing battle against serious ill-health in her latter months, Bessie was as active as she could be in checking manuscripts for the Mission and pursuing her own studies. Her interest in missionary work began in her early teens when she attended missionary meetings at St. Andrew’s Hall, Leith. Her contact with the Sudan United Mission began when, at the age of 16, she became a box-holder and prayer partner. She was baptised and became a member of Charlotte Chapel in 1928. In 1935 she enrolled at the Bible Training Institute in Glasgow where, in addition to the general missionary course, she studied Greek and Music. Then, after a period of service in Dr Barnardo's Orphanage in Washington, Co. Durham, she undertook further study at the Missionary School of Medicine and the School of Oriental Studies. She said that she was challenged that the people of Nigeria ‘deserved her very best’. Bessie was accepted by S.U.M. for service in Nigeria and was valedicted by Rev. J. Sidlow Baxter in 1939, and set sail for Lagos from Liverpool. After a number of placements in the Bauchi Plateau area of Northern Nigeria, she spent most of her missionary service based at Vom where S.U.M. had a Hospital, Leprosarium. Bessie did extensive trekking into many extensive areas and was often pioneering in places where no white person had been before. Because of the war, Bessie was not able to return to UK until 1945, having spent 5 years and 4 months on her first term of missionary service. On her return to Nigeria after a period of working at the Mission H.Q. in Hertford, she resumed her work at Vom. In addition to her primary responsibilities as Secretary/Treasurer, she also oversaw the building and maintenance work, supervised the work amongst the women and girls in particular, and even did the occasional bit of dentistry when required! She was never happier than when on one of her many treks into the bush by foot, or on a bicycle (she covered 40 miles on one day by byke!) and more recently by car. During her last 10 years of service she averaged about 9000 miles each year visiting and encouraging the work among the women. Since her retirement she has maintained an active link with her beloved Nigeria, always on the lookout for any Africans in the city and especially those who speak Hausa. Bessie's attitude to life and to her Lord was beautifully summed up in a recent visit paid to her when in the Royal Victoria. After a reading of scripture and prayer, she was asked, ‘Bessie, if the Lord were to grant you one request, what would it be?’ With no hesitation she replied, ‘I'd ask to be made more like Jesus.’ Well, she is now!’

Andrew was a supported Chapel missionary.. Reports in the Record, 1965, January, p. 21, March, p. 21, April, p. 21, May, p. 22, October, p. 21; 1966, March, p. 20, December, p. 21; 1967, February, p. 33; 1968, April, p. 22, May, p.22, July, p. 21’ September, p. 21; 1969, February, p. 22, June p. 22 (home), November, p. 23; 1970, January and August; 1971, June, 1972, April and June. letters in 1974 (1), 1975 (5), 1976 (2), 1977 (1), 1978 )2), 1979 (4), 1980, (3), every year after that except 1986. . Awarded MBE in the New Year Honours list, 1991. 1997 report: Andrew and Evelyn have "retired" to the USA but continue acting for the Regions Beyond Missionary Union (RBMU) working between the USA and India. They have one son, Ian, who married in April 1996. Their report, January 2004. Andrew: My parents were missionaries in India, where I was born and spent my early years, before returning to the UK for secondary schooling. I committed my life to the Lord in India when I was 13 and became a member of Charlotte Chapel in 1942. I served with the Royal Navy during the War and at the end of that time I studied for future work in India, firstly at Cliff College, Sheffield and then at All Nations Christian College which was then at Taplow. I was commissioned for service to India in the Chapel on September 3,1950 and sailed for India on the 22nd for Muzaffarpur, where I was involved in Village Evangelism, Orphanage and Dispensary work. I met my wife Evelyn, an American, during the course of my work and she has been my work partner over all these years. She is less able to travel these days, but I am still travelling back and forth between India and Nepal and USA. on a regular basis as I serve the Lord with the Assemblies of God in Kolkata, North India. Both of us have been in the wars recently, Evelyn in a serious car accident and I having a knee replacement and laser surgery for a detached retina. We are making a good recovery. Our son Ian and wife Wendy are based in South India working with Mission of Mercy (Regional Director). Our grandchildren are Laura (4), Aslee (1) and Andrew Max Keith born Nov 25, 2003. His report, December 2006. Children’s Camp in Oct was a wonderful time for everyone. Three young men came from South India to conduct the camp and they were excellent in presenting the Gospel to the 200 children who attended. The children were greatly blessed and all of them wanted the camp to continue for another week. This is an annual event and we want to thank you for praying for the meetings. Report in cbcOnline in August 2007: ‘Serving with Assemblies of God in India. This past month I visited a village called Daduwa at an altitude of 7,500 � HYPERLINK "http://ft.in"�ft. in� Lamjung District of West Nepal. I went to visit a school that we built 7 years ago but which I had not had the privilege of visiting. I had been to Daduwa a number of times. It is a stiff climb. I was not able to attend the opening of the school and as the area was becoming infested by Maoist Insurgents 1 was advised not to travel there. The situation being relatively quiet at present, I decided to go before the monsoons set in. I had a wonderful welcome, met the 400 children in the school, was smothered with garlands of flowers and was offered more food than I could possibly eat. The village pulled out all the stops to welcome me. One of the highlights of my visit to Daduwa was to meet Suchendra Gurung. one of my former students from a Buddhist background who has opened his home for the first church to be started in Daduwa.’ Evelyn died in India on 21 August 2007, a few days after suffering a severe stroke. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed was the October 2007 issue: ‘I am trying to adjust to life without Evelyn. She always enjoyed good health and was very active. Her passing into the Presence of the Lord was so sudden. We are glad that she did not linger long. I am staying with Ian and Wendy in the Nilgiri Hills in South India. I plan to continue staying in India and will continue to be involved at the James Harvey Memorial School. Ian and Wendy join me in thanking you for the many Cards and e-mails we have received expressing your love and support for us at this time and for all of you who have upheld us with your prayers which have meant so much to us.’ For Andrew’s testimony, see CD under his name.


� Alan and Mrs Charlotte Davis went with the World Wide Evangelisation Crusade to the Gold Coast  (now Ghana) in 1950, doing leprosy control. When that country became independent and was renamed Ghana, they transferred to full-time Government Service in charge of a large number of leprosaria. Mr Davis is now (1969) on the staff of the Leprosy Mission and plans to go overseas again shortly, this time to Central Thailand. He was financially supported from the beginning, she from c1975. He served in the Royal Scots for seven years in the 1939-45 war. Demobilized in 1946, he joined the Chapel in December 1946, trained at Cliff College for two years from 1946 and obtained his Certificate in Religious Knowledge, and was called to missionary service through a visit of Chapel missionary Mrs Mary Harrison to the College while he was a student there. (Record, 1947, pp. 7, 153; 1949, p. 188.) He joined the Worldwide Evangelistic Crusade and went to Ghana in January 1950, where he founded a leprosy colony. He transferred to government service in Ghana in 1957. His wife did not join the Chapel until September 1964. At the Ter-Jubilee in 1958, he and his wife were described in the Conference brochure as: ‘Mr and Mrs Alan Davis worked with the WEC in Gold Coast from 1950. When it became independent as Ghana they transferred to full-time Government service in charge of a large number of leprosaria, that they might better do the work of the Kingdom.’ Both in 1965 list as not receiving financial support (because they were in government employment). The contract in Ghana ended in 1968, so they joined the Leprosy Mission and were sent to Central Thailand in 1969, On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. He retired in February 1987 and died on 13 October of that year. Obituary in Record, January1988, pp. 9-10. Reports in the Record: 1950, p. 27 (testimony and valediction in December 1949; 1950, p. 29 (sailed, 10 January 1950), 1950, p. 155; 1951, pp. 94, 157, 1952, p. 13 (married in Gold Coast, April 1952), pp. 88, 94, 141, home for his treatment, 1952, pp. 157, 178; 1953, p. 12; daughter, 1953, p. 78; return, 1953, p. 137; deputation, 1954, p. 11; return, February 1954, pp. 29, 45, 92, 105 (daughter), 121. � Call and commenced training in spring 1951 at Ridgelands Bible College, Kent, for service with EMMS at Nazareth. (Record, 1951, pp. 58, 76, 121, 140, 157; 1952, p.13; 1953, p.65; 1954, p.10 (home); 1955, p.197). Still at home in November 1955, because ill, but working here. May have been the first Chapel missionary to go to mission station by air. Christmas 1956 list has ‘At home – for indefinite period’.


�  Rev. Ted Emmett came into contact with the Chapel while on national service during the Second World War. Baptised in the Chapel on 27 May 1946 and joined on 2 June. In autumn 1947, Arts course at Edinburgh University in conjunction with Baptist Theological College of Scotland for ministry. Married to Miss Margaret MacCallum (Record, 1946, p. 104; 1947, p. 169). While studying in Edinburgh, his young wife, Margaret, died in the Edinburgh Royal Infirmary on 22 March 1948 (Record, 1948, p. 58). He graduated MA (Record, 1950, p. 185) and was accepted by the Sudan Interior Mission (Record, 1951, p. 58) for Nigeria, early 1951; next entry says to sail in July for French West Africa. (Record, 1951, pp. 58, 76.)  He was ordained and valedicted in June 1951 (Record, 1951, p. 108). He had led the Longstone Junior Sunday School. He was sent by the Mission in 1951 to do pastoral work and evangelistic work in Dahomey, French West Africa, (now the Republic of Benin), financially supported by the Chapel. While working there he married Adrianna (in America, Record, 1951, p. 141; 1952, p. 14), an American missionary, and they had three children, Christine (Record, 1952, pp. 138, 141), Carolyn (Record, 1957, pp. 61, 124), and Stephen . She was not a member and so not financially supported. Other reports in the Record, 1953, pp. 50, 161; 1954, p. 54; furlough, December 1954, Record, 1954, p. 189; 1955, pp. 8, 43, then to America for her, 1955, p. 197, he returned, 1956, p. 45.) In 1956, they moved to Switzerland, where they ran the SIM Swiss office and mission headquarters and recruited and trained workers for the mission for the French-speaking African people. Reports, Record, 1958, pp. 12, 61; 1959, p. 156; 1960, p. 123 (Edinburgh), 1961, pp. 125, 142, 1961, pp. 52, 125, 142, 1962, pp. 77, 110, 141; 1963, pp. 28, 93, 108; 1964, January, p. 22, September, p. 21, December, p. 22; 1965, May, p. 23; 1966, February p. 21; 1967, May, p. 21. They were then (? when) transferred back to Abidjan, West Africa, where Ted was responsible for the production and distribution of scriptures and Christian literature in French for the many French-speaking countries of West Africa. At the Ter-Jubilee in 1958, he was described in the Conference brochure as: ‘Rev. Edward S. Emmett, M.A., and his wife, Adrianna, have been working with the S.I.M. since 1951, doing pastoral and evangelistic work at Dahomey, French West Africa, in a parish of 70,000 who are mostly animistic Pila tribes people.’ In 1965 list, they were in Switzerland on home assignment, he received financial support, she did not. Reports in the Record, 1968, January and August; 1969, May and June; 1970, January, 1971, February; 1973, January and April – daughter Christina at Bible College in the USA – 1973, January and June (photo); 1974 (3 letters);  1975 (2), 1976 (3); 1977 (5); 1978 (3). In the Ivory Coast in 1979; on the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. Letters in the Record 1979 to 1985 inclusive; then 1987 (from the Ivory Coast), 1987 and 1988. Assumed retrial age at 65and because that was the last report from the Ivory Coast. Second wife (her autobiography is in the Record, May 1994, p.6) died on 22 January 1994 after a long time as cripple, obituary in Record, May 1994, p. 6. He died in Switzerland on 16 November 2005, aged 83.


