This was the title of the Saturday evening evangelistic meeting in the Chapel from 1906 to 1909, after which it seems to have been renamed the ‘Saturday Gospel Meeting’.

Annual Report for 1907

Under Mr Craig’s enterprising leadership, the Saturday evening meetings have been zealously carried on. While it has always been the desire to make these meetings helpful and attractive to all, one main purpose has always characterised the programme  – the presentation of the Gospel in song, scene and story – and it is encouraging to know that as a result, a goodly number have professed faith in Christ.

Annual Report for 1908 

These meetings, which have taken the form of Lantern Lectures and Song Services during the winter months, and open-air meetings in the summer, have been greatly appreciated by those who have attended them. But Mr Craig who has devoted himself specially to this work is anxious to see larger audiences, and would bespeak for this bright and helpful meeting the cordial co-operation of all who are free on Saturday evenings.

Saturday Night Gospel Campaign

The Saturday night lantern lectures close for the season at the end of April 1910 and we resume our summer campaign in the open air.

The meetings were resumed in November 1912, with a Prayer Meeting at 7 p.m. in the Ladies’ Room, open air work and tract distribution at 7.30 pm and the Gospel Meeting in the Lower Hall at 8 pm. More volunteers needed.

1913

Much encouraged – outreach to surrounding district. Good winter session, quite a number of decisions, then closed to give way to open air work from the first Saturday in May. Resumed in November 1913, with lantern lecture on George Whitefield.

With the outbreak of the First World War in 1914, it seems to have become a soldiers’ Saturday meeting, of which details are in the main text.
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
