The project is recognised for the relief of poverty, advancement of education and improvement of social welfare of orphans and vulnerable children in urban and rural areas. In February we sent David Armstrong and Chris Stewart to explore the possibility of sending a small team during July to help meet some of the needs in the area. Their report encouraged us to progress the matter and so despite one or two minor problems along the way we are able to confirm that a team of twelve will be travelling to Malawi in July.
