No Sunday School statistics extracted from 1987 on.

� No week-day meetings for scholars were returned until 1896, although there was a request on the forms for them. The implication may be that none were held. Then, a Singing Class, a Christian Endeavour and a Sewing Class were returned from 1896 until 1902. There was no Return until 1921 for a Band of Hope, although details were requested on the Return. (A Band of Hope was started in 1878 and met on alternate Wednesday evenings in 1879 and 1880, Elders’ Minutes, 30 October 1879, 8 April 1880. In 1920 the Band (presumably the Band of the Jamaica Street Mission, not the Chapel itself) had 86 on the roll and an average attendance of 77. Record, 1920, p. 87.


� Singing Class and Christian Endeavour only returned, not Sewing Class.


� First Return from the Chapel for a Christian Endeavour - 70 for 1903, then 100 for 1904 and 1905. Returns for C.E. then stop, and only ‘Other Meetings’ were mentioned. Most other Edinburgh Churches returned annual figures to the Scottish Baptist Christian Endeavour Committee, formed in 1905, but the Chapel never did.


� The description in the Year Book, under the Sunday School, is ‘Charlotte Chapel’ for the first time - previously it was always ‘Rose Street’.  Between 1910 and 1920, the Church statistics continued to be headed ‘Rose Street’ while the Sunday School statistics were headed ‘Charlotte Chapel’.


� Names are given in Record, p. 187 – 7 men and 19 women.


� First return for Band of Hope and Scouts and Guides - up to previous year, said only ‘Other’ although Band of Hope specifically invited as option. The Band of Hope is presumably for the Jamaica Street Mission, where it flourished, as there was no meeting under that name in the Chapel.


� The chart extracted from the Year Books gives 450 scholars and 72 teachers for 1930, but these seem to be misprints.


� 1931 was the peak year for the primary department, with 26 teachers and 122 children.


� It is likely that these figures were simply copied from the previous year, without thought, although comparison of the 1974 and 1975 figures indicate fairly steady numbers.
