YOUNG PEOPLES MEETING CONSTITUTION, 1925

Adopted on 20 May 1925. There were almost annual amendments to it, to meet developing situations, but the Committee came back to this as the basic model on 29 April 1931. There was a new constitution on 24 April 1933, which was amended on 25 April 1932 and 28 April 1937 and 27 April 1938, all of which was set out in the YPM Minute Book from January 1933 to April 1939.
1.  The name of the auxiliary shall be ‘The Young Peoples (sic) Meeting’ (Y. P. M.).

2. The motto of the Y.P.M. shall be ‘The Utmost for the Highest’.

3.  Membership shall be open to all young people from fifteen years of age upwards.

4.  There shall be a membership fee, the amount to be fixed by the Committee.

5.  The time of meeting and extent of the Session shall be fixed by the Committee.

6. The Office-Bearers shall consist of a President (the pastor), one or two Vice-Presidents at the discretion of the meeting, a Secretary, and a Treasurer.

7.  The Committee shall consist of the Office-Bearers and members of Committee chosen by ballot by the members of the Y.P.M.  The Committee shall retire each year but members of Executive and Committee shall always be eligible for re-election to the Executive or Committee, provided they do not hold the same office for longer than two years in succession. At all Committee Meetings the number of members required to constitute a quorum shall be six.

8.  A Business Meeting shall be held at the close of each Session, at which the Office-Bearers and members of Committee for the ensuing Session shall be elected.

9.  A syllabus shall be drawn up annually by the Committee, for which suggestions shall be received from the members of the Y.P.M.

10.  The aim shall be to deepen the spiritual life of the members, to develop their abilities, and to discover their aptitude for Christian service.