�  Mabel McLean RCN, SCM, Nursing Admins. Certificate, joined the Chapel in 1946 while doing her general nursing at the Deaconess Hospital in Edinburgh and offered herself for missionary service in 1949. She was valedicted in December 1951 to go to Raxaul in India with the Regions Beyond Missionary Union in 1952, as a supported Chapel missionary and was then seconded to the United Mission to Nepal Medical Centre. She was engaged in teaching student nurses and supervising nursing staff. At the Ter-Jubilee in 1958, she was described in the Conference brochure as: ‘Miss Mabel McLean, S.R.N., S.C.M., has been with the R.B.M.U. in India since 1952. At their hospital in Raxaul, she is in touch with four different tribes, and sees the testimony in the wards reaching into the hearts of her patients. A new extension of the maternity block will give added opportunity and responsibility.’  (Record, 1949, p. 89; 1952, pp. 27 (c.v.), 109, 174; 1953, pp. 50, 161; 1954, pp. 27, 174; 1955, p. 123; 1957, pp. 13, 45, 142 (home); 1958, pp. 27 (return), 46, 108, 157; 1959, pp. 62, 77, 110; 1960, pp. 62, 109, 140, 157; 1961, pp. 30, 61; 1962, pp. 46, 110, 126; 1963, p. 30 (home), 1964, December, p. 22; 1965, November, p. 22; 1966, March, p. 20, April, p. 21, December, p. 21; 1967, May, p. 21; 1968, April, p. 23, July, p. 23, October, p. 22 (home); 1969, August, p. 23 (return), November, p. 23; 1970, January, March, August; 1971, June, September; 1972, April; 1973, January, April, May (2), June (home, ill), September, December). After furlough in 1973, she went to the Tansen Hospital in Nepal, to assume responsibility for teaching community health, particularly to nurses and midwives. Letters in Record every year from 1974 to 1981, up to 5 a year; no letters after 1981. On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. Also ‘Mabel McLean’ on CD. She went back to Nepal for six months in 1987-8, after retiring as matron of Beulah, to set up programmes. On retired list, 1998.


� SRN, SCM. Offered for missionary service and Mrs. Baxter advised her to spend two further years in preparation, this time at Mount Hermon, so she started there in September 1949 (Record, 1949, p. 73) and finished there in July 1951. (Record, 1951, pp. 73, 76.)  Valediction and testimony on 23 March 1952 (Record, 1952, p. 142) and further reports in 1952, pp. 65, 146, 1954, p. 124. Home because mother was unwell, November 1954 (Record, 1954, pp. 185, 189, 197. Her mother lived in Heriot and could not get to the Chapel morning service because of no public transport on Sunday morning. Christmas 1956 list has ‘At home – for indefinite period’.


�  Donald was the son of missionary parents and was brought up in the Chapel, lodging with an aunt, Miss Graham, and they gave hospitality for three years to the Chinese student, Mr. Teng. (See main text for 1950). Donald was prominent in the Scouts (a leading senior Scout (Record, 1948, p. 166) and other youth work in the Chapel in late 1940s. He heard the ‘call’ to missionary service (Record, December 1949 and 1950, p. 13), followed by training in training at CIM HQ in April 1951 (Record, 1951, pp. 76, 154). After military service and a pastorate in a Baptist Church, he went with the Overseas Missionary Fellowship to Malaysia in 1952., valediction from the Chapel (Record, 1952, p. 155). He was ‘farewelled’ at Waverley Station on 23 September 1952 and sailed from Southampton on the SS Carthage for Singapore. Reports in the Record, 1953, pp. 49, 81, 144; 1984, pp. 45, 124; 1955, pp. 46, 108, 123; 1956, pp. 13, 158; 1957, pp. 13, 60, 76. Furlough in 1957-8, Record, 1957, pp. 114, 143, 154; 1958, p. 42. Returned to Far East in 1958 in November 1958, (Record, p. 158), reports in Record, 1959, pp. 61, 77, 109, 158 and 1960, pp. 46, 78, 110, 141, 158, 189; 1961, pp. 45, 93, 158. He met his wife Mildred, an Australian, on the field - she had sailed to China in 1947. He was financially supported by the Chapel; she was not, not being a member. Marriage, Record, 1962, p. 46, further reports in the Record pp. 77, 190; 1963, pp. 30, 93, 174; 1964, March, p. 31. In 1964, they were transferred to the London Headquarters, where Donald was Deputation Secretary and Mildred was in charge of the Mission. Reports in the Record, 1964, April, p. 23, October, p. 21, 1965, January, p. 21, April, p. 21, October, p. 21, 1966, January, p. 22, 1967, February, p. 21, May 1968 but nothing in 1969. Letters in January and June 1970, then August reported their return to Malaysia, another letter in December. Chronology a little bit difficult to follow in 1971, as it is not clear if they went to Malaysia in August 1970 or merely reported their intention of doing so next year. Letter in February 1971, and then from Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, in July 1971. Letters in Record, June, August, November, December 1972, July, August and December 1973.They were on furlough for six months from mid-December, 1973 and then returned to Malaysia for at least two years.Letters in Record 1974 (four), 1975 (three), 1976 (three) and 1977 (four). In November 1978  they went to Hong Kong, letters in 1979 (two), 1980 (five), regularly through to 1987. No more excerpts from Record have been collected here’.  Present Member on Missionary Service’ in 1958 Ter-Jubilee booklet. Mr Donald Fleming, in Malaya since 1952 with the CIM, O.M.F., has been working in the ‘New Villages’. The children especially gather round when the front of his house is opened out on its hinges, and evangelistic services are held facing onto the street.’  Mildred was admitted to membership of the Chapel in March 1978, as she now had no other church connection, but she does not seem ever to have been formally welcomed and it was on the basis that she was not to be on the financial support list. (Elders’ Minute, 1 March 1978). Mildred was, however, on the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980, as was Donald, on the same basis. In 1970, led the work in Malaya, then 9 years later to lead the work in Hong Kong and Taiwan. Retired to the U.K. in 1983, but found themselves in charge of the work in Scotland for 3 years, based in Glasgow. They retired to Moniaive in 1986, but Mildred died in November 1991. Donald returned to Hong Kong in June 1993 and worked there, or in Macau, until final retirement in the summer of 2006. 1997 report: ‘Donald had retired from overseas work but continued to represent OMF in Scotland. He was asked to return overseas in 1993 and has been working in the Hong Kong Office. He returned to Hong Kong at the beginning of January 1997 after a few months on home assignment.’ His report, January 2004. ‘My first memory in life, is looking down from a window on a street in Hong Kong, full of Chinese men wearing blue jeans, pulling rickshaws to and fro. My first missionary, Mildred Cable, preaching in a Leith Church about the Gobi Desert. My first real prayer, at about 8: "Will You please put it right for me". At age about 23, my first open acknowledgement of knowing God wanted me to be a missionary as I stood to my feet in CBC, one Sunday morning. The way did not open for about 7 years, with 2 years study and training in CIM, followed by 8 months as minister of a small Baptist Church in North Shields, 3 sermons a week, for £5. Then, Sept 1952, the SS Carthage, Southampton to Singapore, a train up through the Malaysian jungle to Chinese villages there for 5 years, learning to preach in Hakka. Married Mildred from Sydney in Singapore, where we got visas for the countries of East Asia, as God sent hundreds of workers to the "New Fields". 30 years later, after working in Hong Kong and Taiwan, Mildred went on ahead of me to heaven, and I returned to Hong Kong and Macau where I look after the office and provide support for the small team of OMF members here.’ Donald finally retired to Moniaive in summer 2006, but attended Chapel events from time to time, e.g., spoke at the Friday Men’s Fellowship in June 2007. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Retired from serving with OMF in Asia. In June I had a great visit from Bing, the leader of my English class in the '80s. He was in Europe for a 6 weeks course, and stayed with me for 1 night. His Mum phoned while we were visiting friends on a hill top, and a convenient Radio mast meant she got through for the first time. As I saw him off at Dumfries Station, I said, "Write me a letter when you come to the Lord."


� Mildred Fleming is on 1984 retirement scheme, with starting date of 1978. For details, see her husband, Donald. Appreciation of her in the Record, January 1992, pp.5-6: ‘We first met when Mildred joined CIM Language School in central China in 1947. From there she was designated to West Sichuan and was there when the area was ‘liberated’ by the communist army in December 1949. By 1951, missionary work in China was no longer allowed, and Mildred returned home to Australia. In 1953 Mildred joined the CIM/OMF team in Malaya. This involved learning other dialects and working under ‘emergency’ restrictions, including curfews. Mildred had many gifts and was always willing to go where needed, so when the call came in 1961 to help in the Singapore Mission Home, she responded willingly. While there she and Donald recognised God’s plan for them to be united in marriage, and this took place in 1962. Some time later they were both needed at H.Q. in London, and Mildred’s ministry there was greatly appreciated. 1970 found Donald and Mildred in the leadership of the Mission in Malaya, and after nine years there they were appointed to the leadership of the work in Hong Kong and Taiwan. In 1983 they returned to U.K. to enjoy well-earned retirement, but instead found themselves in charge of the work in Scotland. For the next three years they lived in Glasgow, and the work involved much travel, as well as administration and hospitality, but it was always done with great dedication and self-sacrifice. They also had a greatly appreciated ministry among students and others in Glasgow. At last, in 1986, they were able to retire to their own home in Moniaive. Now Mildred has responded to the call to Higher Service, and there must be many, many people in all these places praising God for her willing, selfless service through all these years.’ (Marjorie Sommerville)


�  Miss Dorothy Somerville, MA, was brought up in the Chapel. She graduated from Edinburgh University and went to Nigeria with the Sudan United Mission in 1953. First mentioned on the 1954 list at Record, 1954, p. 20. At the Ter-Jubilee in 1958, she was described in the Conference brochure as: ‘Miss Dorothy J. Somerville, M.A., has been engaged in teacher training at Gindiri College, Nigeria, with the S.U.M. since 1953. A vital work in a vital place, with tremendous opportunities to help mould the character of a nation.   She was engaged in teaching evangelists and their wives at Bible Schools.  (Record, 1952, p. 178 (waiting to go); 1953, pp. 22 (valedicted), 113; 1955, p. 46; 1956, pp. 9 (home), 25, 29, 61, 89, 93, 110 (return), 173; 1957, pp. 45, 157, 189; 1958, p. 123; 1959, pp. 41, 77; 1960, pp. 62, 174; 1961, pp. 29, 46; 1962, pp. 141 (return), 174; 1963, pp. 45, 108, 141, 190. 1964, February, p. 21, April, p. 21, October, p. 21, December, p. 21; 1965, March, p. 21, August, p. 20 (home), October, pp. 14, 22; 1966, March, p. 23, April, p. 22, May, p. 23; 1967, March, p. 22, August, p. 22, December, p. 23; 1968, March, p. 23, June, p. 22, August, p. 23; 1969, August, p. 23 (return), September, p. 22; 1970, March and November, at home to be with her mother; during her year at home, she worked as the Chapel deaconess, and then returned to her work in  Jos, Nigeria in September 1972 (Record, October, November, December; 1973, February, May, June, September;  Financially supported before and after her year as deaconess, salaried as deaconess. Letters in Record, 1974 (3), 1975 (5), 1976 (8), 1977 (3). Not on 1978 missionary list. Transferred her membership to the Evanton Church of Scotland in October 1979. Died there on 20 June 2005.


� Miss Johan Smith joined the Chapel in November 1954. She had a short assignment in the Transkei, Southern Africa,  from March 1955, then came home for further training in early 1956. After further training at the WEC College in Glasgow in 1958, which she completed in 1959, she nursed in Ross-shire while considering further service in Africa. (Ter-Jubilee booklet; Record, 1954, p. 185; 1956, p. 29; 1959, p. 122.) Second spell with the South African Baptist Missionary Society in Transvaal; her testimony. Record, 1955, p. 57 and also1960, p.158; routine reports at 1960, p. 189; 1962, p. 46; 1963, pp. 77, 189; 1964, May, p. 21, July, p. 21 (home). In 1965 list, but not financially supported. ‘Served for a number of years with the Baptist Missionary Society of South Africa, nursing m the hospital at Hammanskraal, near Johannesburg, and thereafter at a hospital in Zambia for 9 months.’ In Record, March 1966, p. 22, nursing here and not known if she would return to Africa. Return to  South Africa, 1967 Record, February, p. 23, December, p. 22. In September 1968, she had an opportunity of further study in Sheffield. England, to bring her up to date with� modern nursing methods and she was there in 1969 (Record, January 1969, p. 23), hoping to return to Zambia thereafter, but she married David Gladstone on 28 February 1970 and went with him to Papua New Guinea in June 1970. She resigned from the Chapel in order to join her husband’s Baptist church in the south. She was not supported after that, and she was not on any further list. 


� Miss Fanny Cluness, MA, BD, B.Ed, trained in Edinburgh as a teacher. Baptized and joined the Chapel, Record, 1956, pp. 169, 184, and went immediately to Kenya under the International Guide Commission. Never financially supported by the Chapel, but reports in the missionary pages of the Record, 1957, pp. 156, 173; 1958, pp. 94, 157; 1959, pp. 30, 41. In the 1957 Record, p. 28, she is one of four in a new category, ‘In secular employment for missionary service’. ‘Present Member on Missionary Service’ in 1958 Ter-Jubilee booklet, which adds ‘Guides Commissioner’. At the Ter-Jubilee in 1958, she was described in the Conference brochure as: ‘Miss Fanny Cluness, MA, BD, BEd, is in Kenya under the International Guides Commission, and is responsible for all Guide Training Programmes in the Colony. In touch with many different creeds and nationalities, she has great opportunities to present the value of Christ’s influence in character training.’ To Peru with the Free Church of Scotland, (Deacons’ Minute 13 January 1960, Record, October 1965, p. 22, 1969, p. 23.) Not clear how long she was in Peru, but she taught in the Chogoria Girls’ High School in Kenya and came on furlough from there between July and December 1970, and then, since 1970, taught in a multi-racial, inter-denominational mixed junior Kikuyu school in Kenya, a pioneer project in co-opera�tion that was attracting much interest. She transferred from it (Mosoriot) to Eldoret. She also had good oppor�tunities to witness in Guides and CU. Reports in the Record, January and July 1972, April and July 1973, two in 1974 (furlough April to autumn 1974), four in 1975, three in 1976. Home for good in 1976.


� Miss Kitty L. Lange joined the Chapel in October 1954.Her biography is in the Record, 1958, p. 123. She was Dutch and taught domestic science for ten years in Njimegan. She was converted while on holiday in Germany in 1933 and was then used of God in blessing to her High School pupils. This continued until 1944, despite official opposition, when she was prematurely retired on account of ill health. Subsequently she saw many of the Allied troops converted through meetings in her home and she commenced evangelistic work, which was continued by the European Evangelistic Crusade when she came to Scotland in 1948. Here, two operations restored her health and she returned to Holland in May 1957. She remained a member of the Chapel, ‘as in no other church have I met similar prayer fellowship.’ A chance meeting in Holland brought her into touch with the Nurses’ Christian Fellowship, and she was drawn to the need for personal work among Dutch hospital nurses, encouraging individuals to band together for Bible study and evangelistic work. Full report in Record, 1958, p. 124; Deacons’ Minute, 18 June 1958; she returned to her native Holland, to be on the missionary prayer list but not receiving financial support, but from Deacons’ Minute 23 July 1958, she was supported. At the Ter-Jubilee in 1958, she was described in the Conference brochure as: ‘Miss Kitty Lange is our sole representative on the European Continent. Of Dutch extraction she recently returned to Holland to work among hospital nurses, encouraging individuals to band together for Bible study and evangelistic work. Already several such groups have been formed.’ Reports in the Record, 1959, pp. 78, 158; 1960, pp. 46, 94; 1961, p. 29; 1962, pp. 110, 158; 1964, February, p. 22, April, p. 21, August, p. 21, November, p. 21, December, p. 23; 1965, August, p. 21, October, p. 21; 1966, February, p. 23, April, p. 22, May, p. 21, July, p. 21, August, p. 21, October, p. 22, November, p. 22. In 1965 list, financially supported by Chapel. She also duplicated Bible study notes and translated Daily Light into Dutch. Reports from Baarn, Holland, in the Record, 1967, January, p. 22, March, p. 22, April, p. 23, August, p. 22; 1968, March, July, August, October and November; 1969, February, May, August and October; 1970, January, April, June, August and November; 1971, January; 1972, April, June, July and December; 1973, February, August, October and December; 1974, four letters; 1975, six letters; still there, letters in 1978, 1979 and 1980. On the list of ‘missionaries from the Chapel who have retired from overseas service’ in 1980, not supported. Said to be aged 84 in December 1978. On list for Christmas cards, 1985. Died 1 August 1990. Obituary in the Record, October 1990 p. 5. ‘Kitty was first introduced to some of us around the late fifties. She was a most loyal and devoted servant of Jesus Christ with whom one enjoyed rich fellowship. After a number of years of service spent in and around the Chapel she went back to her native Holland. She continued to keep in touch by regular correspondence. When no longer able to write as the result of an accident, affecting both neck and arm, she continued to contact us by telephone. Often at our monthly Monday night prayer meeting Mr Ian Finlayson would announce "I've just had a phone by Kitty assuring us of her prayerful interest." She never failed to remember that meeting! Kitty shared a flat with her friend Nel to whom she was most devoted. She visited Nel faithfully when she became hospitalized. On one occasion three of us, from the Chapel, spent a week in Holland and decided to visit Kitty and Nel. We enjoyed fellowship over a cup of tea. To add to the pleasure, she insisted on driving us, in her own car, all the way to our guest house in Harlem. She got back rather late to her own home, so great was her joy at meeting members from the Chapel whom she knew so well. Her chief ministry was amongst the nurses whom she contacted while in hospital. To them she was made a blessing.’


� Morag (maiden name, Dickenson) was a Chapel member, her husband was not. She had Christian parents, not Chapel people, but she came to Charlotte Chapel as a student, was baptized and joined, qualified as a doctor and responded to a missionary call at Keswick in 1956; she heard then about the Qua Iboe Mission, and met Dr Murray Ross, who was about to leave with the Mission. They became engaged and married, his brother Sam marrying Morag’s sister Una, a nurse, and all four went to Nigeria. Drs Murray and Morag Ross went to Nigeria in 1956 and 1959 respectively. (Record, 1959, p. 108.) Murray was engaged with surgery and general hospi�tal work, Morag in women's and children's medical work, and rural health. Children: (ages in 1973) were Fiona (13), Andrew (11), Susan (10) and Allison (9). In 1969 (not supported), on the staff of the Haile Sellassie University, Addis Ababa. In 1965 list, with husband, but neither receiving financial support. Visited Edinburgh and occasional contact in 1979 and 1980, but no suggestion of being described as Chapel missionaries at that time. However, letters appeared in the Record from time to time in the missionary section – Record, 1960, pp. 45, 174; 1961, p. 174; 1962, p. 46 (home); May 1964, p.21, December, p. 23; July 1965, p. 22 (home); 1966, March, p.20, May, p.23; 1967, April, p.23, August, p.22, November, p.21, December, p.22; 1968, she in Leicester, he in Biafra, letters, February, p.22, April, p.22 (home). In Addis Ababa, Ethiopia in 1969, (Record, May, p.21, September, p.22, September, p.23 (home); 1970, July, 1971, February and April 1971); letters in 1973, still ‘our missionary’, August and December, when he was Associate Professor of Obstetrics in the University of Ethiopia in Addis Ababa, home in August 1975. A letter in the Record in February 1993, p. 16, from Durban, reported that ‘Sam’ (Morag called her husband ‘Sam’, which is confusing as his real name was Murray and her brother-in-law really was Sam) had retired from the medical school in January 1992, aged 60, and now had had a year with the Christian Medical Fellowship (details in the report) and that Morag was still full time at McCord’s as senior medical officer in obstetrics. The writer met the real Sam and his wife Una in South Carolina in November 2003, where they had settled, still active in mission work in a supporting role in America.


� Miss Enid Russell was with the Bible and Medical Missionary Fellowship from 1960 to 1973, firstly in India and then, from 1961, at the United Mission Medical Centre in Nepal. She was a nursing sister, specializing in pediatrics and midwifery, later Nursing Superintendent. See ‘Enid Russell’ on the CD.


� See ‘Sheila Masterton’ on the CD.


� Mrs Evelyn McGregor was with the Dorothea Mission in South Africa from October 1963, with the specific ministry of evangel�ism in urban townships, and Bible correspondence courses and Bible study groups. Reports in the Record: 1963, pp. 126, 178; 1964, March, p. 22, June, p. 22, October, p. 21; 1965, January, p. 21, April, p. 21, May, p. 22, October, p. 22; 1966, March, p. 20, May, p. 21, August, p. 22, October, p. 21, December, p. 21; Daughter: Eleanor. In 1965 list, financial support. Home in Record, 1967, January  p. 21. Silence from 1967 to 1971. 1971, August,  returned to Africa with the Dorothea Mission. Pretoria, letters in Record, 1971, August, September, November. In Pretoria in January 1972, but not on Christmas list, 1972. Not mentioned, 1973. Transferred from Chapel to Duncan Street Baptist Church in 1978 as she lived on that side of the city; still Church Secretary late 2004.


� Don and Mrs Meryl Linquist. Meryl, a registered nurse and midwife, was the elder daughter of Alan Redpath. They had been accepted by the Africa Inland Mission before Alan came to Edinburgh, but Meryl joined the Chapel and was a supported missionary. Husband, Don, never a member, so not supported. She was commissioned from the Chapel in July1965, to the Central African Republic. Reports in the Record, 1965, April, p. 21, August, p. 20,  September, p. 22; 1966, January, p. 22 (arrived in Central African Republic), March, p. 21, August, p. 21; 1967, February, p. 21, June, p. 21, December, p. 23. Don worked among boys and Meryl supervised dispensary work and midwifery cases, and also worked among girls. Reports in the Record in 1967, February, p. 21, June, p. 21, December, p. 23; 1968, August, p. 21; 1969, January, p. 23, June, p. 23, August, p. 23 and December, p. 23. They came back to Edinburgh during on their first furlough in 1969, but when her parents moved south, and with Don’s family and support being in America, their 1973 furlough had to be divided among three places. They had three children, Carolyn, Bruce and Craig. Reports in the Record in 1970, May, July, August, October’ 1971, August; 1973, February, July (furlough in the USA), October and December. Letters in 1973 (three), 1975 (six), 1976 (four), 1977 (three), 1978 (one). On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. Following Don’s death on 30 January 1984, when he was crushed when a vehicle that he was repairing on the mission station at Obo collapsed onto him, Meryl left the Africa Inland Mission in 1986 and went to California, where she married a widower, Don Wilson, on 27 February 1988. News of the new family (three children from each) in the Record, November 1988, pp. 10-11.Further details are under ‘Alan Redpath’s family’ on the CD. Letters from Meryl over the years to 2007 are in the Alan Redpath box in the Chapel archives.


� In training, Record, 1957, p. 155; married (Record, 1959, p. 105). To Perth to teach, September 1961, transferred membership to Perth (Elders’ Minute, 20 September 1961). Rejoined the Chapel in 1965 (Record, December, p. 14). In 1965 list, for financial support. Valedicted  and reports in the Record, 1965, March, pp. 21-2, July, p. 21, October, p. 22, November, p. 21; 1966,  January,  p. 22, April, p. 21, June, p.21, July, p. 21, September, p. 22, November, p. 22; 1967, March, p. 21, May, p. 23; 1968, at Egbe, letters in March and August, 1968 (home in August report), returned in August 1969, report in September, 1969,  and 1970, January, March, May, September, October, and 1971, April, May and December, 1972, April, May, July, September and December, and 1973, February, March, June and July. Précis: ‘Ian and Mrs Sheila Finlayson were with the Sudan Interior Mission in Nigeria from 1965. He taught senior secondary boys at Titcombe College, and Sheila assisted at the General Hospital. They returned to Nigeria on 29 June, 1969, after their first furlough.’


� To BTI for two year missionary course, CC grant, autumn 1957,  Record, 1957, p. 155; 1959, p. 59, married Finlayson. See him for next steps.


� Angus and Eve Noble went to the Philippines with the Overseas Missionary Fel�lowship in 1963. For details of how she got there, see entry for Eve Noble. He had joined the Chapel in December 1958. (Record, 1959, p. 8) and started the two-year Diploma Course at the BTI in Glasgow (Record, 1960, p. 155). He went to the Philippines in 1963 (Record, 1963, pp. 14, 62, 78, 107, 157, 190.) On 1964 list, he financially supported, wife not supported until 1970. Angus was Production Manager for OMF Publishers, Manila, supervising design and edit�ing and also the selling through bookshops, and preaching and church planting. Eve ran the Mission Home there. (Record, 1964, January, p. 21, May, p. 21, July, p. 21, September, p. 21; 1965, January, p. 22 (married), May, p. 21, October, p. 21; 1966, March, p. 20, April, p. 22, October, p. 21; 1967, February, p. 22, April, p. 21, November, p. 21; 1968, June, p. 23 (first furlough), August, p. 21 (return), September, p. 22, October, p. 22, November, p. 22; 1969, January, March. October and November; 1970, April. June and November; 1971, February and August, 1972, May, July, October, November; 1973, February.) He returned to the United Kingdom in May 1972, and she followed in November 1972, to enable Angus to undertake two years of theological studies at the Free Church of Scotland College (no OMF support from October 1972 to August 1976), which he completed successfully. A theological question arose when, after spending four years at the Free Church College, Angus felt called to pastoral, teaching and preaching ministry in the missionary situation. The elders recognized that this was a natural development of God’s earlier call to him to go to the Philippines with the Overseas Missionary Fellowship in 1963, but the problem was that both he and the Mission felt it would be helpful if he was formally ordained to the Christian ministry and addressed as ‘Reverend’. When Angus first went in 1963, there was a commissioning service in the Chapel, at which he was set apart by the laying-on of hands by Alan Redpath and some of the elders. Was that not in itself an act of ordination to the ministry of the gospel?  In one sense it was, but in another sense it was not, because in Baptist churches in Scotland at that time, ordination was only to the pastoral ministry of a church in this country. It was decided that Angus should be ‘commissioned’, following the form of an ordination to local Baptist pastoral ministry, specifically commending him for pastoral ministry abroad but not repeating (as would normally have happened at an ordination), the laying-on of hands. The elders were concerned not to detract from the significance of what had been done in 1963. The commissioning took place during the service on Sunday morning, 22 August 1976. (Record, July 1976, p.3. Elders’ Minutes, 4 February, 3 March, 7 April and 5 May, 1976.)  In June 1976 Angus and Eve returned with the two children, Alison and Ian, to Batangas City, where they engaged in church planting (establishing a church, with its own property. elders and a pastor) and had ‘open house’ for new missionaries attending the language school there. (Record, 1976 (one letter), 1977 (four), 1978 (six), 1979 (two), 1980 (six), every year through to 1988,  On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. Angus became Superintendent for the Batangas area and then Field Director for the Philippines, responsible for 198 missionaries there. They retired from the Philippines in July 1992 for his wife’s health. They had had 25 homes in their 29 years with OMP, and gave generous hospitality at all times. Angus became Assistant to Pastor in Charlotte Chapel, 1 January 1993. 1997 report: ‘After serving with OMF in the Philippines for a number of years Angus and Eve returned to the United Kingdom where Angus took up the role of Assistant Pastor in Charlotte Baptist Chapel. In April 1996 Angus became East of Scotland OMF Representative until his retirement in September 1997.’ See also entry under his wife (next) and under Ian Prescott.


� Eve was converted through the Sunday School in her home church in Derbyshire and ‘called’ to missionary service a few weeks later. She was baptized in the East London Tabernacle while training as a nurse in London. She qualified as SRN, SCN, and went to the Bible Training Institute in Glasgow in 1961.While there, she met her future husband, Angus, and they applied separately to the Overseas Missionary Fellowship. They agreed to become engaged only if both were accepted – which they were. OMF policy was not to accept marriage until each had served for two years, so they proceeded separately to the Philippines in 1963, and were assigned to different locations, meeting only when a chaperone was present. The rules were relaxed, and they married in the Philippines in September 1964, taking their vows in the local language, Tegalog. Apart from the home leave mentioned under Angus’ entry, they were engaged with OMF for 29 years. She became a full member of the Chapel in December 1972. The retirement scheme says that she started in 1976 – i.e., during their 2nd spell. They were on the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. She was particularly involved in starting a Nurses Christian Fellowship in the Philippines and in advising younger missionaries. They returned to Scotland in 1992. She died on 22 July 2007 in Edinburgh, after several years of a distressing illness and incapacity.


� Miss Mary Wight, MA, trained as a teacher in Edinburgh, and taught for several years in the Junior Department of the Longstone Sunday School and Guides. Training grant given, (Deacons’ Minute, 25 October, 1961). She went with the African Inland Mission to a teaching appointment in Kenya in 1965, sailed March 1955, supported, initially teaching senior primary classes in a mission school and then teaching at a Government Girls` School, to which she was seconded by AIM. ‘Narok is in a remote area and she exercised a strategic influence at the school. She also fosters babies (when the mother has died) and uses this ministry to get in touch with the families. She also runs Guides, Brownies and Young Sowers’ League.’ Reports in the Record, 1965, March, April, June, August, October, November; 1966, February, May, August, November; 1967, February, p. 21, June, p. 21; 1968, March, p. 23, May, p. 21, October, p, 21; 1969, January, p. 21, February, p. 22, June, p. 23, September, p. 22, October, p. 22; 1970, January and August; 1971, May, August and December; 1972, January, June, August, September, October, December; 1972, January, June, August, September, October, December; 1973, February, March, April, May (home), June (returned), July, August, September, October; 1974 (10 letters), 1975 (10), 1976 (11), 1977 (10), 1978 (10), 1979 (9), 1980 (12), and every year to 1988. On the financial support list, personal plus the usual Society support until 1973, then £50 personal only every quarter, none to the Society, because she was paid by the Kenya government and not by the missionary society, because she was teaching in a government school. 1997 report: ‘Mary went to Kenya in 1964 with Africa Inland Mission, teaching senior primary school and fostering a succession of African babies. She is now working with street children in Nairobi. Mary has a permanent foster son, Andrew Kaman (this is not a surname!) (dob 8 June 1980) and also cares for another boy, Abdullai (dob 20 October 1985).’ She retired to Peebles in December 2001.


� Miss Gudrun Nessler came into contact with the Chapel while working as an au pair at Dr. Redpath’s home. She had trained as a teacher in Germany before coming to the BTI in Glasgow. She joined the Chapel in September 1964 (Record, October, 1964, p. 18.) She went to Austria in 1965 with the European Christian Mission, supported by the Chapel. (accepted by them, Record, May 1965, p. 22, valediction and testimaony, August, p. 19, November, p. 22.). Reports in the Record, 1966, January, p. 21, March, p. 21; 1967, March, p. 22, April, p. 23, November, p. 21, December, p. 23; 1968, February, p. 22, May, p. 22, August, p. 23; 1969, February, p. 21, April, p. 22, May, p. 23, September, p. 23; 1970, March and July; 1971, January and July; 1972, June, August, September, October, November, December.For some time she combined teaching with evangelistic work, but then (1973) devoted her whole time to outreach to adults, young people and children in Austria and Germany, by means of tapes, records, and in meetings and personal contacts. (Reports in the Record, 1973 through to 1988, almost every month of the year.) In 1980, she was working from the Evangelical Church in Dornbirn, on the border of Austria, Germany and Switzerland, in outreach (as described above). On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. 1997 report: Gudrun is with the European Christian Mission, involved in outreach work with the Evangelical Church in Dornbirn on the border of Austria, Germany and Switzerland. She visited Britain for a few weeks leave during May/June 1997. Her report, January 2004. Through my German/Lutheran background the seed of the search for God was sown. But there was no one around who witnessed of Christ’s saving power even though Free Church members were living in the same house. After finding peace with God with the help of a missionary in Germany, there was the desire to get to know the Bible well enough to be able to help others also searching for Truth. Listening to an exposition of Isa 6:8, the Lord’s call into service was heard clearly. Then Bible training in Glasgow, invitation into membership with CC, directed to the European Christian Mission for Austria. Disappointed: how could such a beautiful country with such nice people be a mission field? It is! The living Christ is known by under 1%. I was and am, with others, involved in church planting/building work as that is our Lord’s vision. 38 years in Austria: it’s been and is great – tough – encouraging – disappointing – breaking and making, and wonderful because of the reality of the faithfulness of Jesus! She retired from the European Christian Mission in 2003, but remained in Dornbirn, working with the local church. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – June 2007: Working with the local church in Austria. There certainly are encouragements in the church yet at the same time I've been concerned and frustrated for several years with the overall situation: folks are so concerned for themselves. They can momentarily be moved by a sermon or a missionary report only to fall back into the same patterns. Really alive and on fire are those (and right away under attack of the enemy) who make a point of witnessing to others "outside". It's our main area of losing out. As a church we have no witness to the world around. A Russian non Christian once summed it up, "If this fascinating Bible really is the truth then why are you Christians so passive?!"


� Miss Pat Frazer, SRN, SCM, MTD, came from Northern Ireland. She joined the Chapel while doing her midwifery training in Edinburgh, during Dr. Redpath’s ministry (Record, 1963, pp. 124, 139). After Bible Training at Redcliffe and at the Faith Mission Training Home in Edinburgh (Record, May 1965, p. 23), she went to the Shining Hospital, Pokhra, with the Nepal Evangelistic Bank (now International Nepal Fellowship) in 1966 (valediction and testimony, Record, November 1966, p. 20; 1967, March, p. 21, December, p. 22), financially supported by the Chapel. In 1977, she was seconded by INF to the Institute of Medicine in Kathmandu to teach qualified midwives to take senior posts in Nepalese hospitals. On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. Reports in the Record, from Pokhra, 1968, February, June and October, 1969, March and September,1970, March, April, September and October, 1971; February and May (home); 1972, June, July, August, September and December; 1973, February, April, June and August; 1974, four letters; 1975, one letter; 1976, three letters; 1977, two letters; 1978, two letters; 1979, two letters; 1980, one letter; nothing through to 1988; in Ireland, as retired, 1991 and 1993; 1997 and 1998 Christmas lists.


� Miss Ruth Lawson was brought up in Edinburgh and at the age of 18 went to learn nursing at the Leith Hospital and afterwards at the Western General. From 1963 to 1965 she studied at the Bible Train�ing Institute at Glasgow, to train for missionary service (Record, 1963, p. 172; Deacons Minute, 1 April 164) and then had nine months further experience in the theatre in the Western General Hospital. She was accepted by the Africa Inland Mission, probably for service in the Congo Republic, and hoped to leave for Congo during 1967. In the summer of 1966, she spent four months at Stanmore Baptist Church, Middlesex, as ‘lay church worker’, the equivalent of the Chapel’s deaconess. She was commissioned and gave her testimony in the Chapel on Sunday, 6 November 1966 (Record, 1966, November, p.16, December, p. 21) for service with the Africa Inland Mission, in the Congo Republic and left for London for a four-week intensive language course to be followed by further study in French in Switzerland. She then received training in Tropical Diseases in Belgium from March to July 1967. After a short while at home for final pre�paration, she left in the early autumn of 1967 for the Congo Republic. (Record, 1965, August, p. 20; 1966, September, p.22, December, p.21; 1967, March, p.21, November, p.21 In Central African Republic), December, p.22; 1968, March, May, July, October (at Obo); 1969, January; no further reports, so presumably home. Her name removed from the membership roll at her request in 1980 as she was now permanently in London.


� Miss Isobel Wood was brought up in Charlotte Chapel and attended the various organizations. She joined in 1964 (Record, November, 1974, p. 18, with biography). She left Edinburgh on 20 October 1968, financially supported by the Chapel, for a year's service in Teheran, Iran, with Operation Mobilisation. (Record, 1968, November, p. 23; 1969, March, p. 21, September, p. 21; 1970, January and May, still in Iran.) No letters in 1971. Letters in the Record, 1972, April and November, here for the November conference. After that she worked for an international organization in Kabul, Afghanistan (always described by the Chapel at this time as the ‘Middle East’ or ‘Central Asia’), starting in December 1972 and supported by the Chapel.No letters published in 1973. Letters in the Record in 1974 (3), 1975 (4), 1976 (3), 1978 (4), 1979 (3) 1980 (1) and all through to 1983, but none after that except late 1985. Retirement scheme in 1984 says started in 1968. On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. Married to Jan van Engelen, a member of the same mission, in March 1985. Required to leave Afghanistan in late 1985, considered going elsewhere but settled in Alness, northern Scotland. Visited Virginia, USA, for an outreach in April 1992 (Record, February 1992, missionary pages). Reported in the Record, May 1994, p. 8, that they had considered an offer to return to Afghanistan but had decided against.


� Miss Joan Wragg, M.A. trained as a teacher in England, did Bible Training at the BTI and came to the Chapel as deaconess. She went in October 1971 to teach at Kent Academy, Nigeria under the auspices of the Sudan Interior Mission. In 1973, she was teaching at Hillcrest, a school for missionaries' children in Jos. She came home for her first furlough in June 1974. She then returned to Nigeria to do language study in Kan, before returning to Kent Academy.


� Miss Helen Hislop, RGN, SCM, was from Yarrow in the Borders. She joined the Chapel in May 1966. After training at Capernwray Hall, she was encouraged to work as part of the Chapel pastoral team for two months, June and July 1972, to get to know people and to get known as she had been away for so long. She went to Sana in the Yemen in 1972 with the Red Sea Mission Team, financially supported from July 1972; letters in the Record, 1972, August, October and December; 1973, January, May, July, August, September, October, 1974, four letters, 1975, five letters. She worked (1975) as part of a medical team, moving into different areas, holding clinics and visiting homes. First furlough, 1975-6. Letters in the Record, 1976, 7 letters, 1977, I letter, 1978, 7 letters, 1979, 3 letters, 1980, 4 letters, also in 1981 to 1985 inclusive except 1982. On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. Engaged to Derek D’Sousa in April 1987, married on 15 October 1987, resigned from The Red ea Mission Team and so came off the Chapel’s missionary roll. (Missionary Committee Minute, 15 September 1987.) She asked to come off the membership roll in November 1993, as she was living in Sheffield; this was agreed with some reluctance, because it was not a transfer to another church there.


� Dr Janet Martin was converted at an early age and was brought up in the Chapel. She graduated MB,ChB at G1asgow University, after which she trained at Lebanon Missionary Bible College, Commissioned by the Qua Iboe Mission to Ochadamu, Nigeria in 1978, valedicted by the Chapel in January 1978, she shared responsibility for a General Dispensary, a Maternity Unit and Leprosy Unit, she also assisted in meetings for Nigerian teenagers, many of them hospital assistants (1980 report). Letters in the Record, nine in 1978, six in 1979, five in 1980, then every year to 1986, but nothing after that. On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. Seeking employment in this country for two years, February 1986, while considering further overseas service.


� Martin Inchley, B. Sc., Dip. Th., and Margaret Inchley, SRN, SCM, a teacher and a nurse, in membership, to spend March 1976 in the Chapel as part of their two year training at All Nations Bible College from October 1975. (Record, March 1976, p. 3; Elders’ Minute, 1 May 1974). Delay in their visas coming through, so they worked in the Chapel team until March 1978. They sailed for Brazil in June 1979 to work with the Evangelical Union of South America at Sao Carlos, studying Portugese with a view to Bible teaching. They expected to move to Central Brazil in 1981. Three boys, Iain (5), Christopher (3) and Simon (1) in 1980. On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. Advised for the sake of her health to return to Britain, where he would seek employment, arrived 17 December 1985. Letters in the Record, four in 1979, ten in 1980, letters from 1981 to 1986 inclusive, nothing after that.


� See husband, Martin Inchley. On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980.


� Audrey Harkness, RGN, SCM, was brought up in the Chapel and after qualifying, began studying in December 1970 to go to the EMMS hospital in Nazareth, She went there in May 1972, to nurse (Record, June 1972). She spent two and a half years in Nazareth and then went temporarily with the Sudan Interior Mission to Nigeria (Record, April 1977) and had five months in Benis with TEAR Fund. She started at the All Nations Bible College in 1978, and during her two years there she met her husband, Derek Newton. She married Derek in the Chapel in August 1979. Both worked for a while in the Chapel for experience. He was then an assistant pastor in England for 12 months. Commissioned by the Chapel in 1980, they went with OMF temporarily to Singapore in September 1980, with a view to obtaining visas for Indonesia, where they were for x years. Letters in the Record every year from 1980 onward, except 1986. He joined the Chapel in June 1996, just before they returned to the Far East and they were valedicted from the Chapel for a teaching ministry. 1997 report: Derek and Audrey went to Indonesia in 1980 with Overseas Missionary Fellowship (OMF), working in Torajaland, Sulawesi. They were in Sheffield for a few years where Derek studied for a PhD at Sheffield University, which he passed with honours. Derek joined the Chapel on 30 June 1996. In early July 1996 they moved to Manila, The Philippines, where Derek is teaching New Testament at the Asia Theological Seminary (ATM). They have two sons, Michael (dob 26 August 1983) and Stephen (dob 5 September 1985). The boys are attending Faith Academy. Their report, January 2004. My wife Audrey is a Scottish nurse and midwife, born in Edinburgh, trained in London and worked in Benin and Israel. I Derek am Manchester-born, educated at Durham University and I taught in West Malaysia and London. All of that was before we met at All Nations Christian College. Throughout the 1980s we worked with OMF International in Indonesia, me teaching Christian Education in a university, as well as training leaders for the Torajanese Protestant Church in Sulawesi, whilst Audrey worked with the ladies and gave time to our 2 boys, Michael and Stephen. Six years of Post-Graduate Biblical Studies for MA & PhD in Sheffield was followed by another shift to Manila [July 1996], where we both worked with OMF but seconded to Asian Theological Seminary – Audrey as Director for International Students and me as Lecturer in New Testament, Greek and Preaching. Our current assignment, still with OMF, is at ICC, Glasgow, where Audrey studies and I teach, as our lads work through tertiary education in between football and fishing. Report in cbcOnline in August 2007: ‘With OMF, Derek teaching and Audrey studying at ICC, Glasgow. The summer term at ICC Glasgow has passed in a blur of activity but we have survived and progress has been made with Audrey's MTh Dissertation. Stephen has completed his second year of Law studies at Aberdeen University. Michael is aiming to finish his Physics PhD at Edinburgh � HYPERLINK "http://Univ.in"�University in� the next 6-12 months. Derek is trying to write a new course on the Letter of James for teaching in Asia in 2008 but there are also needs over the summer to do much MTh admin at ICC and to get a complete break with the family in the second half of August.’ Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed was the October 2007 issue: ‘Audrey has been able to catch up with her thesis and has made good progress. Likewise Michael is entering the last year of writing up his PhD thesis in Physics. Stephen has completed his second year of Law at Aberdeen and now starts two more years in Honours. Amidst a heavy Autumn term of teaching, mentoring and admin at ICC, Derek will need to find time to prepare a new course on 'James' to be taught at ATS Manila in Jan-Feb 2008.’


� Miss Irene Murray, RGN, SC, MTD, was brought up in the Chapel. After qualifying in midwifery, Irene went to the EMMS hospital in Nazareth in September 1975 for a two-year contract but, excepting the study leave (below) and a spell in America, she stayed at the Nazareth hospital until 1993. Valedicted from the Chapel in December 1979 or January 1980 for work in Nazareth. After study leave, and obtaining the Midwife Teachers Diploma, Irene was re-commissioned by the Chapel, valedicted on Sunday 27 January 1980, and returned to Nazareth to serve with the Edinburgh Medical Missionary Society. On the financial support list, fully supported (i.e., £50 personal and £200 to the Society every quarter) in 1980. Letters in the Record every year from 1980 to 1988 (probably continuing, but not noted here). Report in the Record, February 1991. Returned to Nazareth in February 1992. In December 1995, appointed as midwifery tutor at Raigmore hospital, Inverness, and still in Inverness in 2007. Off support list in 1997. 


� He had been abroad since 1980, but joined the Chapel only on 30 June 1996. For all other information, see under his wife, Audrey.


� Biography in Record, January 1982, p. 10.  Originally from Dundee, she spent her first 12 years overseas, and in 1974, in London, was converted.  From then she was connected with the Chapel.  On completion of nursing training at the Western General Hospital, she went to Capernwray Bible School for 8 months, in September 1978, with a view to working with the Nurses’ Christian Fellowship. The Chapel accepted her but the NCF deferred accepting her, so back to nursing in Edinburgh for a year. (Elders’ Minutes 1 March 1978, 7 February 1979, 25 March 1979.)  She became increasingly involved with the Hospital Christian Fellowship and at the end of September 1980 she went to Holland on a training course and from April 1981 worked in Europe with the International Hospital Christian Fellowship. She started as a Chapel missionary in January 1982. Letters in the Record in 1982, 1984, 1985 and 1986. She came off the Chapel support list on 30 September 1987, when her work abroad came to an end and she was to take up a post with the Scottish Hospital Christian Fellowship early in the following year. Further letters in the Record in 1987 and 1988. In April 1988, she was living and working in Bangor, Northern Ireland. ‘I had a very difficult period in 1986/87. I was home on leave, trying to find my feet and coming to terms with having left Eastern Europe and those people I cared for deeply. It was an extremely painful time and even though often I wondered where God was and why I had to go through all I did, I know that ultimately He had His purpose in it. After a period of leave in Scotland, I was invited to go to Belfast by Hospital Christian Fellowship of Ireland in 1987 and so left Edinburgh and worked with them for a year. The international branch of the organization then wanted me to return to Europe but I did not have a vision for the new area of work they wanted me to move into. After much prayer it was clear that after eight years of working with HCFI, it was time to leave the organization and to put down some roots but not to leave Northern Ireland. In May 1988 I returned to nursing and worked for two years in the Accident and Emergency department of the Royal Victoria Hospital on the Falls Road in Belfast. After that I was Practice Manager of a seven doctor GP practice for almost seven years. Having developed the job as far as I felt able, through an amazing series of steps God opened the door for me to return to nursing within the community. For the last three years I have been working as a district nurse in East Belfast and enjoy having the privilege of treating patients in their own home. As you can imagine I have free access to work across all divides within the community and know that Northern Ireland is the mission field that God has for me. When I left HCFI I moved to live in Bangor, County Down, some 10 miles south-east of Belfast on the coast. On a clear day I can see the coast of Scotland across the water! I now live in my own semi-detached bungalow and share this with Shannon my seven year old golden cocker spaniel whom I have had from a puppy and she is great company and keeps me fit with walks twice a day. My local church is less than 10 minutes walk and is a lively Presbyterian called West Church Bangor. Record, September 2000, p. 22.


�  In April 1982, John shared with the elders a concern to establish an evangelical witness among students in Israel.  He was to start a postgraduate degree in archaeology and felt it more appropriate to enter Israel as a student than as a staff member of the International Fellowship of Evangelical Students. By the autumn, it seemed better to go as part of a team, requiring financial support, so he worked with the Chapel team during the winter of 1982/3, so people could get to know him and he could build up a base for interest in and prayer support for his work. He had the use of the Chapel’s flat in Falcon Court. He came onto the support list when he started in Israel in1983. Reports from Israel in Record, June 1984, in 1984 and 1985, not 1986, then more in 1987 and 1988; not on the Christmas missionary list in 1988, but letter in March 1990, and on Christmas list of missionaries for Christmas 1990. Supported over the 18 months to June 1991, then resigned from the Student Fellowship, reference to 2 years before, to let it grow on its own while he developed a wider ministry. To the USA in 1992.


� Joined Wycliffe in 1983. 1997 report: Barbara joined Wycliffe in 1983 and is working as a translator in Mayayao in The Philippines. She returned to The Philippines at the beginning of January 1997 after a few months in the United Kingdom on home assignment. Her report, January 2004. I trained as a Maths teacher but prayed for over 10 years about possible missionary work. Christian work in the UK showed me that I would not be a church planter or evangelist. Then I heard about Wycliffe Bible Translators and saw how I could serve overseas – I love languages and analysis, and firmly believe through conviction and experience that all people need God’s word in a language they understand well to be able to grow spiritually. After training, God opened the door for me to come to Mayoyao, Philippines, in January 1987. Now with the help of many local people, the Mayoyao New Testament should be in press by early February 2004. It has been a great privilege to contribute to a task that I enjoy and the only hardship is being so far from my parents and one sister with her family. Now my prayer and effort is directed towards encouraging people to use the translated Scriptures. I also hope to be involved in consultant work and training others, both expatriates and nationals. Report, December 2006. The reviewers and other friends gave me a warm welcome back to Mayoyao and work is in full swing. By end of Dec we should be caught up on the backlog of work that Lumen Dayag (dictionary) and Tony Bangachon (Psalms) did while I was on furlough. The New Testament is being used personally and in church services, though there is room for a lot more use. Pastora Carmen is still committed to the promotion of the NT but isn’t able to work with me while her new husband’s situation is unsettled. I went to Bolinao in Oct for a useful meeting with the translation team and checking work is starting to come my way. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Serving with Wycliffe Bible Translators (SIL) in the Philippines. My teaching commitment finished early June and I spent the rest of the month with family and 2 flying visits to Edinburgh. They were planned round dental appointments but also gave a welcome chance to visit the Chapel. The church I have been attending while staying with my parents gave me a chance to speak at their mid-week meeting before my departure for the Philippines on July 6. They have been very welcoming and I have appreciated the challenging preaching. The rest of July was spent teaching on a consultant training workshop at our Bagabag centre. I expect to return to the UK later in the year to support my parents.


� The question of ordination, which had been debated about Angus Noble (although he had asked for this after some years of service overseas) came up when Ian was accepted by the Overseas Missionary Fellowship.  As he and his wife were just coming to work with the pastoral team for four months, prior to their first service overseas, the question was deferred until the elders got to know him better. At the end of the four months, he renewed the request, because he was going to a church-planting situation in the Philippines and the local Association said it would be helpful if he was ordained prior to taking up the work.  Initially the Mission felt it might be more appropriate during his first furlough but after discussion with Angus Noble, all concerned agreed that Ian should be ordained to the Christian ministry at the same time as he and his wife were commissioned for missionary service.  Elders’ Minutes, 1 May, 6 November, 4 December 1985. 1997 report: Ian and Anne-Marie went to The Philippines in 1985 with OMF. After Ian completed his studies at Fuller Theological Seminary’s School of Mission in USA, he, Anne-Marie and Rebecca moved to Singapore where Ian has taken over as Director of Overseas Ministries with OMF. They have three children, Peter (dob 16 September 1987), Michael (dob 14 November 1989) and Rebecca (dob 13 June 1993). The two boys are at Chefoo School in Malaysia. Their report, January 2004. Anne-Marie: Missionaries? People in books, until a couple leading my youth group went. Prayer opened my eyes further to mission. International students in language schools got me excited about cross cultural work. (She joined the Chapel as an associate member in August 2002.) Ian: OM’s summer programme and CBC missionaries telling their stories at YPM set him on track for overseas missionary work. We met as students at Cambridge. Ian was International secretary for the Christian Union, I was leading International student work and God led us into a lifetime partnership in mission – marriage. After Youth for Christ (A-M) and work in Edinburgh (Ian) we headed newly married to All Nations Christian College for 2 years to prepare to go with OMF. God opened the door to the Philippines. February 1986- December 1990, language study, part of a team starting a new church in a provincial city and Peter and Michael were born. January 1991- July 1994; leading a team starting a new church in Manila and responsibility for 40 OMFers. Rebecca was born. Shocked at being asked to go to OMF International Headquarters in Singapore, we faced an enormous task as Ian became International Director for Evangelisation, relating to our field leaders. We are still learning about East Asia, Mongolia down to Indonesia & Western China, Myanmar across to Japan. Peter (16), Michael (14) & Rebecca (10) attend Hebron school in South India. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Serving with OMF International in Singapore. The opportunities of May were immensely varied, as we related to OMFers and those who pray for OMF in N Ireland, Scotland and at a conference for former members and retirees at High Leigh, and then joined a gathering of just under 500 with a concern to learn more about and pray for North Korea in Chicago. A stop in Newcastle renewed contact with 2 churches we have linked with in that area. We returned early June to a number of prayer meetings closer to base, and to some decorating in preparation for Rebecca. Michael & Peter's return. Rebecca joined us on June 16 and Michael on June 21 and we all visited Cambridge on June 23 to collect Peter. We were all encouraged by the Sunday spent in Canning Town on June 24 at an English speaking service in the morning and a Portuguese one in the evening. Two weeks family holiday was a good time together. Home Assignment has passed very fast and in just over a month we will all have left the UK.


� See husband.


� Stuart and Chrissie returned in 1986 for further service in Peru, after previous years there and then some years at home in the Chapel. Letters in the Record, 1986, 1987 and 1988. Home on furlough for last six months of 1989, returning to Peru in January 1990. Retired from Peru in April 1993 (Record, March 1993) and Stuart worked part-time in the Wycliffe Bible Translators (Scotland), assisting in their office in Edinburgh from mid 1994. 


� Joined Operation Mobilisation in January1990, and after initial training in Holland, served for two years on Logos II; in 1991, unwell (June 1992) but wanted to join the ship in Chile. Christmas offering in 1992 for her training and fare to Chile. In Record from Christmas 1990. Married Ivan Neira from Chile on 29 January 1994, then to study at Capernwray. Joined the Doulos in August 1994. Back at Capernwray late 1994 until April 1995, then back to ship, which was in European waters, and Ivan became Third Deck Officer. Baby due in January 1996, so she left the ship in November 1995, but returned in early 1996, then back to Edinburgh at the beginning of 1997 for Ivan to upgrade his ticket. Rejoined Doulos in December 1997. 1997 report: OM Ships: Logos II & Doulos. Joanne joined Operation Mobilization (OM) in 1990 and trained for two years on Logos Il. She married Ivan, from Chile, in 1994 and after studying at Capernwray they returned to OM’s ship ministry. After the birth of their first child, Daniela Maria, (dob 29 January 1996) they returned to the Logos ll in early 1996 but came back to Edinburgh at the beginning of 1997 for Ivan to upgrade his ticket by further study. The family will continue their OM service by joining the MV Doulos in December 1997. January 2000, have left the work with OM ships and will be based on land at the Quinta for the next eight months or so, as they gain further experience with OM.Their report, January 2004. Joanne: I joined a group from the Charlotte Chapel YPM to go on an OM summer outreach. Through this God challenged me to further involvement. I joined OM ship MV Logos II shortly before its maiden voyage. That is where I met...  Iván: I am from Chile, former Navy man. It was while serving with the navy that I had the chance of visiting OM ship Logos. The conference was "Here I am send me." I should have known better! Shortly after that I joined OM only weeks after Logos was lost in the southern channels of Chile. After our marriage we rejoined OM and this took us back to serve on board both ships (Logos II & Doulos) where 2 of our 3 children were born. Iván served as a Deck Officer. After almost 10 years of seafaring missionary life, we were invited to join the OM UK national office team, where Iván is Head of Recruiting and Western Europe Area Recruiting officer. Their report, December 2006. Serving with Operation Mobilization (OM) UK National Office Oct/Nov was a whirlwind of activities. Ivan was on the road most weekends overseeing the tour. Daniela, Luisa & Marcos.


Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Serving with Operation Mobilisation (OM) UK National Office. As we write, Logos II is sailing to Germany after a successful 3 port visit to the British Isles. Ivan spent 3 weeks on board, taking part in the onboard programs and with a team running a "Global Desk" information point in the ship's "I-cafe". We are getting many enquiries from each of these ports; we trust we'll see new recruits and greater partnership. Among other events, we had events geared towards ex-ships personnel (Ships Alumni) and we were pleased with the response. Partnership dinner, both in Falmouth and Jersey, gave us the opportunity to share with new friends what the Lord is doing through OM worldwide. Our focus was on India and Logos Hope. Incidentally we are hoping to bring Logos Hope to Edinburgh next � HYPERLINK "http://year.so"�year, so� watch this space! We have had to move out of our house due to the renovation work going on. It should have been finished by now; but progress is evident and we trust that by the time you read this we will be back home.


� Worked for some years as an engineer with FEBA in the Seychelles, then to Columbia until 1998. 1997 report: After working for some time as an engineer with Far East Broadcasting Association (FEBA) in the Seychelles Peter is now studying at Columbia Biblical Seminary and Graduate School of Mission, until 1998. Married Jeri in March 1999. Their report, January 2004. Peter: Born into a Christian family in Hong Kong, God made me an Asian for his purposes. At 12 I was enrolled in Scotland as a boarding student, and in the next few years God called me to himself in a personal way. A Bible and Operation World were placed in my hands at the same time and I began praying for the world as I studied the Scriptures. Through these disciplines the Lord called me to serve Him “until all hear” and very specifically through radio. Some of my most formative years were spent in Edinburgh where I was nurtured spiritually. I studied Electrical and Electronic Engineering at Heriot Watt and have been serving with FEBA UK and now FEBC for 12 years. Africa, the Middle East & India were the early fields, but for the last 5½ years I have been serving Asia & Russia. My responsibility is to ensure that the broadcasts are best received by the listeners and now as an advocate for the ethnic minority groups (hill tribes, indigenous people) of the region. During my studies in the U.S. at Columbia Biblical Seminary I met Jeri, born in Panama, whose heart was for student work in Asia. We joined hearts and hands with one purpose. In October 2003 Karis Janae was born and we are enjoying the transition to parenthood and look forward to seeing the world through her eyes. Report in cbcOnline in August 2007: ‘Serving with International Fellowship of Evangelical Students in Singapore. In May Peter concluded 4 years of enriching, part-time study and graduated with an MA in Southeast Asian Studies from the National University of Singapore. In May he also celebrated his 40th birthday at a Vietnamese consultation in the US where he was working out details for Project SPARK. In answer to prayer and our great delight, the SPARK was adopted by an in-country group partnership which will allow it to develop fruitfully with radio as one component. Over the last year we have sensed that change was in the air. Several ministry opportunities have been presented in recent months and after much prayer it appears God is leading us to work as staff workers with IFES (International Fellowship of Evangelical Students) in E Asia, developing student leaders to impact their campuses and region in pioneering contexts. After 15 years in radio ministry it is time for us to bring closure to our involvement in radio ministry.’ Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed was the October 2007 issue: ‘The process of considering partnership between FEBC, IFES and FES (Fellowship of Evangelical Students) Malaysia has been new to everyone. To seek solid ownership from the parties involved there are many levels of decision making. At this point, discussions are still under way. This is compounded by the fact that getting into Malaysia proves to be difficult. In the meantime, we have also made four exploration trips to Malaysia, spending time with the FE5 board, their leaders and staff, and studying the feasibility of relocating there. During this time of transition, Peter spends three days each week with Healthserve, a newly formed non-profit organization, focusing on helping the needy in Singapore, in particular the foreign workers and sex workers from China, South India and Thailand. Jeri has her hands full with Karis and Zacharv, who are a delight and are developing wonderfully, but once again were down for 4 weeks with mycoplasma strep and hand-foot-mouth disease.’


� 1997 report. Dai is an eye surgeon and went on 3 January 1992 to serve with with a German mission (Christoffel-Blinded Mission) in Bawku Hospital in Ghana. Morag was involved in teaching French. In May 1996 they moved to Kano, Nigeria to work in an ECWA Eye Hospital. They are presently in Edinburgh, as their third child, Jonathan, born in early 1997, will probably have to undergo heart surgery within the next two years. Their other two children are Michael (dob 13 May 1990) and Isobel (dob 20 February 1994). Resigned from the mission in summer 1997 for the boy’s health and further training. Had to leave Edinburgh to find job. Names removed from Chapel roll in April 2001.


� Daughter of Howard Marshall; see husband.


�. Worked with HCJB (Heralding Christ Jesus Blessings), originally in Ecuador and then in Indiana, but  not as members of Charlotte Chapel. Their vision was to equip believers to set up and run local radio stations in Eastern Europe, East Africa and anywhere else. He and Anne were associate members, joining on 6 January 1991, but retaining membership in a church in Northern Ireland; they regarded Edinburgh as their home and the Chapel as their home church (having met in the Young Peoples Meeting here). They were not supported at first, because of associate membership, but became fully supported Chapel missionaries from June 1994. 1997 report: Eric and Anne work with Heralding Christ Jesus Blessings (HCJB) radio, originally in Ecuador and latterly at the Engineering Centre in Indiana. They are now heading-up a United Kingdom based consultancy team. They have two adult children, Philip and Janelle, and one granddaughter, Erin. Full members March 1998. Appeared on the Chapel missionary list in autumn 2002.Their report, January 2004. Eric: I was born in Northern Ireland and studied science/engineering in Belfast and Edinburgh, and completed my Ph.D degree through Imperial College, London & University of Calgary, Canada. Anne and I met at Charlotte Chapel YPM. A personal encounter with one of the founders of HCJB World Radio at a convention in 1966 confirmed my call to missions when he shook my hand and said, ‘Young man, I believe God was speaking to you tonight’. It was as though God Himself had uttered the words. The confirmation came for us to go to Ecuador. The first two years we lived in a small village high in the Andes Mountains. My task was to keep the old 1.8 MW hydroelectric plant running, allowing us to transmit the gospel around the world by means of radio. Today I am indirectly still doing that, through the global development of healthcare, education and mass media.   Anne: A Scottish/English mixture. As a young girl I was challenged to missions through the story of the five young American men who were martyred by the Auca Indians in Ecuador in 1956. I always wanted to be a nurse. I trained in Edinburgh, and then went on to do midwifery in London & Belfast. During those years the Lord confirmed the call to missions and eventually to HCJB, in Ecuador. What wonderful challenges I have had along the way, starting with my own medical clinic up in the mountains, where the people called me ‘the doctora’. I raised 2 children and became ‘auntie’ to many more. Recently I’ve been doing administration at IHQ, and voluntary work as a counsellor at the local pregnancy centre. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – June 2007: The past 2 months have been a whirlwind - meetings, budgets, planning, conferences and great times of challenge and encouragement along the way especially with our team members. God's wisdom was evident and our stamina did not run out! Give thanks for a wonderful women's conference for Anne, some funding to begin the initial furbishing of the Elderly/Hospice centre outside Kiev, Russian Christian Radio and HCJB Russia were able to purchase a much needed vehicle so that the installation of the satellite equipment can be done quickly.


� Joined the Chapel on 1 September 1991.Valedicted to joined OM (Logos II) on 9 January 1994. Still there, November 1997. 1997 report: OM Ships: Logos II. Kevin and Fiona joined Operation Mobilisation (OM) in early 1994 and are working on Logos ll. Kevin is now Personnel Manager after over three years in the Engine Room; Fiona helps out in the Administration Department. They have a son, Andrew (dob 17 April 1996). Their report, January 2004. Fiona: First challenged about missions as a child with ‘Are you called to stay?’ I read many biographies etc. about missionaries and helped in outreaches at my church as a teenager. At 18, I completed a summer programme with Operation Mobilisation in Belgium. I nearly stayed but felt I should continue my education and studied Maths/Operational Research at Lancaster. While there I met and married Kevin.   Kevin: First visited the ship, Doulos, in Liverpool and was challenged that it was something that I could do, but was advised that ‘all felt like that’ and left it at that. We moved to Edinburgh so that I could further my engineering studies and in 1990 visited Logos II. On the way home we both said ‘think we should be involved in this’. Kevin completed his studies in 1992 but during this time we became more involved with OM. God opened the way for us to join Logos II in Jan 1994. After 2 years we returned home for Kevin to complete a Marine Engineering Course and then went back to the ship. Encouraged by many, we returned for Kevin to take a B.Th at London Bible College. After a few months in Edinburgh assisting the ship’s return to Glasgow, we rejoined for a further 2 years. Their report, December 2006. At OM Quinta we had a good interaction with head of Personnel. PTL for a growing team! In Lancaster we had presentation and preaching opportunities and in Carlisle Kevin led a training meeting. PTL for a house to ourselves in Edinburgh, for many friends and opportunities to share and some time out. We thank God for all the care and support given by CBC. Travelling back down south we did a presentation in Darlington and attended a reunion of Fiona’s university friends who asked us many questions. We visited family members again and the church in Northwood, and are flying back to the ship for Dec 3. Children, Andrew & Zoe. Report in cbcOnline in August 2007: ‘Serving with Operation Mobilisation. We had a good time in the UK at a family wedding and re-joined the ship in Falmouth on June 4. It has been great to be back in the UK for these few weeks and to get back into 'British' culture. Great to see the way the Lord is working in our land - churches working together, people coming to know Jesus for themselves etc. Biggest change for us was at the beginning of Portland when Kevin took over as Director of Logos II until we move over to Logos Hope. He has done the role before but only 'acting'! In September, the scheduled transition to Logos Hope and new people joining the ministry.’ Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed was the October 2007 issue: ‘We had a brilliant time of ministry in the Faroe Islands and Iceland (not the most pleasant voyage to the latter!) it was the first time an OM ship had been to Iceland and they are keen for us to return soon! We had our final port programme in Cuxhaven, Germany before sailing to Kiel to await the arrival of LH. We plan to be involved in some low-key ministry as our numbers will be lower - some will travel to Croatia to help get LH sailing. The good news is that she was re-delivered into OMSI hands on 7 Sept and although drawings are still being worked on and crew being trained it is hoped that she will sail in October to join us in Kiel. Once there we will have much to do to complete the work and get the ship ready for ministry. We will be in Kiel until the beginning of 2008. Kevin has been busy as Director with many meetings and decisions to be made but slowly things are coming together.’

� Joined the Chapel on 1 May 1994. Became a Chapel missionary when he joined the Doulos in August 1994. Otherwise, see wife.


� To All Nations Bible College in September 1994 for two years; spent July and August 1994 in New Delhi, India, doing office work, and 6-8 weeks placement in Bahrain in February 1996. Home address, Northern Ireland. Finished at All Nations in May 1996, in Edinburgh looking for next step. Accepted by Interserve in June 1997, for 3 years in Middle East, starting in Cairo on 16 September 1997. 1997 report: Middle East After a period of study at All Nations Elaine recently went out with Interserve to the Middle East. One of her first tasks is to learn Arabic. Returned from the Middle East in September 2000 and started with Interserve in London.


� Their report, January 2004. Barbara: born in 1972, Chile, to a Catholic family. Aged 7 started attending church with her mother, who was converted through an Aunt. In her late teens Barbara gave her heart to Jesus and her 2 brothers and her father followed suit. She joined the OM ship Logos II in 1992, serving for 2.5 years and developing a burning commitment to mission. Daniel: born in 1971 in Israel, to Scottish/Israeli missionary parents. Despite a Christian upbringing, he rebelled against his parents’ faith and only came to know Christ at 17. In 1992, following service in the Israeli Army, he felt the Lord was calling him to South America and began travelling there, joining Logos II several months later in Ecuador. Our paths crossed on board Logos II and we were married in 1995. We settled in Edinburgh, where Daniel completed studies in theology/development. [For induction training with SAMS in June 1997.] In 1998 we were back in South America with SAMS, serving 2 years in a street-children’s project in Brazil, and a further 2 in a project with Pehuenche Indians in Chile (where Joshua was born). We returned to the UK in 2002 and settled in Cambridge, where Daniel has recently completed a further degree in development and where Nathanael, (second son) was born. We currently serve with Food for the Hungry in Bolivia. Their report – summer 2006. Late last month we transitioned into our new work and life in Washington DC. Still with FHI, Daniel will lead the organisation’s Food Security unit, managing food security programs in Africa and Latin America. First trip to Africa is due early Oct, and will include a visit to northern Uganda, where FHI is working with internally displaced people terrorised by the infamous Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA); then to northern Kenya which has recently seen a drought affecting the lives and livelihoods of the local inhabitants; and finally to the Democratic Republic of Congo, where we operate a large program in the war torn east of the country. It has been a strange experience moving to Washington after 3 years in La Paz. The pace of life, the culture, the size of everything around us (compared to La Paz), have not been easy to digest, but we trust in God that He will help us adjust to this new chapter in our lives. 


Their report, December 2006. Serving with Food For the Hungry International (FHI) in Bolivia, now based in Arlington, Virginia. We are continuing to discover that transitioning back to the ‘developed’ world, particularly to a country like the US, is no small matter when it comes to culture shock. The boys have settled well, but for us getting used to life in the capital of the world’s only superpower continues to be quite a challenge. We often need to remind ourselves that ‘the secret is Christ in me, not me in a different set of circumstances’ (E. Elliot). Last month Daniel visited several African countries. In northern Uganda we hope that with the peace agreement in place FHI can expand its operations to resettle the thousands of Internally Displaced People (IDPs), many of them formerly abducted children. There is also hope in the Congo following the recent elections, where FHI has been helping to improve food security in the east of the country. A most haunting picture from the trip has been driving through Rwanda and suddenly seeing l 00s of men in pink working in the green hills - all of them prisoners and perpetrators of the 1994 Rwandan genocide that killed almost a million people. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Serving with Food For the Hungry International. Joshua finished school about 3 weeks ago and the heat of the Washington summer is already here. We've really learned a lot during the past year in FHI's HQ here in DC and feel that we were able to contribute quite a lot, particularly to the work in Africa, but are eager to return to the field now. We are still not certain where we will be going beyond September but we are praying and asking God for guidance and for the right opening.

� Miss Kirsty Dennis. Brought up in the Chapel, baptized on 19 April 1992 and joined on 2 May 1993. She spent three months in Atlanta, USA, trainingin the summer of 1993. Started a one-year course of study at Capernwray Bible College in September 1995. Valedicted on 28 June 1998 to Tanzania for two years as a nursery nurse, there for 4, home in 2002, married David Henry Kanyumi [dropped last name when they came to Scotland] in Tanzania on 23 July 2002, to Glasgow where he went to ICC in autumn 2002. Their report, January 2004. David is from Tanzania and has a background in teaching. Kirsty was from England, but was a home-grown Chapel lass, as she had spent most of her life in Edinburgh. Her profession was in pre-school education and she served the Lord in this field for 4 years with AIM in Tanzania, at Nassa Theological College. It was there that she met David. At the time he was taking an advanced diploma in theology. They married in July 2002 and returned to the UK to do extended study, David a BA in Theology at ICC in Glasgow and Kirsty working part time in teaching, but hoping to do some studies in teaching English as a foreign language. They were actively involved in a local Church of Scotland. Report, May 2006: David Henry is just finishing his final year of study at International Christian College, Glasgow, while Kirsty is busy with her teaching job as well as continuing with her TEFL studies. They are expecting their first child in mid-July, just after David graduates. They are now exploring areas of future service. Their report, December 2006. David just graduated at [CC in Glasgow, and at the beginning of October he started a temporary job with a large store in the city centre of Glasgow and is finding it interesting in this new working environment. Of course it is helping us as a family as we still are unclear about the next step of ministry. In our fellowship group we are studying Jeremiah, and finding this a good book to take seriously at this time. It takes place in our home which allows us both to attend. Ethan is usually in bed!! He is doing well and brings us much joy, plus all who meet him. We continue to fmd Partick South church helpful as we grow and develop in our relationships with the Lord. Further report, cbcOnline, April 2007: ‘The last few months have been times of waiting, praying and discussing what would be right for us the Henrys. Each of these topics has not always been easy but we believe now things are a bit clearer and structured for the time being for us. Firstly, we want to thank our Lord for bringing us to this point and also thanks to all who have prayed and supported us through it. We have been exploring various ministry possibilities with a few organisations, but sense God has directed us to a small mission who work in Malawi and who have a Bible School which needs teachers!!! At present we are form-filling and having meetings with the appropriate personnel. This is a very exciting stage to be at. Kirsty has just returned to work and David is taking on the responsibility of full-time house husband and child minder. Ethan continues to bring us so much joy, sitting up by himself and continuing to enjoy his world. Report, May 2007: graduated last year from International Christian College, Glasgow and this year is about to complete a further two modules before returning to Africa, possibly to Malawi, to teach and train in a Bible College. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Kirsty formerly with AIM in Tanzania and David just graduated at ICC in Glasgow. Hello Ethan speaking: God has been so good to us as a family in these recent months. Baba has done a great job looking after me. We have had lots of fun in between his extra courses at ICC. On those days Bibi has come over from Edinburgh which has been nice for us both. Mama has been busy at work, but is enjoying extra time with me now as it's the school holidays. They had a beneficial interview about work in Malawi with the Zambesi Mission and we now wait for the next step. I am enjoying life to the full, crawling everywhere ...


� Theresa Wilson was converted in her ‘teens in a church in Hertfordshire, graduated in Classics from Warwick University and then taught English to overseas students in England and Thailand over a four year period. She came to Edinburgh to study for an M.Sc. in Applied Linguistics and started worshipping at the Chapel during which time she has been challenged about her future plans. She joined the Chapel on 1 December 1996. Having completed the M.Sc. course last year she was keen to return overseas to teach. While a teacher, she was challenged by a missionary talk to take a teaching post in Bangkok; first went in 1992; reported from there in Record, February 1996, p. 19. To Northumbria Bible College in September 1997, for one year. In Edinburgh, Christmas 1998.  January 2000, started at the one-year course on linguistics with SIL with the prospect of future work in that field. She worked with the Chapel’s pastoral team for November and December 2000, and as she was very much appreciated, and as she was waiting to be placed within the Wqycliffe organization, she continued with the team for another three months. 2001 – waiting to go to Papua New Guinea.With that prospect in view she will begin a course in Biblical and Cross-Cultural Studies at Northumbria Bible College starting in early October 1997. It became I.C.C. in 1998. To Wycliffe training, August 1999. Her report, January 2004: After 5 years teaching English as a foreign language in London, Thailand and Edinburgh (biography of her earlier years in the Record, February 1996, p.19I.)  Her report, December 2006: I became more interested in the world of linguistics during a year’s MSc in Applied Linguistics at Edinburgh University from 1995-96. I did 2 years at Bible college, the first at Northumbria B.C. in Berwick and the second in the merged colleges, which became ICC in Glasgow. At college I met Beata Wozna from Poland, who is now my working partner. Together we did a year’s linguistic training at Horsleys Green After several months serving in the Chapel, I set off with Beata to Papua New Guinea in August 2001. After our orientation course, the Lord led us to work with the people of the Ninigo Islands 250 km north of the mainland. Within weeks we both came down with dengue fever and had to be evacuated, but are now recovered and back at work. Her report, December 2006: with Beata Wozna Serving with Wycliffe Bible Translators in Papua New Guinea We enjoyed a much needed 10 day break in Madang and spent the rest of the month of October planning, preparing and packing for the next time in Ninigo, plus keyboarding and correcting translation drafts and preparing the Seimat story books for printing in Publisher. After the translation workshops on Pihon, Lau and Patexux, we are due to fly back to Ukarumpa Dec 14. Our plans for Jan are dependent on the Aviation Department, but 2 of the translators from Pihon will be arriving at some point to continue working with us in Ukarumpa. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Serving with Wycliffe Bible Translators in Papua New Guinea. She and Beata have been busy in a workshop with the people, and Friday is their day off on Pihon. They are both doing well and are very thankful for your prayers. While on Lau, the weather turned nasty. However, on July 4, there was a window of about 3 hours when the conditions were suitable for travel by boat, and they made it safely to Pihon. On the Saturday night, the island was hit by a huge storm. They hoped sufficient people would come, so that they can finish well and accomplish their work. They have started the village check of the book of Luke. They are scheduled to travel by boat from Pihon to Mal on July 18, to meet the airplane for the flight back to Ukarumpa. 


� To Operation Mobilisation ship Doulos, January 1998, for two years as a teacher, reports from Africa and Far East in June 1999, back in Edinburgh December 1999. Married Glenn Leaver, finished with Doulos early in 2001 and started with her husband on a period of Bible College training in 2001, finished it in summer 2003. For remainder, see husband. 


� Completed their studies at Belfast Bible College in June 2003, now with Operation Mobilisation HQ. Their report, January 2004. Fiona: I was first challenged to join OM ships when I visited the Logos 2 in Aberdeen in 1995 with a group from the Chapel. I was working as primary teacher at the time, and the next year spent most of my (long!) summer holidays on board the Doulos working in the galley. I never imagined that when I joined for a further 2 years at the beginning of 1998 that I would meet and eventually marry one of the ship’s chefs. Glenn is from Perth (Australia) and we both joined the ship to serve God in practical ways, using our skills of teaching and cooking, while also learning many new ones, and at the same time bringing the gospel to people in many different countries around the world. Time on board was an amazing one of broadening our vision for worldwide mission. After getting married in 2000, we spent a year working in Edinburgh during which Glenn got to know Scotland and became a member of Charlotte Chapel on 1 April 2001. Next step was a further two years training at Belfast Bible College. Now we are once again working with OM in the UK national office, and hope to serve again overseas very soon. Their report, December 2006. We have just left Cambodia, a country still recovering from the atrocities of the Khmer Rouge regime in the `70s, and it was a privilege to see how God is working there and to be a small part of that. Our other `big’ news is that Glenn is now the Chief Steward responsible for running Catering and Hotel Services on board, with 74 others to help him! This will be a huge challenge for him and for us as a family, but we feel that this is God’s timing and the next step that He wants us to take. Glenn is adjusting to being in a leadership position with all the responsibilities and stresses that go with that! Callum is growing fast and keeping Fiona on her toes, but she has still found time to be involved in HIV/AIDS education, as well as being a K-group `mum’ and working in the `ship shop’ It’s hard to believe that it’s almost a year since we left the UK! Record, 2007, issue 2, p.25: ‘The last few months have been packed with visits to five different ports, dry-dock in Singapore and Malaysia and then on to the Philippines. We are expecting a baby in early July, which we are very excited about. We also plan to be travel to the UK for Glenn's brother's wedding in Southampton this month, and then spend some time in Scotland before Glenn heads back to the ship in Taiwan. Callum and I will stay with my parents and wait for the baby to arrive. Glenn plans to rejoin us in mid-May for an early 3 month furlough and hopefully all four of us will return to the Doulos sometime in August.’ Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Serving with Operation Mobilisation. Our main news is that God blessed us with the safe arrival of our daughter Beth on June 30, one week early. She is a wee star and we are slowly adapting to having her in our lives and all that that entails. Callum seems to have really taken to her, giving her lots of kisses and making sure she's still around. Glenn is almost coping with the sleepless nights and Fiona is hanging in there! We are now looking towards our return to Doulos, with tickets booked for Aug 15 to fly back to South Korea and the last port of call there. Doulos is experiencing a busy time there at the moment with the local Christian community having high expectations of the ship's company, and high numbers of visitors coming on board.


� Went in December 2003 to BMS World Mission in Nepal, back after two years, November 2005, to work with CMS. Her report, January 2004. I was brought up in Buckinghamshire where I spent the first 11 years of my life before moving up to Dumfries & Galloway with my family. I studied at Queen Margaret University College, Edinburgh for 4 years, and have been working in Edinburgh for 2 years. My first experience of mission was 2 years ago when I spent 2 months in Cameroon with Wycliffe Bible Translators. I did wonder at that point if God had further plans for me on the mission front. Early this year I felt unsettled and wondered which direction God wanted me to go in. A BMS action team visited my parents’ church and Mum & Dad sent me the brochure. I applied for short-term mission, applying at the same time for secular jobs. However, God closed the door on the job front and pointed me towards mission. Through my current job, God has equipped me with the necessary skills to work as a recruitment officer for the International Nepal Fellowship (seconded by BMS) in Pokhara, Nepal where I will serve for 1-2 years from Jan 2004. Report, December 2006. Serving with Church Mission Society. I am currently writing from Singapore where I am working until the end of November. It’s nice to be back in this part of the world and escaping the cold back home! During this visit I and the Regional Manager, Shin Yong, are planning to visit missionaries in Indonesia, Laos and Thailand. It will be a swift visit, but one that is valued by missionaries. We are busy preparing for the Oxford move next year, especially when many are not relocating so jobs need to be filled. My team will be changing and I will be the 2nd main interviewer as well as continuing in the personnel role for the Asia region. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – August 2007: Serving with Church Mission Society. I'm now in Oxford and loving it! The move went smoothly and I'm situated in a lovely part with a big park behind me and another across the road. God is good. People have been extremely warm and welcoming and I've been along to St Aldate's Church a few times, which 1 enjoy. The office is wonderful and such a different atmosphere to the last. Churches in the area are pleased to have CMS here, and we are wanting to connect with the surrounding communities in and around Oxford. As you can imagine. with a move this size things have been busy and a lot of us are looking forward to having a break at some point. However. before that can happen I'm going to Gloucester tomorrow for our annual Mission Partner Conference, where I'll be leading some sessions!


� Stephen and Susan Lawson started at Redcliffe Bible College, Gloucester, 2001, finished summer 2003, then to Wycliffe Bible Translators training centre. Commended by the Chapel for language and translation work in West Asia on 4 July 2004, but assigned to Glasgow. Their report, January 2004. Susan: Brought up in Londonderry, I came to Edinburgh in 1983 to study medicine and was pleased to "discover" Charlotte Chapel. Sunday preaching and YPM teaching were challenging and exciting – real years of discipleship for me. Stephen: Born near Sunderland, I came to Edinburgh aged 10, when my father became the pastor's assistant at the Chapel. I returned in 1982 to study pharmacy at Heriot-Watt, and joined the Chapel in 1984. From early on I have had a love for the Bible and a desire to see it made more available in clear language, plus a love for foreign languages. Together: We married in 1988 and enjoyed being involved in Focus, singing, a few other things ... and crèche as Clare and Anna came along. We are members at Niddrie. In 1992 we spent a time in Romania which led us to decide that medical missionary work was not for us – one step that has brought us towards Wycliffe Bible Translators and the exciting prospect of being able to help nationals (displaced from their home country) translate the Bible into the language they know best.  Their report, December 2006. We have now taken on responsibility for the Zam project, researching the needs, planning the necessary steps, starting to look at that language. Translation is on hold at present, but checking of existing material (Luke) continues. A paper describing the language has to be written - we hope to work with a Zam linguist to produce this. We are still learning the national language and enjoying involvement at church. Last report in cbcOnline before this CD was closed – June 2007: Susan had a very profitable and enjoyable trip to Zam province for 12 days in March. On one hand it confirmed that it is sadly a language in decline, no longer taught by parents to children in certain segments of the community. On the other hand it is used and loved more than we had thought, and would definitely be an attractive means of introducing truth to people. This encourages us to press on with the checking and background papers necessary to produce material such as the Jesus Film.

� Joined the Chapel in February 1996, as a second year medical student, having been twice to Ecuador. Medical elective to Ecuador, July to November 1999, working with HCJB in their hospitals and medical work based in Quito. Completed her training at a GP in Shetland and Liverpool in 2002-3. Report, August 2006. Serving in Ecuador with Latin Link. At the end of July 2006 began her rural year, 3 days a week in outpatient paediatrics in Santo Domingo and 2 days in Nuevos Horizontes. ‘I especially enjoy the days in Nuevos, helping the health promoters put into practice what they have learnt and building trust and relationships with people from the community. We also had a STEP team come to start the building of a health centre for the community. They did an excellent job, and impacted many people in the community with their witness. The building continues as people from the community continue to take it in turns to work on it.’ Report, December 2006. This last 2 months I have been settling into all that doing my rural year entails. I am finding working in the local hospital with the children challenging in many ways, as there are so many clamouring for attention, and much ignorance about the causes and treatments of simple illnesses and malnutrition. Today I had a mouse running round my consulting room... I enjoy my 2 days in Nuevos more, where there is more variety, time to get to know patients and teach the health promoters, and opportunities to pray with patients. In Oct we had a long weekend for the annual conference for Latin Link Ecuador, which was a real time of refreshment. I also did a Saturday teaching Sunday school teachers from a group of different churches some new craft ideas. Plans to start an Alpha course in the village with friends and neighbours who are interested in the gospel. Report in cbcOnline in August 2007: ‘Serving in Ecuador with Latin Link. As I write I am in the final month of my rural year working at the hospital. So Aug will mean trips to Quito to sort out more paper work to be finally registered as a doctor in Ecuador!! Once that is done I will be reorganising my time. I think I will work half time in the Nuevos Horizontes community in the new health centre (once the electricity is connected, which is taking ages to organise!), and use the rest of the time to continue supporting the local disabled charity, craft project and church activities. I have been asked to join the music group at church on the keyboard, and the young people I take to the youth group are continuing to be enthusiastic and appreciate that. This last week were local � HYPERLINK "http://fiestas.so"�fiestas, so� we went with the youth group to the fun fair and managed to survive the slightly alarming rides! The Alpha course is nearly finished now, so we are thinking about what to do next with those who have come along.’ The last report before this CD was closed was the October 2007 issue: ‘This Saturday is the opening of the new health centre in Nuevos Horizontes, the village where I live. The local director of health is invited and is keen to arrange for us to have the government vaccines available and other such services, so that is exciting. The Alpha group continues to meet for Bible studies, now in my new house. I also have completed my paperwork to be registered as a doctor here so I am finally legally allowed to practice here. So it is a time of consolidation and new beginnings in many ways, as I look to the next few months. Two women accepted Christ in Alpha and one teenager through the church youth group.’
